
The Legislature.
On Monday of last week, the House refused

to agree to Senate substitute for House bill in
relation to the interest on money aod other
things.

On Tuesday, in the Senate, Mr. Cochran
moved to take up Senate bill No. 2, being a
bill to amendan act entitled an act to provide
for the re-assessment of lands in the Common-
wealth, so as tojallow those counties which fail-
ed to avaii themselves of the provisions of this
act to do so.

Tbe objections of the Governor to the bill
were read, and the Chair stated the question to
be "Shall tbe biil become a law notwith-
standing theobjections by theExecutive." The
motion to take up was agreed to, and the mat-
ter discussed by Messrs. Cochran, who wanted
the bill passed notwithstanding the Governor's
veto, and Anderson, of Rockbridge, io opposi-
tion to passing the biil over the Governor'sveto.

On the question "Shall the bill pass notwith-
standing the veto of the Executive?" the vote
stood as follows:?ayes 21, noes 10.

The Chair announced that tho bill had been
passed in spite of tho Governor's veto, aad the
bill was ordered to bo communicated to tbe
House at once.

In tbe House, Senatebiii for the assessment
of taxes on property, &o, as amended by theHouse, came up oa its passage, and was reject-
ed, having failed to receive a constitutional
vote.

When the Free Railroad bill came up, Mr.Booker offered as a substitute a bill authorizing
judges of circuit courts to grant charters of in-corporation to railroad and other internal im-
provement companies.

Mr. Sutherlia, ofDanville, obtained thefloor,
and proceeded to state at some length his posi-
tion in to this bill. Mr. Sutherlin stat-
ed he was in favor of the substitute offered by
Mr. Booker, and spoke in behalf of its adoption.

interest bill adopted by the House, whereupon
a j tint resolution was adopted, by a vote of 18
to 8, providing for a committeeofconference to
consist of nine on the part of the House and
five on the part of the Senate.

In the House, the vote by which the House
refused to order to engrossment the Senate bill
for the assessment oflands &c, was reconsider-
ed andre-committed to the committee on Fi-
nance.

Tbe House agreed to the joint resolution of
the Senate for the appointment of a committee
of conference on the interest bill.The House, by a vote of 54 to 43, defeated
tho motion to lay on the table Mr. Booker-
substitute for the Free Railroad bill offered by
Mr Sutherlin.

Mr. O'Ferrall moved to amend the Ist sec
tion of the Booker substitute so as to add to
the other conditions unon which the Judge
should grant a charter "that the public neces-
sity should demand it." The amendment was
agreed to.

Mr. Irvine offered the following amendment,
to come in at the end of the 3d section, which
was agreed to.

'Provided, That any railroad whose charter
exempts it from taxation shall release the said
exemption before availing itself of the provi
9ioos of this biil. And provided further, Tbat
ifany railroad incorporatedunder the provisions
of this bill shall purchase or become consolidat-
ed with any company exempt from taxation by
its charter, such exemption shdt cease from the
date ofsuch purchase or consolidation."

Ths frea railroad bill, the Booker substitute,
being unfinished business, camo up with Mr.
Waiter, of Pulaski, on the floor, who continu-
ed his speech in opposition to the bill aod sub-
stitute.

On Friday, both branches of the Legislature
adopted the Court bill - the SeDate agreeing to
the House amendment:b, Itjposaod the House
by a vote of 65 to 53. The Delegates from this
county voted against it. It now goes to the
Governor for his approval.

It deprivescounty jedges oi all jurisdiction
except of misdemeanors, matters of probate,
unlawful entry and detainer, and appeals irom
justices' decisions. Bach judge is to be paid
$200 out of the county treasury, with an addi-
tion of $20 lor every thousand over 10 000 in-
habitants contained in the county by the census
of 1870. The county judjre is allowed to prac
tice law (if he be a lawyer) io tbe higher courts,

but cannot be counsel in any case of wh'ch his
oourt has had jurisdiction. AH causes ofwhich
the Couuty court has no jurisdiction under this
bill, are to ba removed to the Circuit court at
the cast of the suitors. The Circuit courts are
required to hold three terms each year. The
county judge is required to appoint one judge
of electionsfrom each poiicai party. If approv-
ed by the Governor, the act will go into effect
on the Ist ofAugust next

In the House, the Free Railroadbill was dia-
cussicg by Messrs. Walker and Surheriin?the
latter io favor ofthe bill, the former in opposi-
tion to it.

Baltimore Conference M. £. Church South.
On Monday of last week, in the Baltimore

Conference of the M. E Church South, Rev.
James F. Clark was found guilty, by his own
confession, of the charges of immorality pre-
ferred agaiDst him, and was expelled from the
Conference.

A memorial from the Virginia Conference of
the M. E. Church relative to the property
question between that Church and the South-
ern Church wa3 read. It proposes that the M.E Church South withdraw ail claims acainst
the church property claimed by the M. E.Church, and surrender tbe same to trustees,
appointed according to the law of Virginia, to
be held for tbe M. E. Church ; that the ChurchSouth be permitted to use the churches inquestion one-half the time on payment of a
proportional shar.? of necessary repairs; thatall tbe parsonages be now surrendered to theML E. Church; that wherever two churches
are in the same town each shall confine themselves to their own building ; tbat these resolu-tions are only to apply to property not now in
possession of the ML E. Church ; that a copy
of the above be submitted to the BaltimoreConference of the M. E. Church South at its
next session.

The reading of this paper was received with
laughter, but was, on motion, referred to a
committee of four laymen and three preachers.
Said committee is as follows: W. P. Conway,
L. VV. S. Hough, Moses Walton, Joel McPher-
son, laymen ; R R. S. Hough, W. G. Ham-
mond and J. G. Fitzpatrick, ministers.On Tuesday, the papers in the case of W. E.
Munsey, D. D., charged with immorality, were
referred to a committee of three, consisting of
F. C. Tebbs, W. G. Coe and A. A. P Neale.
The Bishop stated that he had received a com-
munication from the parties preferring the
charges against Dr. Munsey, in which they
withdrew their names from their charges.

On motion, it was resolved to appoiut acom-
mittee of five, three ministers and two laymen,
to act in the matter of the claims of the Freach-ers' Aid Society of the M. E. Church against
the Wesleyan Female Institute, at Staunton,
and the following were appointed : Revs. W.H. Wilson, J. B. Fitzpatrick and A. P Boude,
aod Messrs. Moses Walton and Wm Mills. Jr.

The committtee to whom was referred tbememorial of the Virginia Conference of the M.
E Church reported that it is desirable that all
contention shall cease, yet they see nothing in
the plan proposed t,o secure said end, and it is
their deliberate opinion that all property ques-
tions should bo settled by a joint committee of
therespective General Conferences; they also
state that they arc not aware that they are in
the occupancy of any church property to which
they are not justly entitled.

The committee on education reported in fa-
vor of an-assessment of $2,000 upon the vari-
ous charges for Randolph Macon College, Va.
A number o£ other educational institutions
were recommended and Dr. Duncan spoke in
favor of the college. Two new buildings had
been erected and were filled and more room
was needed. There are at present 233 matric-
ulates.

Rev Dr3. Bledsoe and McLeod. whose or*
ders were recognized by tbe Conference, were
called before the altar and responded to tbe
usual disciplinary q-ie.-tions. Jas. F. Folin
and Wm. J. Breedon were ordained deacons.
The character of Dabney Bail was passed; J.
P. Hall and F. M. Mills were made supernu-
meraries.

On Wednesday, the committee in the case of
W. E. Munsey, D. D , reported that after the
most careful enquiry and exarainatien of ail
the papers iv the case, they see no reason
whatever to question the propriety of the ac-
tion of the investiaating committee, ..which
unanimously and honorably acquitted him, and
therefore recommend that his character pass
Dr. Murif-rey was then granted a location at his
own request, ii! health demanding a suspension
of all ministerial iabor on his part.

The committee to investigate the claim of
the Preachers' Aid Society of the M. E.
Church against the Wesleyan Female Institute,
reported that inasmuch as there was an
equi'ablc right resting in this Conference in the
funds of said Preachers' Aid society, and inas-
much as but a very sma'l part of the funds of
sail society, amounting to only $5,000, were
invested in the bounds ofthis Conference; and
inasmuch as said society, through their counsel,'
were pressing for payment and threatening to
foreclose the mortgage held by them, therefore
resolved

1. The trustees of the Wesleyan Female In-
stitute are hereby requested not to pay over
said claim until the equitable interest of the
preachers of this Conference be admitted.

2. That the r;ro_ding eider of Rockingham
district and Messrs. M. Walton and Wm,
Milncs, Jr,, are directed to settle this matter
on Christian principles.

3. Tbat if the pressure ia this matterbe per-
sisted in, tbe said committee are directed to
employ Moses Walton, E<q

, and such other
counsel as may be necessary to defend tho case
and protect the interest of this Conference.

The statistical report, which was submitted,
shows a total membership of 23,451, a net in-
crease of 356. The actual iocrease is much
greater,but a much closer scrutiny of the recork
resulted in dropping many names therefrom.?
In seven years this Conference has increased
14 000 members.

On Thursday this city?Staunton?was unan-
imously selected as the place of holding the
next session of the Conference.

The enmouttee to whom was referred the
claimof the NashvillePublishing House against
ihe government of the United States for occu-
pancy of their premises in 1864-5, and use of
machinery, &c, whereby great damage ensued,
reported that a paper officially signed be pre-
sented to Congress from this Conference, urg-
ing a prompt adjudication and settlement of
this claim, the justness of which must be ac-
knowledged.

On motion it was resolved that the Confer-
ence pledge themselves to unite in the concert
of prayer for the schools and colleges of the
land on the last Thursday in February in each
year. Rev. A. W. Wilson urged the impor-
tance of religious, concurrently withsecular ed-
ucation, and the importance of daily prayer for
the succors of such education. Messrs. Arm-
strong, Rodgers and Head also addressed the
Conference ia this intereat. Bishop Doggett
very earnestly spoke ef the question of relig-
ious education, ar.d tho legitimate effects to be
expected therefrom.

On motiort,it was resolved to estimate the ex-
penses of delegates to the next General Con-
ference,and apportion the same to the respective
district?.

It .v. Messrs. Bear, Hildt. D->sh, Miller, Da-
vis, Sargent, Gamble and Dr. Edwards, of the
M. E, Church, were introduced. Dr. Edwards
cordially reciprocated the expression of broth-
erly feeling, aodcaeompaoiedit with the pray-
er that peace, harmony and the triumph ot
the cause of our common Christianity may pre-
vail throughout our borders. Rev Mr. Miller
expressed his appreciation of this opportunity
of meeting with his brethren.

The balance of the session was spent in re-
ligious exercises, io tbe course of which re-
marks were madenot only by the" members of
the Conference, but also by the ministers of the
Methodist Episcopal Church who were present.

Oa Friday,Rey. SamuelRodgers was appoint-
ed fraternal messenger to the Maryland Con-
ference M. P. Church. The first Fridays in
May and November were appointed days of
fasting and prayer. By a ri4ng vote resolu-
tions of sympathy were passed for the venera-
ble Nerval Wilson, who was recently injured by
a fell. The ntm of $610 was ordered to be as-
sessed upon the various districts to defray the
expenses of delegates to the next General Con-
Conference of tho church. A considerable
sum of money was raised for the church at
Laurel, Md., and steps taken to relieve it of
debt

The committee in the esse ot L. D. Huston,
charged with gross immorality and licentious-
ness, reported.through u« chairman, Key Sam-
uel Regester, in favor of expulsion, which was
ordered, and tho Conference, adjourned to meet
next year in Bt.au .ton, Va. Tbe appointments
for the ensuiog year, ?.re a;> follows:
