A monument to the old settlers and heroes of
the Valley, to be erected at Staunton, with
Volck's Equestrian Statue of Stonewall Jackson
on top, is suggested, as the best way to raise the

325,000 to pay for it.

Col. De Blanc and party arrived at New Or-
leans, on the 16th, in charge of U.S. Marshal.
Over 1,000 people welcomed them with tremen-
dous cheers at the wharf, and escorted them
through the city. They were released to appear
before the U. 5. Commissioner Saturday.

The corgner’s inquest, over Mordecai’s body
on Friday, in Richmond, found a true bill for
murder against McCarty and the seconds were
committed as accessories. Drs. Cullen and
McGuire were censured, for not giving informa-
tion to the police, thaugh Cullen tried to. Mor-
decai’s funeral was attended by citizens and mil-
itary, and the bar passed fitting resolutions of re-
gpect and love. A preliminary examination is
fixed for the 22d, before magistrates.

Ob the 10:h ieet., the camp of a scouting
perty of U. 8. Trocps uander the command of
Capt. Hasbrouck was surprised by about thirty
Modces. The Indians rode up within a few
bhundred yards of the camp, then dismounting
erept up to near the camp 2t daybreak and fired
into it, expecting to stampede them as they
had dome before, but in this they were mis-
taken, for Capt. Hasbrouck rallied his mea avd
charged the Modocs. The Warm Spricg Ia-
dizne, the allies of the U. 8. Troops, charged
upon them with iotrepidity and were chiefly
instrumental ic putting the Modocs to flight,
and running them past their plander which was
captured. The Modoos lest two killed, s largs
part of their horses, their ammunition, cloth-
ing-and provisions. Three of the U. 8. Troops
were killed and several wonnded. QOne Warm
Sprivg Indian was killed. The scene of action
is now about iwenty milcs eouthwest of the
original Modoe stronghold in & couniry natu-
rally very strong. The Modocs are now forti
fyirg in a rocky fastness, The force present is
not sufficient to storm the place and the Mo-
docs will be held there, if possible, until rein-
forcements with mortars can be brought up.
The trcops are suffering for water. The total
pumber of troops in the field is twenty officers
and four hundred and eighty men, iocluding
about two hundred Warm Sprieg 1ndians.

Lieat. Harris, who was wounded on the 26th
of April, died on the 12th inst. His mother
and brother irom New York reached there the
day before his death.

Sad Ead of the Richmond Duel.

Since our last issué no new facts in regard to
the cause of the duel between Mordecai and
MecCarty, in Richmond, have come out.—
MecCarty was the author of a poem which ap-
peared in the Enquirer last February, which
Mordecai considered a reflection upon himself
and a lady. This trouble was smothered over
by friends, until recently, when McCarty
talked at Mordecai, in the Club House, and
when the latter said he *‘was a gentleman and
demanded respeot, &e.,”” McCarty intimated
he was not. Mordecai fought him and Me-
Carty challenged him afterwards. Both par-
ties stand high in Richmond and both were
cool on the field. Last Wednesday night, the
15th, the hopes of Mordecai’s friends were
blasted, by a sudden change for the worse and
he died, in great pain, from a wound in the abdo-
men, at 93 o’cleck. The State law holds Me-
Carty, the other principal, who was wounded
in the hip, amenable for murder in the first
degree, and the seconds, Wm. L. Royall, W.
B. Tabb, W. R. Trigg and J. 8. Meredith ac-
cessories before the fact.
It is a sad result and furnishes another
striking argument against the wickedness of
the duello, which violates both the laws of
God and the laws of the State. The statute of
this State makes the crime of killing in a duel,
murder in the first degree.

In speaking of the result of this duel, the
Baltimore Sun says:

*‘It is earnestly to be hoped that this most
mournful event will at least have the effect of
rousing the public seatiment of Virginia to put
down a cruel, bloody and inhuman practice,
combining in itself the elements of both mur-
der and suicide, as eontrary to the laws of God
aed to those of man, and nct more contrary to
either than to reason, common sense and jus-
tice. The duel, which the colonists of this
couatry imported from Eagland, their native
iand, has been long ago given up there, it being
somewhat more than balf a ceatury since in
Kagland the survivor of a fatal duel, though a
military maa of high rank, was tried, convicted
and hanged for murder. With the individuals
in this and other affairs of this kind we have
nothing to do, but we may say that it Virginia
will carry out her own enactment against duel-
ing, it will go ont of fashion there as it hasin
Eogland.”’

C. & 0. X. R.’s Connections.

President Huntington. informed one of his
Big Sandy Raiiroad contractors, last week, that
the money was on hand to go to work on that
Road within 30 daysacd the work pushed right
along. Oge of its first officers, recently over
the road, informed us that slides become less
frequent every week and that the condition of
the werk was so good as to allow a decrease in
werking force from 1,500 to 800 hauds re-
cently and it would still further be decreased,
and all hands seot cn the Big Sandy.

In regard to Clifton Forge conpection with
Richmond or Lyachburg, ke said that would
come in good time, after the western connece-
tions were completed and the local and through
trafic developed and increased enough to jus-
tify it—say in five years. Work would scon
be commenced cn shops at Stauaton ard Hin-
ton, and the 30 feet taken off Garber's Hill
to give room for mere tracks here. He confirms
our statement about eastern terminus. Pres't
Huntiogton and Mr. Lowe, of New York, were
highly gratified at the condition of the work
and earnest in their praises of Col. Whitecomb
—the first Kngineer of bis day. An immense
travel from hoth east and west looked for this
Sammer and every preparation made to accom-
date it,

The Baltimore Sun editorially notices the
growing commercial importance of Staunton,
and concratulates Baltimore on the prospect of
an early direct railrozd coonecticn with it,
hrongh the Valley. We hope the Winches-
ter News will forgive its “impudence.”’

& “Farmer’ Answers Supt. Guy.

Mg. Epitor.—In your paper of last week
there appears a communication from the Coun-
ty Superintendent of Schuols, in which oceurs
the following remarkable sentence : ** We must,
therefore, and do now appeal to the people gen
eraily, to require cvery candidate for the office
of supervisor to deciare distinetly bis views up-
on the schoe! question. Do votaliow yourselves
to be deceived by trusting to any one - who is
von-committal on thissubjeet.”” This declara-
tion carries the public schicol sysiem ina bold
and anequivocal, not to say offensive, maanner
into the arena of polities. The people are en-
joined in emphatic, almost imperative terms,
to trust no maa, however wise, honest, judiel-
ous and patriotic be may be, eseept upon
p'edges to favourably resposd to the demasd
of the schoo! board fur funds for school par-
poses. I do uot propose to discuss the pro-
priety aud wisdom of this course—neither do 1
intend to remerk upon the consonance with
good taste and modesty of officers who live by
the administraiion oi 2 system so oppressive in
appealing to the ‘'peopie generally’’ to see that
only those are elected to the offies of snpervisor
who will go to the extent of the law in the im-
position of taxes. Ard especially when those
most likely to be ivfluenced by such appeals, are
just those who will not “‘touch so much as with
the Iitzle finger”’ the heavy burdens they bied
for the shoulders of the people.

The reasons assigned by the County Super-
intendens of schools, for his bold and dashicg
entrance upon the dasty areva of politics are

But the ‘‘greater rea-
son,”’ like the better wine, is reserved for the
last. Aud a most marvellous cne it is. One
that 2 man, not at least a Co. Supt. of Sehools
would have thought of preseniing. It is this:
The county of Augusta paysinto the State Trea-
sury $16,400 sebool tax ; acd under this equi-
table and beautifnl system, draws theretrom
$8,200 *‘just balf the amount paid in.”” There-
tore her people ought to see to it that no man
gets into the coffice of supervisor who is no:
pledged to tax them for schools to the fall ex-
tent allowed by law. I do uot see how any
voter can be so lost to every noble impulse as to
resist it. Pay 1nto the Treasury of the State
for schools $16,400 and get back $8 200. Why
a rysiem whose fairness is illustrated by such a
fact, must so commend itselt to the people, that
in a spirit of gensrous and grateful magnanim
ity they will, without regard to race, color or
previous condition elect supervisors with the
sole and siogle gratification that they are pledg-
ed to impose 98 heavy burdens upon the people
as the law will permit. I had thought that the
system of public free school education would
have been content with taking from the parent
the God-imposed duty of training acd educat-
ing his child. Bat I was mistaken. The sye-
tem is as insatiable as the ‘‘daughters of the
horse leech.”” And nothing rhort, it seems, of
dictating to the people for whom they shall
vote will satisly it, Bat I must exonerate the
County Supt. of Scheols from orginating
this bold raid upon the polls on the fourth
Thursday of May. A pamphlet bearing the
imprimatur of the Saperinteadent of Public
Instiuction has been distributed through the
State, in which this matter is urged upon the
people io strong and emphatic language. 8o
that the attempt to control the May election is
co-extensive with the State. And unless the
introduction of this disturbing element into ouy
clections meets with such a rebuke from the

people at the coming election, as its unwarran-
table intrusion merits, it ‘will ever after be a
distracting and irritating question in party poli-
tics, to the injury of all the real and substan-
tial interests of the State.

Bat the pamphlet I have referred to deserves
notice for other reasons than its appea! to the
polls at the comiog election. Several pages of it
are taken up in discanting upon the extravagant
expenditures of the people of Virginia, especial-
ly in thé two attractive items of ‘*dogs and whis-
key.”” To show how careful and moderate the
statements of this pamphlet are, I . quote two
sentences, one from the chapter on ‘“‘dogs’’ as
follows, ‘‘we spend say two millionsa year, in
feeding our 16,000 dogs and in-repairing their
damages.”’

From ch. on whiskey: *‘We speak by the
book when we say that the destruction of the
entire wheat crop of Virginia every year would
not inflict upon the state as great a loss of
wealth as is inflicted by the needless consumption
of ardent spirits.”’ 1t is useless to undertake to
combat such statements by argument, but it is
pertinent to enquire whether these *‘preeepts
from the cynic tub praising the lean and callow
Abstinence’’ are designed to prepare the public
mind for a system of sumptuary laws regulat-
ting %ireas, diet and dogs by statutory provi-
sion 5
_The Co. Supt. of Schools undertock some-
time ago to correct what he called my ‘‘mis-
calculations.” It is not my place to speak of
his success in the undertaking. I, however,
hasten to acknowledge his kindness in correct-
ing, in bis last article, an importans *‘miscalcu-
lation’’ I had made in reference to the cost of
public free school education. In & former com-
munication my calculation was based on the
supposition that the sum of $29,963 26, the total
amount expended in this county, represented

of AugustaCo. But I now learn that to this
sum we must add $8,200.00, the excess paid
into the-State Treasury by the county over
what she draws therefrom. We then have as
the cost of the system to thecounty for the year
the sum $38,163 26, which makes the tuition
of each enrolled scholar $7.58 or $1.51 per
month, the schools continuing 5 months, and
the enrolled scholars 5,040. ﬁ‘he average at-
tendance however was 3,155, which gives
$12.41 per pupil or $2.48 per month. And in
addition to this, in many, if pot in ail the
scboois of the country, the salaries of the
teachers have been supplemented by contribu-
tivas from the patrons of the school. These
contributions falling upon a few and they the
priocipal tax-payers. So that the system has
not even the eorry advantage of cheapress to
recommend it to the people—but is onerous,
inefficient and expensive. However suitable
the system may be for large towns and cities,
it is utterly unsuited to the sparse population
of the country, FarMER,

Thaus we are tohave this school
question broughtiato the arens of politics, We
understand that Mr. Guy, in this dictation to
the people, is bus coriveying the views of his su-
perior, the State Supeniatendert, the Rev. Mr.
Raffser, who bas promuigated a pamphlet in
which he seisout the same. Soitappears that
the public mind is azain to be disiracted with a
R.utfner pamphiet on subjects very near akino.
The people, therefore, had better be a little
cautious, as experience has proved that divini-
ty and politics are rather 2 bad combination.
We bear cur pzople constantly complaining that
our elections are too much mfluenced by feel-
ing avd ezpediency, we have too little regard
for men. The ofice of Supervisor is one of
very great imgporiance, aud therc is very great
difficlty in geting the men who are compe-
tent, to take the office. 8o far, the people
have been quite fortunate—they have made

men alose, and we hope they will be neither
coaxed or frightened from the propriety by the
fulmioations of Messrs. Ruffoer and Guy.
Why bas vot Mr. Guy given to the people
a statement iv full of the taxes levied and col
lected off the people of the oounty ? He gives
the amount collccted avd paid into the State
Treasury, and leaves the iaference that in eon-
sequence of the repeal of the dog tax and the
reduction of the amouni paid ioto the public
Treasury, an inerease of tazation by the Super-
visors is indispensable to the success of his pet
system. The following statement will show the
true amount of taxes psid, and to be peid, for
the years '72 and '73, hy the county, cxclusive
of the corporation of Staunton :

1. That the times for holding the Courts for
the thirteenth Judicial Circuit from and after
the first day of August, 1873, be fixed as follows:
For the County of Rockbridge—
on the tenth day of February, tenth day of May
and tenth day of September.

For the County of Augusta—
On the first day of March, first day of June,
and first day of October.

For the County of Highland—
On tha thirteenth day of April, thirteenth day
of August, and thirteenth day of November.

For the County of Bath—

On the twentieth day of April, twentieth day
of August, and twentieth day of November.

For the County of Alleghany—
On the twenty-fifth day of April, twenty-fifth
day of Aungust, and twenty-fifth day of Novem-
ber in each year.
2. That until the foregoing order takes effect,
the Courts shall be held as_heretofore provided,
te-wit: For the county of Highland on the third
day of May; for the county of Bath on twelfth
day of May, and for the county of Augusta on
the first day of June.

3 The Clerk of this Court will certify a copy
of this order to the Clerks of the Circuit Courts
of Augusta, Highland, Bath and Alleghany,
who will enter the saume in their respective law
order books; and alsoto the Keeper of the Rolls
and the Secretary ot the Commonwealth

4 He will cause a copy of this order to be
published for four weeks in all the newspapers
published in the Circuit.
