We do Dot deem it necessary to occupy our

space with the detailedproceedings of the Re-
publican Convention which met in Lynchburg
on Wednesday last and nominated candidates
for Governor, Lieut-Governor and Attorney-
General. It seems that the friends of our citi-
zen, Maj. McMahoD, who had been actively
engaged iv pressing his claims to the nomina-
tion for Governor, lost hope before the timefor
action had arrived.

At a caucus held by themin the morning they
came to the conclusion to withdraw his name?

having learned that the delegates from the
Alexandria District had determined to go over
to Hughes.

Afterwards at a caucus composed of the
friends of both Hughes and McMahon?a cau-
cus of the whole?it was agreed that Gen. Wms.
C. Wickham should act as Temporary Chair-
man of the Convention. Committees on or-
ganization and credentials were appointed.

The Committee on Permanent Organization
reported the following nominations for perma-
nent effioers: President, J. B. Sener; Vioe-
Presidents, Peter J. Carter, G. T. Page, J.
Ambler Smith, Daniel Dyson, T. M. Schu-
maker, R. R. Alexander, Frank Ware Cham-
berlayne, Geo. Henderlite, G. M. Farrell; As-
sistant Secretaries, A. J. Terry, Geo. V. Cose;
Sergeant-at-arms,Franklin Wood, of Peters-
burg ; Assistant Sergeant-at-Arms, J. Ander-
son Taylor.

The report raised a storm of opposition, the
Hughes men considering the nomination of
Mr. Sener, a friend of McMahon, a violationof
the agreement made in caucus, by which they
claimed the latter had agreed to be satisfied
with the place of temporary chairman. Col.
Piatt,therefore, nominatedR. S. G. Page, (col.)
of Norfolk county, in opposition to Mr. Sener.
Thereupon the McMahon men cried treachery,
and a recess having been taken, Mr. Sener de-
clined to run, and stated in almost so many
words that MoMahon would be again putin the
field, and he wished to be on the floor to work
in his behalf.

Platte replied, repelling the charge of treach-
ery and claiming that McMahon had broken the
contract. Finally the declining of Sener was
accepted aoc Page was elected president. He
is a young mulatto about 26 years of age.

Gen. Sidney Sherman, the last Cavalry Com-
mander in San Jacinto, died in Galveston, Texas,
on Friday night last andwas buried on Saturday
afternoon with military honors.

During the occupancy of Seville by the insur-
rectionists many buildings invariousquarters of
the city were set on fire. In a number of streets
every house was entered by them and plundered
of their contents.

On Saturday afternoon last,in Louisville, Ky.,
Mrs. West shot her husband, inflicting a severe
wound in the hip. Her husband went her bail,
saying that she is subject to attacks of emotional
insanity.

On Friday morning last, at Titusville, Pa.,
three persons were killed by the collision of a
freight and an oil train. One of the engineers
had a thigh broken. Fifteen cars were burned,
together with the bodies of the persons killed.

The Majara tobacco factory, the last refuge of
the insurgents in Seville in Spain, has been cap-
tured by government troops. A large number
of prisoners were taken, among whom are sev-
eral foreigners, members of the International
Society.

A special telegram to the Richmond Enquirer
states that, on Friday last, inAlexandria. Christ
church, the sacred and time-honoredbuilding in
which the Father of his Country was wont to
worship, was entered by some vandalic and
sacrilegious scoundrel, who broke up the silver
communion service and collection plates, tore
up the Bibles, hymnals, prayer-books, &c, took
the plate off Washington's pew, which was the
only article carried away from the church.

A destructive fire occurred in Portland, Ore-
gon, on last Saturday. A Press dispatch of that
date says: "Afire broke out at 4 o'clock this
morning. Twelve blocks are now in flames.?
The fire is still spreading. The fire departments
of Vancouver, Oregon City and Salem are on
their way here. The water supply is failing.?
The fire commenced near the Metropolitan Hotel.
Nearly all the city bounded by Granville street.
on North 2nd street, on West Columbia, on
South and River, and on East streets is in flames.

Col. Platte then started the ball for Hughes
by moving that tho Convention go at once into
the nomination ofa candidate for Governor.?
Tbe McMahon men tried to postpone it by
moving a committeeon platform. The matter
wa9 ruled out oforder, and after a great deal of
disorder, Platte's motion wasadopted with hur-
rahs.

Nomination then beiog inorder, MajorRich-
ard H. Carter, of Fauquier, in a flowery strain
ofremarks, nominated Col. Robert W. Hughes.
Great enthusiasm ensued, and it was evident
that on the floor and galleries there was a large
majority for Hughes.

Gen. Wickham then, in an effective speech,
nominated M&jor McMahon.

Mr. Chandler spoke in advocacy of Hughes
and was so hard apon the friends of McMahon,
charging thera with breach of faith, that Wick-
ham, Sener and Maddox came to their feet with
explanations which did not sjem to be very
satisfactory to the crowd. Other speeches were
made notil the convention became impatient
and a vote was demanded.

Atter a saccessioa of scenes of great disorder
and many near approaches to a row, at mid-
night the vote commenced. When Hanover
coanty was called, Gen. Wickham withdrew the
name of McMahon in view of his certain de-
feat, and on motion of Maj. John A. Harman,
Col R. W. Hughes was nominated by acclama-
tion, but not unanimously. A committee was
then appointed to inform Col. Hughes of his

? nomination and to iuvke him to address . the
convention.

Col. Hughes appearedbefore the convention,
expressed his thanks for the nomination, and
said in consequence of the lateness of the hoar
he would not address them till next day. His
address, which is quite long, was published in
fall in the Richmond Dispatch and the Wash-
ington Republican before it was delivered by
Hughes to the Convention.

During the election for candidates for Lieut-
Governor, it being discovered that C. P. Rams-
dell, of Sarry coanty, was mach stronger than
Geo. E. Daneale ofRockingham, he was nomi-
nated by acclamation.

The nomination for Attorney-General was
conferred upon JadgeDavid Fultz of this place,
by ananimoas vote, after the name3of the oth-
er gentlemen put in nominationwere withdrawn.
The Conventionremained insession tillhalf-past
three o'clock in the morning when it adjoarn-
ed to meet again at noon.on Thursday. After
assembling the Convention was addressed by
Haghes and Ramsdell, candidates, and by Jos.
Segar.

In the afternoon session the committee on
resolntions reported a platform of principles
which wa3 adopted, and a State Centra! Com-
mittee was appointed. The members for the

meal, and a section of raw middling by his side.
His eye-lids were heavy with whiskey, and,
unobserved, we listened to his soliloquy, which
ran somewhat thus:

Us niggers is fools. I pintediy ar, ef de restaint, which dey is, ail un urn. Lem me see. ?Seben an' fo' is thee?no, fo' and thee arseben, and seben to one make eight?gwine on
eight year sence de war buss aod sot me andall un urn free. An' an' an' wh' wh' wh' wharis I now? Settin' on dese bricks, and drunk atdat. Is I any better off den I wuz fo' de war?No sir-ree. Coz why ? Coz we is all fools ? 1say dat, an' I swar to it.I wote de Publikin tickit ebery time?all unus wotes it? wotes it ebery year; and whar iswe ? sittin on dese bricks, wid a peck o' meal,
and drunk at dat. A hundud nigger wote dePublikin tickit to one white man, an' de white
man git all de good things, while the nigger git
oothin. Us niggers do de work an' de white
man feet back and reap de reward. White man
git de lean meat, white man git defat meat, an'th' ow nigger derine, and spec him to be thank-ful fur dat?dc likes ob dat! Is dat far ! Isdat squar? Is dat 'vidin deprofits 'cordin to
'rithmetic an'de Bible? No, sir! you cau'tfind no sich doctrine like dat no whar in deBible, nor outen it, 'sep in de Publikin party.

'Servativs don't do no sich cheatin' like dat.
Dey say gin and take, eben Steben, Ant'ny
ober, up one side and down de oder, is far play,
Ev'n I wote one, I ain't git but one, an' ev'n
you wotes 'leven, you gits 'leven. Dats Bible'rithmetic. In de 'Servativeparty, de Irishman
git dis, de Jummun git dat and de ole fashunwhite man gits de oder. Dar's Mars KeiLy fur
one, and dis little Lovinstun, fur de oder, andden dar'sBilly Gilman fur de ballance?far and
squar. But in de Publikin party, de nigger
wbar wotes a hundred gits de hunduth part obnuthin, while de white man, which he wotes
but a bar one, he git de whole hunduth part ob
ebery thiug ebery time hand runnio.Us niggers has 'sented to datfoolishness long
'nuf. Taiut in de Bible, 'taint in rithmetic,
taint in jogrefy, taint nowhar in Gawd's earthbut in de Publikin party ; and we aint gwineto
stan' it no longer. Leastways yo' Uncle Isham
Hoggins aint. He is a gwine to 'zide ia deSennit. Mark me dat.

An', an', an' what sort of men does us nig-
gers up an' gib de lobesand fishes to? I dun-
no who is a listoen to Isham Hoggins, an' Idon't keer, but mark me dis?dar ain't a one
un urn dat us niggers would like to be our mas-
ter, ifwe waz to be sold agin?no, nar siDglo
one un, nar a single time. 'Pears to me dat usfool niggers de least ca'ickter a white man got
de mo office we gwine gib him. What he doneloss io 'spectability us niggers make up to him
in good lat places. He come a bowin' and a
scrapin, a flattrin and a 'fusin ob our minds by
calling us "Mista," and den us fools jist gibshim whatsomever he axes, while we and
toils on same like we did all de time, I'm a
gitting tired ob dat kind ob bizness?it don't
pay ?and I'm gwine to 'solve de partnecy and
set up a new consurn. Hcncefoth I'm fur de
nigger, and 'speshly for Hoggins. Hoggins
wants to 'zide in the Sennit, and he is a gwine
to do it.
I don't call no names, but Bob Hews?l ain't

no mo feerd of Bob Hews dan I is ob dis mid-dlin?dar hit, right dar?(slapping it with his
hand;) but Bob Hews knows de time ar comefur de nigger to be recognise on de State ticket.
Ambly Smith may say what he darnplease, but
de nigger ar bown to be dar ; and Hoggins is a
gwine to 'zide in dat Sinoit, sho's yo' a born.Stick a pin dar, Ambly, an' keep yo' finger on
it.

As fur dis new man. Mack Mane, I don't
know him, never heerd uv him twell the other
day. He is a raleroder, I spec, and if he's fur
de nigger on de State ticket, den I'm fur him.Ei*not, I'm agin him, ded, pint blank.

Dey say de nigger aiu't got sence nuff to be
Leff-tender Governor -which dat he ar called
coz he ar leff to tend to der guvment when defuss man done gone. But all he got to do is to
'zide iv de Sennit. I bin dar and seed how he
dun if. Mr. Jack Meree he ar as nice a man
as eber sot in a cheer; (but he ar a dark com-plected man ao dats de reezan he 'zides wid somuch dignity. Now I'm a darkder complecte-
dcr man dan Mr. Jack Meree ar, an' hoccum I
cant zide in de Sennit good as he or any man t
I kin 'zide, an I'm a gwine to 'zide, too.) Mos'
any commeo sence nigger kin. Ail he got to
do ar to look solium and fierce, rap wid yo'
hommer and holler M 'tention coinp'ny!"?-
"Silunce in de kote!" DeD de gent'man turn
Dunwoody, he git up an be say:

'"Mr. Prosy dunt, I rises to a piat ol odder."
Den you seje.
"Pint it."
He pint it, ao dou you leans ober to Shellin

Davh aad whispers,
"Wat'sde meanin' ob dat? '

He tellin' you dreckiy, ccz he knows all de
pollytaeutury lor in de worl' and mo too, and
things goes on slick and smooth as a simtnon.

Ef not, you rops wid yo' bomtner tell de
gentmen frum Dunwoody ar 'shamed ob hescif,
and Wat Harrysnm he gethcrs him hy de col-
lar an' gib him nine an' thutty io de lobby,
'eordin to de sta chewt, made an' purwidid in
dem dar sich cases.

White Men and Black Men as "a
Laboring Class "?We find the following
utterance in Mr. Hughes's speech on tbe occa-sion of his nomination at Lynchburg:

"Study the character of tbe laboring popu-
lation and all over the world,and where will a
laboring class anywhere be found so exemplary
in their conduct or co elevated in their morale,
all things considered, as the negro population
of Virginia ? When a people of such approved
character flock in a body to a political party,
is that an argument against that party or forit?"

ry of tbe intensely democratic individual whocontended "that one man was as good as an-other and a darned sight better."

"The negro population of Virginia" as "a

"exemplary in their conduct," and more "ele-vated io their morals, all things considered,"
than the "laboring class in Ireland, or Eng-
land, or Germany, or France, or any oihercountry; but no body but the Radicals can see
it in that light.

Hanging in Baltimore -Joshua Nicholson
