Personnel of the Conserva.i:ive Nominess.

GENERAL JaMEs L. KEMPER.

James Lawson Kemner was born in Madi-
son county, Va., in 1824, his ancestors settling
in Virginiain 1700. Early exhibiting evidences
of the talents which have since distinguished
him, he was sent tn Washington College (now
Washington-Lee Utriversity.) at Lexington,
where he took the degree of Master of Arts.
Subsequently he studied law in the office of
Hon. George W. Summers. Charleston, Ka-
nawha county, (now) West Virginia. He had
scarcely enterad upon the practice of his pro-
fession when he was commissioned a captain in
the volunteer army by President James K.
Polk in 1847, and joined the Army of Occupa-
tion in Mexico just afier the battle of Buena
Vista, consequently seeing active service in that
war.

Returning from Mexico, he resumed the
practice of his profession with great ability and
success and such was the public recognition of
bis capaci'y and patriotism that the people of
Madison elected him in 1853 to represent them
in the Houss of Delegates, where he tock a
prominent plsce among the eminent wen of
that day, and where his constituents continued
him by successive elections until the beginning
of the late war. In tbe Legislature he was
chairman of the Committee of Military Affairs,
and while a member of the House was elected
a Brigadier General cf Militia.

On the death of Speaker O. M. Crutchfield,
he was unanimously elected to that position,
which he filled with dignity and ability for only
one session, when, the war of 1861 commencing.
he accepted the appointment of Colonel of the
Seventh Regiment of Virginia Infantry frow
G vernor Letcher. Preyious to the war he
was also for some time president of the
Board of Visitors of the Virginia Military In-
stiture. .

His commission as colonel of the Seventh
regiment was dated the 20d of May, 1861, and
he assumed command at Manassas, the regi-
ment then being 850 strong. With the Sev-
enth regiment he was engaged in the battle of
Bull Run, July 18, 1861, where his regiment
temporarily formed part of a brigade command-
ed by the then Colorel Jubal A, Early, and
aided in striking the final blow on the extreme
left of the Federal line which immediately pre-
ceded and caused the retreat and rout of the
Federal army on that day.

Three days after the battle of Manassas the
Seventh regiment was incorporated in the
brigade then commanded by General Long-
street, but which was subsequently placed un-
der General A. P. Hill, with whom Kemper
with his regiment was in the hottest of the fight
at Williamsburg, May 5th, 1862, engaging the
enemy for r:ine successive hours, and capturing
several piecas of artillery and 400 prisoners.
Immediately after this battle he was promo-
ted to the command of the old brigade which
had been successively commanded by Long-
street, Ewell and A. P. Hill, and with it he
participated in the first day’s fight at Seven
Pines, May 31, 1862, and in the seven days’
fighting around Richmond in the same year.—
At the second battle of Manassas, Brig. Gen.
Kemper temporarily commanoded a division
composed of several of the brigades afterwards
constituting Pickett’s division. In that battle
he was opposed to the extreme left of the ece-
my ; but acting on his own judgment and taking
the responsibility, he changed front so as to
strike the enemy’s flank, and soon afier it was
done received a messege from Gen. R. E. Lee
commanding precisely the movement he had
already successfully accomplished with tremen-
dous loss to the Federals. He and his brigade
did honorable service at South Mountain and
Sharpsburg, and soon after the return of the
Army of Northern Virginia from the first Ma-
ryland campaign his brigade was incorporated
in Pickett's division. :

At the battle of Fredericksburg, in December,
1862, Gen. Kemper with bis brigade was tem-
porarily detached from the division and joined
the troops at Marye’s Heights, on the after-
noon of that day, under a hot fire. Heand the
brigade were again detached early in 1863, and
sent to North Carolica, where he commanded
the forces at Kingston, opposed to the Feder
als under Gen. Foster, who then held Newbern.
Heé rejoined Pickett’s division in front of Suf-
folk, Va., participatiog in_ the operations at
that point, and marched with the division into
Pennsylvania, his troops taking their full share
in the terrible fight of Gettysburg. There Gen.
Kemper was desperately wounded, it was long
thought mortally, while gallantly leading his
men to the charge. He was carried off the field,
without hope of recovery, and was afterwards
taken prisoner. He was heid a prisoner in the
Federal hospitals for tiiree months, when, upon
the written certificates of several Federal sur-
geons that he must soon die, he was eéxchanged
for Brig. Gen. Graham, U. 8. A., slightly
wounded and captured at Gettysburg.

After his exchage and return to Virginia,
General Kemper was for a long time too disa-
bled to perform duty in the field. He attempt-
ed, nevertheless, to return to his brigade, but
the effort demonstrated his total inability to do
so. Unpable to perform field service, he was as-
signed to the command of the local forces in
and around Richmoud, the reserve forces of
('Virginia, and the Bureau of Conscription, and
while in this position he sent 19.000 men into
the Confederate army from Virginia. InJune,
1864, he received his commission as a Major-
General in the Confederate army.

Upon his enforced retirement from the field,
General Kemper addressed the following he-
roic letter to his late command, in which he
who writes and those addressed are done equal

hounor: 4
RicemonD, May 2, 1864,
To the Officers and Men of Kemper's Brigade :

For months it has been my expectation and
fixed purpose to resume my old command at
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the opening of this campaign. But at the last
moment my plans have been thwarted by an
over-ruling necessity. I am now warned by
eminent medical advisers that my condition is
such as positively incapacitates me for the po-
sition of a field commander, and for doing jus-
tice to yourselves in thatrelation; that further
service in the saddle must result in the ruin of
my constitution, if not the destruction of my
life, without enuring to the benefit of the coun-

. Under these circumstances, I have been as-
signed to the command of the reserve forces 0
the State of Virginia. I have not sought the
position ; but struck down by the easualties of
war, and unable longer to lead your veteran
battalions, I believe it an imperative duty to
yield obedience to the order.

It is the most painful duty of my life to sever
the relations which for three years have har-
moniously united us; which have carried us to-
gether through memorable and fiery trials, and
have bound you to my heart with ties stronger
than **hooks of steel.” No portion of our ar-
mies will present to the world more splendid
auna's of valor than the First, Third, Seventh,
Eleventh and Twenty-fourth regiments of Vir-
ginia infantry. Let us ever remember also as
honored comrades, though now separated from
us, the noble Seventeenth Virginia, identified
with us by two _years of common toils and
achievements. It were enough of honor to
have shared the fortunes of any of these regi-
ments. Any soldier might well be proud to
possess the command of them all. Stouter he-
roes have not trod the field of battle. In your
torn flags, your scarred persons, your rolls of
gallant dead, you bear memorials of a long suc-
cession of glorious conflicts. From the smoke
and fire of not one of them have you emerged
without honor. ’
I will not tell you to preserve unsullied in the
fature the reputation. above all price, which the
past has secured. The veteran brigade which
Longstreet, Ewell, and A. P. Hill were prond
successively to command at the beginning of the
war, as dauntless as the Imperial Guard, knows
how to die but not to surrender.

. Fellow-soldiers : I bid each of you an affec-
tionate adieu. I cease to be your commander.
but firmly and forever remain your friend. I
shall, as heretofore, watch your career with the
profoundest solicitude for your welfare, May
the God of battles steel your nerves and shelter
your forms amid the perils of the field! May
peaceful homes, a stable Government, an ad-
miring country, be at once the monuments and
and the rewards of your valor!

JaMes L. KeMPpER.

Since the war General Kemper has been
peacefully pursuing his profession, in which his
ability, both as a lawyer and as a speaker, have
won him a high and remunerative position at
the bar.
During the war General Lee esteemed Kem-
per as one of his most efficient commanders,
and when Kemper, at Gettysburg, wounded,
was borne to the rear near Gen. Lee, the latter
on learning who the wounded General was,
made a remark similar to that which he uttered
on a previous occasion when he learned of the
wounding of *‘Stonewall’’ Jackson.
Col. Walter Harrison, A A. and Inspector-
General of Pickett’s division, in his hook en-
titled *‘Pickett’s Men,”’ says: *'Gen. Kemper
was an excellent officer in the field. With all
the courage and pure chivalry of a volunteer
patriot, fighting for his country’s honor and
indcpendence, he combined the solid qualities
and sound judgment of a practical statesmano.
In battle or in council he was an officer of su-
perior capacity, and his distinguished career,
along with tbat of many of his associates in
arms, is a demonstration of what excellence
may be attained by the highest type of a citi-
zen soldier.”’
His own Adjutant-General, now editor of the
Vicksburg (Miss, ) Herald, in a recent editorial,
says:
“‘General Kemper is not 2 mere Ajax whose
only claim to the respect of his State is brute
force, but a man whose history has given assu-
rance of his ability to be a patriot in counsel as
well as in the field—no man of straw, no buck-
ram warrior, no soldier in time of peace, no cit-
izen in time of war whose acts belie his words,
but a statesman, a scholar, a warrior, who in
Virginia's defense bared his bosom to the red
band of war.”’
The editor of the Meridian (Miss.) Gazette,
in a late article, also says:
“(zeneral Kemper is well known to the Mis-
sissippians who followed the fortunes of the now
folded banner from the first Bull Run battle to
the Gettysburg slaughter-pen, where Kemper
fell into the haods of the eremy, badiy, and
supposed then to be mortally wounded. In
him are admirably blended the soldier, states-
man and erudite scholar. In antebellum times
he was often sent to the Legislature, and we
believe served a couple of terms as Speaker of
the Lower House, where he not only took a
high rank in the distinguished body of which
it was then an honor to be a member, but ex-
hibited talents and powers of eloquent and
learned debate that the Virginians have never
forgotten. We would be glad to see the faith-
ful and intrepid Kemper in the gubervatorial
chair, which has been occupied by strangers for
years.
“In these corrupt times of rings and roguery,
the people of every State need just such a man
at the head of affairs—a firm defender of the
rights of the people—an eloquent pleader with-
out hope of reward or fear of punishment, send-
ing forth the voice of calm’ wisdom, wise coun-
sel and prophetic warning ; never forgetting the
old oracles of freedom that once echoed in ring-
ing tones from all Virginia's historic mountains.
Let the winding James carry the news of Kem-
per’s nomination to the East: sead it along the
ruffied slopes of the famous Blue Ridge ; pro-
claim it from the Peaks of Otter, the Natural
Bridge arch, where the loftier name of Wash-
ington stands carved with his own hand, and
from the cragged gorges of the Alleghenies,
and whean the struggle is over Virginia can
gather up the skeleton of her old glories, bid
her sons and daughters look up again—that the
breezes of heaven are once more free, and the
suge,r,iority which God decrced 2gain vindica-
ted.

CoroNEL RoBERT E. WITHERS.

Colorel Robert E. Withers, who has received
the nomination on the Conservative ticket for
Lieutenant-Governor, was born in Campbell
county, Va., in 1821. He graduated at the
University of Virginia, and became a praeti-
tioner of medicine, to which he devoted him-
sslf exclasively for nineteen years. He resided
first in Campbell and then in Danville, going to
the latter place in 1858, aad there remaining
until the late civil war.

Colonel Withers entered the war at its be-
ginning, and in April, 1861, came to this city
io command of a battalion. Here he was assign-
ed by Governor Letcher to the command of the
Bighteenth Virginia vegiment, He participat-
ed in the battles of First Manassas, Seven
Pines, aod Gaines’'s Mill. In the last-pamed
he fell dreadfally wounded while leading his
regiment in the fioal charge, in which the ene-
my was routed. He received wounds threugh
the right lung, the pelvis, and arm, together
with a wound in the sclap. So feartful, indeed,
was he wounded that his recovery was consider-
ed almost hopeless. He, however, so far re-
covered as to feel that he could retura to the
field. Several times he attempted to resume
his command in the active service, but was so
much disabled that each trial was found to be
in vain. Colonel Withers, indeed, has not yet
been entirely restored irom the effects of his
fearful wounds.

He was before the close of the war assigned
to the prison post at Danville, and held it until
he surrendered to General Wright on the 224
of April, 1865. !

The war ended, he was too much of a cripple
for the country practice of medicine, and seek-
ing some pursuit better adapted to his physical
condition, he became editor, first of the Lynch-
burg News, and afterwards of the Richmond
Enquirer. The Colonel showed readiness and
facility as a writer, and wrote with vigor and
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force, and we can say that for his honorable,
fair, and manly conduct as an editor he was an
ornament of the profession.

In the epring of 1868 he was nominated * for
the cffice of Governor, and canvassed the State
against the Radical party and the then pending
Underwood Constitution. He so aroused pub-
lic opinion against the Constitution that the
military authority (General Canby,) fearing its
rejectioh, postponed the vote upon 1t.

‘Before the campaign was over, the ‘‘Liberal
movement,’’ as it was then called, was set on
It contemplated a union of Liberal Ke-
publicans and Democrats, and Colonel Withers
being rather ultra, it was thought, for that
time,—the State being still out of the Union—
he yielded to the wishes of many friends and
withdrew. Gov. Walker was then nominated
upon the fusion ticket, and the grand triumph of
that ticket followed. For Colonel Withers’s
magnanimity at that time it has been generally
thought that he should have been honored with
some prominent position, and his friends
thought the present a good opportunity to dis-
charge this public obligation to this deserving
gentleman. General Kemper was nomioated
over him by the Conservative Coavention, and
all parties combined to bestow upon him the
second place, which he accepted under a sense
of duty, in spite of his pride and self-respect.

In every relation in life Colonel Withers has
proved his loyalty, valor, truth, and virtue;
and as Lieutenant-Governor will honor the of-
fice he will be placed in.

RarEige T. DANIEL.

Rawleigh (old style) Travers Daniel, the
nominee of the Virginia State Convention for
the position of Attorney-General, was born
Qctober 15, 1805, at Falmouth, Va., and was
the son of John Movncure Daniel. His great
grand:ather, Peter Daniel, came from York-
shire, England, and settled in Orange county
at a very early date, and married Sarah Trav-
ers, of Travers Neck (afterwards Stafford coun-
ty.) who came to this country from Eogland in
1584. His grandmother, Sarah Travers, was
the daughter of Rawleigh Travers and Hannah
Ball, half-sister of Mary Ball, the mother of
George Washington. The mother of the pre-
sent nominee was Margaret Stone, daughter of
Themas Stone, of Habudeventure, Charlesco.,
Md., a signer of the Declaration of American
Independence, July 4, 1776.

Mzr. Daniel lost both of his parents in early
youth, and soon after removed to Richmond,

where, under the guardianship of the late Judge
Peter V. Daniel, his uncle, he resided, and was
reared in his family, Afier being educated, he
studied law, with the Judge, and went to the
bar when a very young man. He rose rapidly
in his profession, and was chosen attoraey for

Henrico county under the old couaty-court sys-

tem, and continued ia the office unul the court

was abolished.

He was Clay elector in 1844, and was elected

a member of the House o!f Delegates from the

city of Richmoud in 1841-'42, when it only had

one representative in the lower House of the

jeneral Assembly.

For some time before and after this pesind,
Mr. Daniel had taken an active part in polities
as a Whig, and stood amongst the most gifted
and charming orators of the times. There were,
indeed, great orators then; aud then it was
that the chaste and finished language and ani-
mated style of **Travis Dagiel,”” as the people
called him, enchained the attention of crowded
audiences. Politics ran high, and people were
all politicians. Few equalled Mr. Danie! in his
power of rhetoric. He wasardent, industrious,
and efficient.

Mr. Daniel held a place in the Legislature
till '44-'45, whean he was chosen a member of
the Executive Council to succeed the late John
Ratherford. He was subsequeantly elected City
Attorney of this city to succeed the late Joseph
Mayo, who was chosen Mayor of the city. Mr.
Daniel held this office till removed by tbe mili-
tary authority.

He contitued all the while anefficieat Whig,
and did importaut service as a member of the
Whig Exgecutive Committee. He was aa elec-
tor on the Bell and Everett ticket. Was elect-
ed chairman of the Conservative State Ezecu-
tive Committes upon its organization, anc bhas
held the positicn until now. He was elected a
delegate to the Legislature from tbis city in
1871.

Mr. Daniel continuned to devote himself suc-
cessfully to his profession although giving so
much time to public affairs. Siace the war no
man has rendered such constant and efficient
service to his party and to the cause of the State,
and no one better deserves its honors and its
benefits.

Mr. Daniel's has been a bright career, and
we are sure his fame is such as to command for
him the earnest support of his fellow-citizens,
to whose good he has so long devoted his rare
talents.

It is
very gratifying to me that, while all sorts of
represectative men and their friends have com-
municated with me, not one of them has re-
ceived, not one of them has sought, and all of
them have disclaimed seeking, any pledges
whatever at my hands.” * * *
T have honestly asked my friends to drop
me whenever they learn that any other man is
more available than I. Certainly I shall feel
no elation if chosen, and no pangs of mortified
ambition if not chosen. In no event will I be
the property of any friend or set of friends;
and in no event will I harbor one atom of re-
sentment against any equare opposer of mine.
As to Withers, I am’sincerely proud of the very
cordial relations that have always existed be-
tween us, and I shal remain, as I have ever
been, his warm personal friend.”

Bat I've got
her now, and am having things my own way.

This morning [ came home quite early. It
was2 A. M. I'd been to the club and got
caught out in the rain. For half an hour I
couldn’t find the key-hole, which must have
got mislaid. = I felt for it everywhere, and even
got down into the yard and examined every
brick, but couldn’t find it. I was in the act of
calling one of my neighbors, and asking him
who had carried off my front door, when I hap-
pened to find it and got into the house.

In the dark I kicked over a spittoon, but
luckily didn’t get any of the tobacco juice on
my boots. I hung my overcoat and umbrella
on a prong of the chandelier, let them drip on
the parlor carpet, went up stairs and turned in
with my boots on. I thought it wasn’t worth
while to pull them off, as I would have to get
up in eight or ten hoursanyhow. Ifmy wife
bad been at home she’'d have had me looking
an hour for the boot-jack, and I would have lost
that amount of rest which my system so much
needed. Besides she’d have made me give a
full account of myself, which I don’t like to do.
I never did believein praising myself. It’s bet-
ter to let others speak of one’s virtues. I can
now wear a shirt a week and it’s nobody’s busi-
pess.

The idea of having to put on a
clean shirt, black my boots, and brush up my
clothes every morning, is simply ridiculouns.—
It is a miracle to me how I ever did it and at-
tend to my other affairs. I now read the morn-

she is going down town and wants that paper.
Any one, to look at the house now, would know
there’s no woman about, everything is so quiet
and comfortable and handy. IfI want to doa
little figuring I don’t have to hunt up a peneil,
or pen and ink, but I just sit down to one of
the tables and do it with my finger, and there's
nobody to be eternally wielding a dusting brush
around my bed and telling me to get up out of
the way until the house is cleaned up. Thess
are counsiderations that every marrried man
should ponder over. But when we do ponder
and resolve, what good does it do? That’s the
question that is now agitating the American
people. What good doesitdo? Not a bit. If
these women can’t have everything just their
own way, they swoon off into hysteries. As a
consequence, we have to pay a filty dollar doe-
tor’s bill, and stay in the house all day, fanning
them, and promising in the end that ‘‘we may
be happy yet,” before they show any disposi-
tion to compromise.

Plan of Organization.

The following is the plan of organization of
the Conservative party of Virginia as adopted
at the late Conservative State Convention in
Richmend :
“‘1. There shall be a State Committee com-
posed of three meambers for each Congressional
District. Such members shall be appointed by
the President of the Convention on the nomi-
nation of their respective Congressional dele-
gations: provided that such nominations shall
be made by at least a majority of such district
concurring, Otherwise, and in default of such
pominations, the President shall make the ap-
pointment for such districts.
Vacancies in any such delegation, after the
same shall have been formed, shall be filled by
the committee upon the nomination of the re-
maining members from such distriet.
The State Committee thus constituted are
charged with the affairs of the party, and shall
have power to perfect its organization and to di-
rect its conduet in obedience to the declarations
and poliey of the party as the same shall be set
forth by this Convention. It may cecide all ques-
tions at issue which may rise in election dis-
tricts calculated to affect the harmony and the
interest of the party.
The State Committes shall meet at such times
and places as they may themselves determine,
but especially at such time and place as the
Executive Committee may designate.
2. There shall be an Egecative Committee
resident at Richmond, composed of three per-
sons to be appointed by the President of the
Convention: and a secretary to be appointed
by such committee.
This, the Ezecutive Committee, shall have
no power to originate any measure. It shall
be their express and single duty to execute and
carry out the plans of the State Committee as
the same shall from time to time be laid down
by that committee, under whose authority it
shall act and to whose revision all the acts of
this Executive Committee shall be subject.

City and County Organization.
3. Each city and county, by popular meeting
after due notice, or through tke medium of the
existing organization, may appoint a city or
county committee, to consist of two members
from each township or ward in each city or
county, regulating and directing the same, ei-
ther by wards or townships, or otherwise, as
such committee may prescribe. i
Such a committee shall elect a chairman
whose daty it shall be to appoint all meetings
and regulate all affairs as to the party which may
embrace the city or couaty. In the election of
delegates to aoy election district convention, 16
shall be the duty of such committee of the city
or county to prescribe by public notice whether
such appointments shall be made by wards,
townships, city or county meeting, and the num-
ber of delegates to which said ward, township,
city or county shall be entitled.

Resolved, That all nominations made by coun-
ties, senatorial or election districts, and all that
may be hereafter made by delegates appointed
under the plan of organization beretofore adop-
adopted, are hereby declared regular and valid.
