THE LATEST NEWS.

Mr. Lewis S. Montaguoe, an aged and esteemed
citizen of Richmond, died on Friday evening
last after a brief illness.

A portion of the new round-house of the Mich-
igan Central railroad, fell Saturday morning,
killing three persons.

A despatch from Detroit, Michigan, of Satur-
day last, states that Edward Moore, charged
with poisoning his mother-in-law, has committed
suicide.

A dispatch from San Francisco dated on Satur-
day last says that nine persons were suffocated
by the caving in of the tunnel at the Lincoln
mine, Luther creek.

Charles A. Lamont, a prominent member of
the board of brokers in New York city, fell from
the third story of his residence, on Fifth avenue,
last Friday night, and was killed.

‘Whitcombe, formerly agent of the St. Louis
Life Insurance company for Indiana, has been
arrested on the charge of defalcation to the a-
mount of $20,000.

Late Saturday evening last, at’Norfoik, Benj-
amin Hines, colored man, deliberately walked
before an advancing locomotive onthe Seaboard
and Roanoke railroad, and was instantly killed.
It was a most deliberate suicide.

An affray occurred i San Francisco, Califor-
nia, on Friday night last, in which Wm. Dwyer,
the prize-fighter, was stabbed and killed, and F.
Ringati and Jack White, Gamblers, exchanged
the contents of their six-shooters. .Each were hit
three times, and are dead.

A Kingston (N. Y.) dispatch, says a straggler
has been identified by a lady residing near Acra,
Greene county, as Bender, the Kansas murderer,
He stopped at her house for something to eat, and
when asked if he was Bender, hastily left for the
mountains. The mountains are now being search-
ed.

On Saturday evening last, Col. Robt. E. With-
ers delivered a fine speech toa largeand delight-
ed audience in the Court-house at Winchester.
He was introduced by Col. F. W. M. Holliday,
one of the Valley District canvassers. Colonel
‘Withers will speak in Harrisonburg on Monday
next, the 15th inst.

On Saturday last, a grand barbecue and picnic
was held at Williams’s Grove near Lynchburg.
Addresses were delivered by Hon. Robert A.
Coghill, W. W. Berry, C. T. Smith and Hon.
Thos. Whitehead. The audience was large and
enthusiastic. It concluded with dancing and a
performance by Prof. De Orville, therope-walk-
er.

The Democratic State Convention of Texas
nominated Judge Richard Coke, a native of Vir-
ginia, for Governor, and Hon. R. B. Hubbard—
the only candidate against Coke on the last ballot
—for Lieut-Governor. In both cases, the nomi-
nations were made unanimous. The action of
the Texas Conventicn was similar to that of the
Virginia Convention.

The coroner’s jury at Muir, on the Detroit and
Michigan railroad disaster find Wm. Brown,
brakesmau, of the express train, criminally
guilty in disobeying the orders of the conductor
to go back further to warnthe freight train. The
jury also find the conductor, engineer and brakes-
man of the freight train guilty of criminal neg-
ligence. They are all in custody except Brown,
who is in Canada.

On Saturday morning last, Edward B. French,
of Richmond, a brakesman on the Chesapeake
and Ohio Raiiroad, whilst descending from a
box to a ccal car, slipt and fell upon the ground
between Anderson’s station and Hanover junc-

-tion, and, being run over by the train, was in-
stantly killed. His body was cut nearly in two
across the abdomen; the left arm wasbroken and
there were various bruises about the sku!l and
face. He was about 19 years of age, and was a
sober and steady young man, and was known
and loved in a large circle. His funeral was at-
tended by his relatives and friends and by Stone-
wall Council, No. 74, Friends of Temperance, of
which hie was a worthy member.

On Saturday last. Gen. Kemper delivered an
able and eloquent speech oftwo hours’ length at
Floyd Court-houseto one of thelargest and most
enthusiastic meetingse’er held in that county. Col
‘W. S. Gilman, who is accompanying himin his
canvass, also delivered a fine speech of an hour’s
length. Though it was not Courtday, there were
a thousand persons present. The people in that
section are aroused, and it is said that Floyd
will give six hundred majority for Kemper,
though it gave only two hundrad for Walker,
and at the Presidential election cast its vote for
Grant. Gen. Kemper has excited much enthusi-
asm wherever he has spoken. He is an able and
eloquent speaker and arouses the people wher-
ever he appears. He ismaking a noble and bril-
liant canvass, and deserves the active support of
every Conservative in the State.

Gen. Kemper and his Coffin.

Qur readers are aware of the fact that Gen.
Kemper, whilst leading his brigade at the
memorable charge of Pickett’s Division on the
bloody heights of Gettysburg, was shot from
his horse, and received a wound of such a terri-
ble character that no one thought he could sur-
vive.

In speaking of him, to a female cousin of
his several years since, she spoke of his wound
received on that occasion, and said that the
first thing that he saw, whea he became con-
scious, was his coffia.

The following letter written to the Richmoud
Whig from Asheville, N. C., under date of
August 28th, and published in that journal on
the 2nd inst., furnishes the history of that
“‘rude pioe coffia’’ by the soldier who made it:—

“Having followed your standard-bearer, in
storm and sunshine during the ‘‘late unpleas-
antness,’’ it is but natural that I should feel a
deep interest in his election. Although I can-
pot participate in the canvass,I can quietly look
on from the splendid mountain peaks that sur-
round me and feel every whit as much a Vir-
ginian as if I were now in my native home.—
I feel like making about three speeches, and in
each I would say all the way through **Hurrah
for Kemper!”

But let me tell you why I love the man.—
From Richmond to Gettysburg we poor worn-
out soldiers tramped. Hopeless sometimes,
sore footed, hungry, sad, we plodded aleng.—
Were we sick Gen. Kemper would deprive him-
selt' to relieve us; were we naked, he would
bave us clothed, There was not a man in his
brigade that did not love him.

On the eve of the bloody battle of Gettys-
burg, the writer of this letter reccived orders
from Gen. Kemper to remaia with the wagon
train, It is pot my purpose to describe the
events of that memorable day. Saffide to read
of one. The battle was over. Slowly came ia
the few remaining members of Kemper’s bri-
gade. The old Tweanty-fourth Virginia was
literally wiped out—there was not an c¢fflcer for
duty. Seecing a comrade struggliog through the
brush, I asked where is Gen. Terry ? **W ouad-
ed!” Where is Gen. Kemper? *“*Wounded,
mortally,”’ he answered. Very scon the sur-
geon, Dr. Harrison, came is. 1 asked, *'Is
Gen. Kemper dead?”’ *Not dead yet, but
dying.” lu the goedness of cur heart we con-
structed a rude coffin to bury him. I teck a
wagon and carried the coffin to the house in
which he lay.  Just then the enemy came in
view. We lefs, alter droppiog a tear acd a
sigh for cur beloved General, vever thinking to
hear from him agaie. Mounths passed —the rest
you kunow. May God spare his life to do what-
ever he has assigued t0 him as kis daty.

The rude pine cofila we made did not receive
the remaius of our beloved General—and pow
away amid the mountains of Western Norih
Carcliva, I am writing 20d sending my love to
every man of Kemper's brigade, and demand-
iog that they rally.”
