
Conservative Clubs in Staunton.?The
Conservatives of Staunton are beginning to pre-
pare to do good work in this canvass.

Being then loudly called for,
Gen. Roller responded, and delivered a brief, but
good, speech, in wbich he said that Rockingham
would in this contest do her whole duty.

AllegedPoisoning Case.?ln our last issue
we gave the history of this case so far as it had
been developed up to that time. In pursuance
of its adjournment on Wednesday, the 3rd inst.,
the jury of inquest was again held on Tues-
day last, the 9th inst., at Mr. D. B. Hyde's
House of Entertainment at Mt. Sidney, when
the testimony of the following witnesses was
taken in the order mentioned:

Dr. Wm. M. Crawford, of Mt. Sidney, who
attended the deceased, Chas. W. Allen, during
the sickness which resulted in his death, which,
it is alleged, was caused by poison administered
by his wife, Sarah M. Allen. His testimony
was confined chiefly to the detailed history of
his treatment of the case?giving symptoms ex-
hibited, and the presetiptions he administered;
Dr. Newton Wayt, (Druggist,) of Staunton, at
whose store Mrs. Allen puichased ten cents'
worth ofarsenic on the 23rd ofJuly, which she
claims to have lost before she left Staunton;
Drs. A. M. Fauntleroy and William S. McChes-
ney, of Staunton, who made the post-moi tern
examination, and who, assisted by Dr. William
Hamilton, of the Western Lunatic Asylum, ap-
plied the chemical tests in the examination of
the stomach of the deceased, the result of which
was sufficient, they testified, to ground suspi-
cion of the probability of the presence of arsenic;
Dr. Wm. Bell, who was a neighboring physi-
cian and identified the exhumed body as that of
Chas. W. Allen; Captain John C. Webb and
J. W. Moorman, who were called in on Tues-
day evening when Allen was first seriously at-
tacked ; John H. Parkins, upon whose place
deceased lived, and who is positive in his belief
as to the innocence of the accused, and who was
frequently with the deceased, both day and
night, during his illness, and was present when
he died ; Miss Eliza Allen, a sister ot the de-
ceased and a member of the family, whose testi-
mony is strongly in favor of the innocence of the
accused; Courtney Roller, deputy sheriff, who
says Dr. Crawford made statements to him as to
the cause of the death of Allen, attributing it to
gangrene, arising from the old and still running
wound in his ankle.

The verdict of the Coroner's jury was that
Charles W. Allen, on the 23rd day of August,
1873, died from the effects of pois»n, which was
given to him, the said Chas. W. Allen, by Sa-
rah M. Allen with intent the said Charls W. Al-
len to kill and murder.

On Tnursday last, Hon. A. H. H. Stuart, coun-
sel for the accused, waived an examining trial
before a magistrate, and made application to
Judge J. W. Green Smith, Judge of the Hust-
ings Court of Staunton, for bail. The prisoner
was brought into court looking very weak. The
counsel for the accused, had Dr. William S.
McChesney called to the witness stand to testify
as to the condition of her health and what would
be the probable effect of close and protracted
confinement upon ber. Dr. McChesney testi-
fied that he had been attending her profession-
ally since she had been imprisoned; that she
had had, during that time, two slight hemor-
rhages; that her family physician, Dr. Wm. M.
Crrwford, had told him she was a delicate wo-
man, and that it was his (Dr. McChesney's)
opinion that such imprisonment would endan-
ger her life.

The Commonwealth's Attorney said that it
was important that the amount of bail should
be sufficient to assure the presence of the pris-
oner at the trial, and suggested $5,000 as the
amount. The counsel for the prisoner deemed
this excessive, as the family and friends of the
accused were poor. The testimony of Chas. S.
Roler, Esq., was taken as to the amount of prop-
erty owned by Mrs. Allen and her father, who
stated that Mrs. Allen owned no real estate and
that her personal property was not worth more
than $400, and that he did not know definitely
the pecuniary circumstances of her father, but
believed them to be limited?had heard that he
had taken tho benefit of the bankrupt act, but
did not know whether it was true or not.

Judge Smith, with the view of examining the
testimony given before the coroner's jury, ad-
journed the further hearing of the application
for bail till the next day. On the next day, af-
ter further examination of the case, Judge
Smith fixed the amount of bail at the sum of
$2,000, which was given accordingly, and Mrs.
Allen was released from prison. Her trial Will
take place during the next session of the circuit
court for this county, which commences on the
Ist day of October. *

STAUNTON SPECTATOR AND GENERAL ADVERTISER.
A County Fair in Fact.?lt will be seen

from the following act of the Legislature chat the
General A ssembly of Virginia intends to throw
open the doors wide to mako a County Fair a
Fair indeed.

Heretofore no one could take an article to a
County Fair, except as an advertisement, unless
under license taken for the occasion ; but in fu-
ture when any farmer or farmer's wife, or son,

or daughter, takes a fancy to any piece of goods
or to any commodity, its a word and a blow, an
offer and a sale. We mistake greatly, if all our
merchants here, and in all parts of the State, do
not discover and act upon this new truth. We
learn that the authorities of our Fair, reserving
to themselves the control of the Liquor busi-
ness, and to the good ladies the dominion over
the feeding department, intend to throw open
our County Fair to the public as a Fair indeed.

The following is the act:
[Chap 43, page 48.]

Ac act to encourage Agricultural and Indus-
trial Fairs. (Approved Jan. 2nd, 1873.)

1. Be it enacted by the General Assembly,
That any person licensed, or otherwise author-
ized by law to sell any article or commodity at
any place in this State, may, under the same li-
cense and by the same authority, sell such article
or commodity at any fair, or otber exhibition of
agricultural or industrial products held in Vir-
ginia, by any company or society now organized
to hold and conduct such fairsor exhibitions, and
such societies or organizations as shall hereafter
be chartered and organized according to law.

2. That the sales hereby authorized shall on-
ly be made with the consent of such company
or society, and at such place, under their con-
trol, as they shall indicate, and may continue
during such fairor exhibition, not exceeding one
week in any year.

3. The sales thus made shall be accounted for
and returned for purposes of taxation, in all re-
spects as other sales under the same license or

i other business of the same person.
4. This act shall be in force from its passage.
