The death of do man in this State, since the

death of General R. E. Lee, has produced such
general and deep sorrow and such a profound
sense of loss as that of the great and good Jno.
B. Baldwin.

The Press, thoughout the State, has publish-
ed just and handsome tributes to his memory.
We have room only for a few of them which
we publish below.

The telegraph brings us to-day the sad intel-

ligence of the deathof this great man?for great
he was in the highest and best sense of the
term ?and pure as great.

Mr. Baldwin's death will give a shock to ev-ery true-hearted Virginian?for though our
worst fears had been aroused by the rapidityand severity of his recent attacks of illness, wecould but indulge the hope that one who was
yet in the prime of life, of robust habit, and ofexceptional temperateness in all things, might
yet rally and fulfill the high mission which seem-ed assigned to him. But he is gone, and wehave only tho mournful privilege of paying a
tributein which strict truth will be the highest
praise.

Mr. Baldwin has borne himself so nobly in
every position that it would be difficult to in-dicate his peculiar excellence?as a lawyer he
has stood in the front rank where Michie and
Stuart were his living competitors, and in a re-
gion where Chapman Johnson had left the
measure and model of excellence in the profes-
sion. As a legislator he was abreast of the first
men of the State, and when elected to the
Speakership of the House ofDelegates.he presi-
ded with a promptness, grace and dignity,
which elicited the admiration of those who
judgedhim by the standard which John Wins-
ton Jones and AndrewStevenson had establish-
ed and illustrated.

Mr. Baldwin had what the Germans so felic-
itously style a "many-sided" mind. Masculine
in its essence, broad iv its grasp, deep in its
analysis and research, it was no less remarkable
tor the richness of its genial humor, and the
keenness of its trenchant wit.

Before the people, Mr. Baldwin was an es-
pecial favorite. In the glow and excitement of
a general contest he seemed to develop his
brightest and fullest powers. The nervous ar-
gument, the clinching statement, the inexorable
logic, were illuminated aud "carried home" by
an aptnessof illustration and fecundity of point-
ed anecdote which we have rarely seen equall-
ed, and never surpassed

For many years past, Mr. Baldwin had with-
drawn himself from political life, and had con-
centrated hi-> great powers upon his profession.
As the chief legal adviser of the Chesapeake &
Ohio Railroad, he displayed a foresight and
wisdom which was of inestimable advautage to
that Company in the intricate questions which
so frequently presented themselves?and we
can but remembsr the joy with which he hailed
and announced the completion of that great
work with which his name and fame are now
inseparably linked.

In the grave questions which yet remain for
Virgioia, it is sad to think that she cannot have

For the last ten jears he has frequently practic-
ed at this Bar Thus he became koowti to us,
in all bis high qualities of intellect and ac-
complishment, winning not merely admiration
of his abilities, but of tbe high and generous
and genial qualities of his heart?his stainless
honor, his unblemished iutegrity. The death
of such a man, in inspiring leeliGgs ofthe deep-
est grief, likewise imposes ou his legal friends
and brethreo the du! y of adding their offerings
to tbe cypress and the laurel which shall fitly
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wreath his tomb and consecrate his memory,
Therefore,

Resolved, That in the death of the Hon.John B. Baldwin, the Bench has lost a counsel-
lor unsurpassed in learningand ability?the Bar
a member standing foremost among th? fore-
most jurists, orators aod advocates of Virginia.
His learning was profound and various, his in-
tellect and perception clear, rapid, comprehen-
sive. He was able and powerful in argument,
and his efforts advanced by eloquence of a high
order, brightened by a wit always flashing but
never wounding?for his genial courtesy was
ever unwilling to give pain.

Resolved, That in the death of Col. Baldwin
the State suffers a loss scarcely to be requited.
He was pre-eminently Virginian in his charac-
ter, aspirations, feeling and tone?ready at the
call of his mother State to devote to her his
time, toil, service, and if it might avail her, his
life itself. In periods of public danger r>r emer-
gency the confidence of his people called him
into the public service?never in vain. In all
trusts, in every situation, he was distinguished
for great abilities, for the purest integrity, for
w'se foresight and for most valuable aud effec-
tive public service. He.performed tho duties
and cherished the affections belonging '.o every
relation in life?lived loved and honored, dies
universally lamented?most deeply by those to
whom he was nearest in blood and affection.Resolved, That the Circuit Court of Wash-
ing on, to whose Bar the honored dead belong-
ed, be requested to enter these proceedings on
its records.

Resolved, That a copy of these resolutions
be transmitted to the famiiy of the deceased,
and that they bs. published in the Abingdon
Virginian and tbe Staunton papers.

The above resolutions were reported by Hon.
John W. Johnston, who prefaced them by aD
impressive tribute to the memory of tbe deceas-
ed, and were seconded by Judge John A. Camp-
bell, in an eloquent and feeling address. Bev-
erly EL Johnston, Efq., also paid a high tribute
to the memory of the deceased.
