We fear that they will
not live, as we believe that species of fish live by
devouring other fish, and there are none in the
Lakelet upon which to subsist. We think it would
be well to put the common yellow suckers in
there, and they can be caught readily in Mid-
dle and South Rivers and Christian’s Creek.—
Also other varieties of fish found in our streams,
as the Mullet, Perch, Trout, &ec.

RosTt. B. DuNLAAP.—We noticed the arrest
here some time since of Robert B. Dunlap,
charged with the murder in Ohio of Jas. Car-
penter on the 17th of September, 1872. It seems
that the only witness against him is the wife he
married in that State, and as it appears that he
was never divorced from the wife he married
previously in this county, his present wife is a
competent witness. His trial will take place in
Columbus, Obio, on the 8th of December. He
was married to Elizabeth J. Cason of this coun-
ty in 1852 and left the county in 1856, and never
returaed till he was arrested as previously pub-
lished.

And then he sits down and
yearns for the time when he will be married to
some good woman, and won't have any buttons
at all on his shirts,”

RELIGIOUS INTELLIGENGE,

The pulpit of the Presbyterian church was
filled on last Sunday morning and evening by
Rev. T. D. Witherspoon, D. D. His sermons
on both occasisns were able, earnest and elo-
quent, appealing forcibly both to the heart and
to the intellect.

In the morning he spoke from the words :-—

“‘Greater love hath no man than this, that a
man lay down his life for his friends.””—St. John,
xv, 13

He first epoke of the various ways in which
love can be expressed—by words, looks and ac-
tions; but there was no stronger or more convin=-
cing proof of friendship or love than that 4 man
would lay down his life as a sacrifice for his
friend. He then narrated some instances with
which all are familiar, where this noble sacrifice
and testimonial of love has been made. The
first in importance, as well as the greatest sacri-
flce which love has ever prompted, was that of
the Lord Jesus Christ, when he gave himself up
as & living sacrifice for sinners; when leaving
his glorious diadem to shine among the stars,
and casting his divine mantle upon the sky, he
took upon himself a mortal body and poured
forth his blood upon Calvary that sinful man
might be redeemed. Then from secular history,
he related the well-known story of Damon and
Pythias, and the sacrifices that the old guard
made to protect the life of their well-loved com-
mander on the fatal retreat from Moscow—the
instance of the Russian peasant who changed
clothes with his lord that he might die in his
stead—and the touching story of the Scotish
maiden who refused to reveal the hiding place
of her pastor to the brutal minions of Claver-
house, ard who to all their threats and cruel
treatment only replied: *'1 wiil na tell ye wha
the maun of God be.” He then drewfa contrast
between these noble deeds of heroic sacrifice,
which stand forth like jewels on the page of the
world’s history, and showed wherein they dif-
fered from the sacriflce which Christ made.

They were prompted as much by a sense of
duty as by the feeling of love and were made by
inferiors or dependants, whose lives were of
much less importance than thosa for which they
were sacrificed to save. But Christ's sacrifice
was made through love alone, and for persons
not only his inferiors, but also his enemies.

He made a most affecting allusion to the noble
deeds ar@hegoic conduct of the late Rev. Frank
Bowman &nd., tie Stevenson in their efforts
to relieve the stffering and plague-smitten peo-
ple of Memphis.

He closed with a most earnest sppeal to all
to turn unto Christ—to give Him their present
love and crown Him Lord of all.

In the evening, notwithstanding the unfavora-
ble weather, the congregation was quite large,
and a most excellent sermon was preached by Dr.
Witherspoon upon the subject of special provi-
dence, basing his remarks upon a portion of the
7th verse of ths gospel according to St. Luke:

*‘But even tho very hairs of your head are all
numbered.”

After stating that all nations and creeds ad-
mitted the existence of a creator, yet there was
a doubt as old as the time of Job himself as to
the direct intervention and supervision of this
creator over the affairs of mankind. This doubt
had been based upon two assumptions:

1st. That this earth and its inhabitants form
so small and insignificant a part of the Universe
with its vast number of worlds that it would be
folly tc suppose that the Creator would takeany
special directions over its affairs.

2nd. Thatthe confusion and uncertainty char-
acteristic of human affairs and the fact that wick-
edness is not summarily punished and goodness
adequately rewarded argue against the control
of a superior intelligence.

After showing that this doubt had been enter-
tained ever since the time when the book of Job
was written, which is regarded as even older
than the book of Genesis, he argued ably and
convincingly from the number of igstances of a
special providence, that this doubt was unfound-
ed, and that Christians should be humbly grate-
ful that they have a direct confutation of it in
the words of our Saviour, when he says: ‘‘Are
not five sparrows sold for two farthings and not
one of them is forgotten before God? But eyen
the very hairs of your head are all numbered.”
= He then showed.by a forcible train of argu-
ment and beautiful illustrations that nothing of
God’s creation was too minute or insignificant
for his divine care and protection. That all im-
portant affairs are brought about by a number
of minute circumstances, and to deny God’s care
of the smallest particular was to deny His care
over the whole. He who carries & chain must
carry every link in that chain. A vessel moored
to the shore drifts away if one link of the chain
is broken which holds her fast.

He then eloquently urged the necessity of all
becoming christians if they wished to share in
this glorious promise cf divine care and guid-
ance, for the promise is made to the children of
God. He assures them through his well belov-
ed Son that even the very hairs of their heads
are all numbered. How glorious is the convic-
tion that he is watching over his children and
that they enjoy his all-powerfal protection and
loving care.

Both sermons were listened to with the deep-
est interest by the congregation, and the above
mesgre sketches can give no conception of the
power, beauty and logical force of these two
able discourses.

DearH o MaJ. JAMES WALKER.—The death
of this highly esteemed and well-known citizen
of this county, occurred on Sunday of last week,
at the residence of his nephew, Mr. Jas. Craw-
ford, near the ‘‘Augusta Church,” in the 68th
year of his age. He had been in delicate health
for several years, yet we were surprised to hear
of his death, for we saw him on our streetsnot long
since, when hé told us that his health was better.
He was not only well, but favorably known, for
his cordiality and genial disposition, made friends
of all his acquaintances. He possessed as many
personal friends as any citizen of our county,
and his loss will be mourned by all who knew
him. As iz well known to our readers, some
years ago he represented this county in the Leg-
islature, and was an honest and faithful dele-
gate. He was buried at the Augusta Church
burial ground, by the Oid Fellows of Mt. Sid-
ney Lodge, of which he was a member.

He was one of the Directors of the First Na-
tional Bank of Staunton, and at a meeting of
the Directors on the 21st inst., the following pre-
amble and re:olutions were unanimously adopt-
ed and ordered to be entered on the records of
the Bank:

“The Directors of this Bank having heard,
with sincere regret, of the death of Major James
Walker, who for several years past has been one
of their body, avail themselves of the opportu-
nity afforded by their first meeting, since the
happening of the sad event, to piace on record
their high appreciation of his character as a
gentleman, a Christian and a personal friend.

It was, therefore, unanimously—

Resolved, That this Board have heard with
deep sorrow of the death of their friend and late
associate, Msjor James Walker, and take the
earliest opportunity of expressing their sympa-
thy with his connexions in their bereavement,
and of bearing their affectionate testimo.y to
the high integrity, sound judgment and uniform
courtesy which has marked his conduct through
life.

Resolved, That the foregoing proceedings be
entered on the records of the Bank.”
