SERMON Tu yoUNG MEN.

Ecclesiastes, xi, 9, and xt. 13 14 —Rsjoice, O
young man in thy youth; «d letthy heart
cheer thee in the days of thy Yv;th, and walk
in the ways of thine heart, and in the sighi of
thine eyes: but know thou that Iy gll these
things God will bring thee into judgnant.

For God shall bring every work into judgment,
with every secret thing, whether it be good or
whether it be evil.

Dr. Roszell preached the last of a series of
sermons to young men from the above text, in
the Methodist church, on last Sunday night.

He divided his subject into three grand divi-
sions, as follows: “‘Man—his duty—his doom.”
In his former discourses, he treated of the two
first divisions, and on this occasion he preached
on “his doom” —*""Know thou that for all these
things God will bring thee into judgment.”’—
Man’s doom is his condition in the everlasting
future, and will be determined by God accord-
ing to his character in time. His doom-is a cer-
tainty. If he refuse all the callings of the.Holy
Spirit, God will mock when his fear cometh.—
There is a day of retribution. The voice of rev-
elation declares its coming. Iis evidences are
plain. “God has appointed a day wherein He
will judge all mnen.”” He died and rose again
that he might be the judge of dead and living.
The decisions of God will be impartial in their
nature and everissting in their issues. ‘‘God is
not mocked—whatsoever a man soweth, that wili
he also reap.” Justice feels no mercy and
knows no malice. The judgment of God is ac
cording to trath. The heart of man wiil under”
go the severest scrutiny. Nothing will mitigate
the doem of the impenitent. *‘The soul that
sinnesm, it shall die.”” Nothing can turn away
the stroke of right. The finally impenitent will
be compelled to render a reluctant admission to
the justice ofl,besenwnce. As man doeth, go
God requiteth him. Not only will the sentence
be just, but it will be irreversible—cannot be
changed by the court of appeals—will never be
set asice. Justice will claim the payment of all
arrearages.

The sinner, in his imprudence, makes a raid
upon hell. Better deny the existence of God
than invest the mind with the single attribute
of benevolence. It is more flagrant to deny
God’s justioe than His exisience ; either one saps
the foundation of religion. It assimulates the
immaculate with the most vile. Continue not
in sin because sentence is not executed speedily.
Beware of the doctrine of Universalism. Gen-
uine penitence brings pardon.

The judgment angel is constantly recording
every action. Every one is responsible to God—
just as responsible as if he were the only occu-
pant of the earth. Every act and whisper is
recorded: God is everywhere, beholding the
evil and the good—in heaven and hell-—He is
omnipresent, While he bespangles the garments
of the angels, He weaves the winding sheet of
the damned.

**What is man that thou art mindfal of him ?”’
Come to Jesus in the morning of life. The stars
shall be swept away—the foundations of the
earth will topple. He shall descead to summon
the millionsto His bar. On that day will be
clearly revealed the value of religion. “My
son, give me thine heart.”” Religion in youth
prevents many of those ‘sins which grace may
pardon, but rarely ever dces it.

SENATE, Friday, D2c. 5th. —The Senate was
not in session to-day, baving on Thuorsday ad-
journed until Monday.

House —In the House 3r. Bundy, of Onio,
introduced resolutions, which were referred to
appropriate committees, direciing the commit-
tee on banking and currensy to report a bill to
prohibit national banks from payiog premium
or interest on deposits, and to amend the bank-
ing act s0 as to allow the basks to invest sur-
pius revenuves in Upited States bonds eenverti-
ble,into currency on presentation. Also instruc-
ting the committee on the judiciary to report
amendments of the bankropt act g0 as to allow
involuntary bankruptey only where evidence of
coliusion and fraud exists. Oan motion of G. F.
Hoar, of Massachusetts, the Secretary of the
Navy was directed to furnish all information in
his possession relative to claims of compensa-
tion for services rendered in the rescue of the
officers and crew of the Polaris. After the an-
nouncement of the standing committees the
House adjourned until Monday.

SeExATE —Monday, Dec. 8th.—In the Sen-
ate, Merriman, of North Carclina, presented
the resolution of the Legislature of that State,
asking a modification of the laoternal Revenne
laws.

Hamiiton, of Maryland, offered a constitution-
al amendment providing that only gold and sil-
ver coiv shall be a legal tender for public or
private debts. A majority and minority report
from the committee or finance were submitted
with rezord to devising measures to redeem the
pledge of publie faith, and providiong for a cur-
rency of uniform value. I* was agreed that re-
ports should be taken up on Monday. The
House stanesty bill was received and read for
the first time. and the Senate after an execcu-
tive session adjourned.

House.—In the House Mr. Phillips, of Kan-
sas, intro luced joint resolutions condemning the
Virginius massacre, and recognizing Cuban is-
dependence, which were referred to the com-
nuittee on foreign affairs, A bill from the na-
val comniittee was passed authorizing the em-
ployment of ten thousand men in the navy, bat
limiiing the increas> of foree to January, 1875,
A bill was reporred from the committee appro-
priating the §5 000 000 asked by Secretary Rob-
eson for the navy, and referred to the commit-
tee of th2 whole. The House then resumed
debate of the salary repeal bill, adjourning with-
out action.

SENaTs. —Thurs lay, Dee. 11th.—Ian the
Senate, tae Viea Precident being absent. Hon.
M. H Carpeoter, of Wisconsin, and Allen G.
Thurm=s, of Ohio, were presented as candi-
dates for president pro tem. Mr. -Carpenter
was elected and tock the chair, Mr. Howe in-
troduced a bill to provide for the appointment
of a commission to regulate the sale of alcho-
holic Jiguors ; referred to committee on finance.
Mr Suwner called up his bill on finance, and
argued ia favor of spe cie resumption and against
ieflacion On his cwa motion the bill was re-
ferred to the committee on finanece = Resolo-
tions were introduced, by Mr Gordon calling
for a detailed statement of the amount saved
by the abolition of the franking privilege; by
Mr. Davis, directing the seeretary of the Sen-
ate te furaish all the iformation in his power
relative o the eompensation of members of Con-
gress from the foundation of the government.
I'he resolations in hoth cases were ordered to
be printed, and the Senate, afier an execuative
gesston, 2djourned uatil Monday,

Housk —~1n the Hease of Representatives a
resolution was adopred iostroc’ing the commit-
tee on elcciions to report the best method of
electing presidents und vice presidents of the
United S.ates, &e. A resolution was adopted
calling upon the Po-master-General for infor-
warioe #5910 the number of postal savings bank
and teicnraph employees that would be neces-
sary under bis proposed schemes. The com-
micee on education reported a bill to establish
a1 ednca'ional fund, and to give the proceeds
of public land sales to the education of the peo-
pe. The salary repeal bill was further discuss-
ed. the chief event of which was a specch from
Hoo. Alezander H. Stephens, of Georgia, in
fivor ¢f the increased pay for congressmen,
President, judiciary, cabinet officers, and oth-
ers His words were heard with marked atten-
tt n.  Aicer further debate the House refused
to sccoud the demand for the previous ques-
tion on tr e bill. Me Orth moved its recom-
mitment with instrueions to the committee to
report a bill repealiag allinerease ot’plangs ab-
solutely so far as it can be done constitational-
ly, and to equalize the pay of congressmea -so
as nat to exceed $6 000 per annum. Pending
farther consideration the House adjourned.

SENATE — Friday, Dec. 12th.—The Senate
was not in session to-day.

Houst —In the Honse, the Serate bill was
passed relieving of their disabilities Thomas S.
Bocock, & J. Harvie, and D. Grigg, of Vir-
ginia, and Joo. H. Reagan, of Tezas. The
Speaker laid before the House the letter of the
Secretary ot War io relation to the mismanage-
meat of the bureaun of freedmen, and charging
General O O. Howard with irregularities ; re-
ferred to the commirtee on military affairs.—
I'he discussion of the salary bill was resumed,
and it was formally agreed to recommit it with
instructions directing the committee to repeal
the whole salary act, except with reference to
judges of the Supreme Court, so far as it could
be coustitutionally done, and to ascertain the
average amount of salary, miliage, and all oth-
er allowances (exclusive of any estimate for the
use of the franking privilege) paid to members
of the Forty first Congress, and to report a bill
determining the com pensation of members here-
after at the amount as near as practicable thus
ascertained, with necessary traveling expenses,
restoring all other szlaries as they were before
the passage of said aot. :

The House then resolved itself into a e¢om-
mittee of the whole, Mr. Tyner, of Indiana, in
the chair, to consider the biil appropriating four
willions of dollars to meet extraordinary emer-
gencies in the Navay Department, to be di-
vided among the various bureaus, allowing the
appropriacions to be transferred from one bu-
reau to another if necessary. :

In explaining the circumstances which call-
ed for this bill Mr. Garfield, of Ohio, stated
that the Secretary of the Navy had asked for
five millions, but the committee had cut itdown
a million. In the discussion that ensaued Mr.
Cog, commenting on an allusion to the S;_)an-
ish complications, said that he did not believe
there was fight enough in the house to kill a
mouse ; that our coast wasin a defenseless con-
dition ; that it was a shame that we should be
at the mercy of such a power as Spain. He
wanted a better kind of diplomacy than that
he had se2n on the Spanish question.

The course of the government was defended
by Messrs. Hale, Myers, Hawley of Connecti-
cat, and others. Mr. Cox said that in charg
ing the House with pusillaniwity he had allu-
sion to the act referring his resolutions for
recognizing the beliigerent status in Cuba to
the committee on toreizn affairs. That all the
soldiers from Connecticut were brave when sec-
tional strife was pending, but when it came to
defending the honor of the flag abroad they
were C'lW&I!d‘y to act. Mr. Hu.wley—excitcd
aod pullicg up his eoat-sleeve.—""If you wang
to know who are eowards you can find out.”’—
Mr., Cox diselaimed any intention of discourte-
sy. The discussion of the bill was farther con-
tinued, Mr. Archer, of Maryland, advocating
it, saying that we nceded a large number of ar-
mor-plated vessels. Ou motion of Mr. Beck
an amend ment was adopted requiring the Pres-
ident to communicate to Congress avy order
transferring appropriations from one bureau to
another, and the reasons therefor. The bill
was then passed as amended, and the House,

at 4,20 P. M., adjourned until Monday. J
