Isaac Riche Again—Not a Fremchman—A Swiss.

The criminal, Isaac Riche, who was arrested |
at his home in the Blue Ridge mountains in
this county week before last was not a French-
man, as supposed, but a Swiss by birth, though
the erimes with which he is charged were com-
mitted in France, and he was arrested, under
the extradition treaty between the Republic of
France and the United States,on affidavits pre-
sented by the French Consul General at the
port of New York. Some years ago he emigra-
ted from the Canton of Berne, Switzerland, to
France, where he was given charge of a female
school, supported by charity, in the village of
Erlincourt, district of Montbeliard. He had a
wifeand four children, and for a time prospered,
but being charged with having violated the
persons of some of his pupils he fled to this
country, and, sought to escape justice by set-
tling in a retired home in the Blue Ridge. The
N. Y. Herald says that if he had remained in
the forest shanty he had erected for himself, he
would probably have been secure from the
reach of justice, but that in an evil hour he
went to Newark, N. J., and resumed his old oc-
cupation as schoolmaster, where, in the person
of his countryman Dubert, the sleepless eye of
justice got a squint at him, when he again
sought retreat in his mountain home; but
he was traced, and found and captured, and ta-
ken to New York and confined in jail.

The New York Herald says: “The papersin
the case show that the accused was a teacher in
agovernment institution for learning in the
village of Erlincourt, in France, which was at-
tended by the children of the villagers; that
Riche, during the years 1875-6, had committed
outrages on several of the youthful pupils, and
that the specific charge against him, and on
which the papers for his arrest here and extra-
dition are based, was for violation of the per-
son of Anna Alman, a girl between twelve and
thirteen years old. It is also stated that the
knowledge of a similar outrage coming to the
ears of the mother of ene of his victims she died
from the shock.”

The N. Y. World says: “Riche is a well edu-
cated man,about thirty-six years of age, and it
is understood that he has admitted his guilt
and is willing to be returned to France without
awaiting the formality of the extradition laws.
The punishment of the crime with which
Riche is charged is in France imprisonment
for life.”

LATER.—The N. Y. World of last Friday con-
tains the following: *“Another case before
Commissioner White yesterday was that of
Isaac Riche, whose extradition the French
Government demands, he being charged with
committing a criminal assaultin the district of
Montbeliard, France. He said he was 100 poor
to employ.counsel, and ex-JudgeJ. P. Joachim-
sen was assigned to him, and a copy of the evi-
dence was furnished. A further hearing will
be had on Wednesday next.”

DEATH OF LorD MILTON.—Lord Milton, who
had been an invalid for a long time, died re-
cently in England. He came to this country
some years since for the benefit of his health
accompanied by his wife and family physician.
He resided for a while near Staunton, and then
purchased the Caliaghan property, 5 miles west
of Covington, Alleghany county, to which he
removed and made it his home. Not a great
while after his occupancy of it, the house was
burned, and no time was lost in the ereciion of
new buildings upon the original site.

Lord Milton was the son and heir of the sixth
Earl Fitzwilliam. He was born in 1839, received
his education at Eton and Cambridge, and sat
in Parliament for the southern division of West
York from July, 1865, to June, 1872, when he re-
tired from the Commons on account of iil-
health. In 1867 he married Laura Theresa,
daughter of the late Lord Charles Beauclerk.—
The issue of this marriage, a son born in Cana-
dain 1872, now becomes Viscopnt Milton by
courtesy, as heir to the Fitzwilliam title and
estates. Viscount Milton was best known to
Americans as the author conjointly with Dr.
Cheadle, of the “Northern Passage by Land,”
and an interesting book of travel in the Rocky
mountain region which has reached itssixth
edition.

The coast beingnow clear, as
Gosdon supposed, he went down the stairway
leading from the room occupied by the clerk to
the store-room, and unlocked that door and
gained entrance into the store with the key to
the alley door, with which he was entrusted
that he might wait upon the rcom in the sec-
ond story. It hasbeen discovered that theal-
ley door key opens the stairway door, and of
course he had no difficulty in getting from the
room above into the store below. Having got-
ten in the store, he locked the stairway door
behind him, and proceeded at cnce tothe money
drawer, but as he was in the act of robbing it,
Messrs. Richardson and Stablerarose from their
place of concealment and arrested him.

He is now in jail, and will have his trial be-
fore Mayor Baithis this morning at 9 o’clock.

SENATOR CAM En&'op PA.,SUED FOR

Bold Attempt at Rape.

BRIDGEWATER, VA., Feb. 6th, 1877.

A negro calling himself Ras Coffman,
asserting that he former:jv belonged to
Maj. Geo. Chrisman, made a bold and
daring attempt to commit a rape on the
person of a lady (Mrs. John Hatfield)
who resides on the suburbs of Bridgewa-
ter. This deed was doubly daring from
the fact of its being committed in broad
day light, and near other residences.

The circumstances, as we gathered
them from Mrs. H., are as follows: The
black fiend came to her yard gate about
nine or ten o’clock on Monday morning
and enquired of Ler whether or not she
knew any one that wanted to hire a
man. Mrs. H., replied that she did net.
He then asked herif she did not wish to
hire a man ; she replied that she did not
need any help. He then enquired ifher
husband was at home ; she told him he
was not, but was down town. He then
asked her if he might light his pipe;
she told him she had no objections. He
then entered the house. and while she
was attending to her domestie affairs,
he canght hold of her, threw her on the
floor, choked and otherwise injurcd
her, but did not succeed in his damnable
designs—the screams of Mrs. H., bring-
ing assistance, who frightened the mon-
ster. He attempted to-escape, but this
was impossible, as the citizens, being
notifled, turned cut in mass .and suc-
ceeded in overtaking him near Mr. Jas,
Davies, about two miles from town.
He was taken before Joseph Byrd, Esq.,
who com¥itted him to jail to await the
action of the grand jury.

The negro’s guilt is conclusive. We
interviewed him and obtain& the fol-
lowing:

Negro.—'‘Piease do all yeu can for
me, and do pot Jet them kill me,”

Reporter.—* Why did you goin Mrs.
H’'s house? Why didn’t you behave
yourself ?”’

Negro.—*I just went into the house
to light my pipe, and just put my hand
on her, and she got skeered and fell
over, and I felt sorry for her and jest
tried to help herup. I'm innoccent. I
did not mean to do wrong. I'm a good
christian man ; always try to do right”
have a good character;” Mr. Chrisman
knows me, he can give me a good char-
acter.”’ z

Reporter.—*‘But why <did you put
your hand on Mrs. H?” :

Negro.—*‘0, God, don't let ‘em Kkill
me ; I’m innocent.”

The negro was very much alarmed
and prayed fervently, larged drops of
perspiration "rolling down his ebony
face. When first arrested the geuntle-
men told him to stop, and remarked to
him that some kind of depredation had
been committed and he must stop.

The negro (without the character of
the deed being made kuown to him) re-
marked that if he had raped anybody he
he would not be walking along there.

This was a very, trying case on the
forbearence of our peopfe, but be it said
to their credit, they are content to let
the law take its course.

ParpoN oF SAMUEL H. THORBURN,
—On Tuesday last, Governor Kemper
pardoned Samuel H. Thorburn, the
young bank officer of Petersburg who
was sentenced to five years in the peni-
tentiary for false entry and larceny.—
The Governor in granting his pardon,
gives the following reasons:

“The person isa young bank officer
who took funds of the bank, fled the
country, then voluntarily returned,
made every possible restitution and rep-
aration and surrendered himself for ar-
rest and trial. His previcuslife, through
peace and war, was one of unblemished
honor and of the best domestic and so-
cial relations. Insanity had existed on
both sides of his family, and it has
marked his own mind, which was one
of morbid exeitability and insane man-
ifestations in times of trouble. Many
leading citizens, including eminent pro-
fessional men, furnish proof which ex-
clude the idea that lie could have been
sane, when in an hour of frenzy he con-
tradieted the tenor of his life by com-
mitting crime, convicted on his own
voluntary plea, no testimony and no de-
fense being heard.

“The question of his sanity was not
then tried as it shonld have been. The
application is signed by thirty-one offi-
cers of the court, including the prose-
cuting attorney, all the members of both
juries which indicted and tried him, all
the officers of the bank, many public
officials, and wore than 500 citizens. I
am led to believe that this pardon res-
cues a young man from ruin and shame
and restores him to a life of usefulness
and honor.”

THE DEBTS OF THE SOUTHERN

THEIR ADJUSTMENT.—Messfs. George
8. Coe, President of the American Ex-
change National Bank of New York;
Enoch Pratt, President of the N ational
Farmers and Planters’ Bank of Balti-
more ; J. D. Vermilye, President of the
Merchants’ National Bank of New
York ; B. B. Comegys, of the Philadel-
phia National Bank, and Benjamin B.
Sherman, President of the Mechanies’
National Bank of New York, represent-
ing the bolders of Southern bonds, met
last night in parlor C, Continental
Hotel, to consider the adjustment of the
debt of the Southern. States.

The Committee organized by electing
Mr. Coe, President, and, after discus-
sion, adjourned to meet at the Fifth
Avenue Hotel, New York, on Wednes-
day, 14th instant, so that parties inter-
ested in the work of thecommittee may
haye an opportunity to submit their
Views.

It is the purpose of the committee to
consider thoroughly the condition of ev-
ery State between the Potomac and the
Gulf of Mexico, and to ascertain definite-
ly the debt of each and its abllity to pay.
The combined indebtedness of the South-
ern States is now about $200,000,000, and
if the committee can devise a way in
which their obligations can be discharg-
ed with honor tg them and fairness to-
ward their creditors, they will submit
i

‘Whatever basis of settlement the Com-
mittee may suggest, whether it be a re-
duction upon the face of the bonds, or
an extension of time, will, it is under-
stood, prove satisfactory alike to the au-
thorities of many of the States and to
their largest creditors.

So far, the authorities of Virginia,
North Carolina and Tennessee have been
corresponded with on the subject which
brought the Committee into existence,
and they are represented to be heartily
in accord with itsobjects.— Philadelphia
Ledger, Feb. 6th.
