tive in it. When we find papers, for ex-
ample,like the New York Tribune sneer-
ing at Packard and Chamberlain and
telling them plainly that the republican
party has no longer any use for them,
and that they are marplots and obstacles
in the way of general pacification and
harmony, we are tempted to ask what
all this means, and what meant the truce
ulent fierceness of the Tribune's ad-
vocacy of both Packard and Chamber-
lain down to within a very short time?
It is not the Tribune only whose tone is
thus changed, but near about the whole
party. Col. Beb Ingersoll, whose voice,
like Moloch’s, was “‘still for war'’ until
Hayes got in, now roars “‘as gently as a
sucking dove,” and preaches from
Northern platforms a new gospel of peace
and forgiveness toward the Southern
people. Mr. Secrelary Evarts, who im-
plored the electoral tribunal not to aban-
don tc their democratic oppressors the
colored voters of Louisiana who were
being slaughtered by thousands for no
other crime than that of exercising the
right of suffrage, now approves of turn-
ing over South Carolina to Hampton,
and “‘instructs’” a commission how to
reconcile, if possible, the conflicting
claims of Packard and Nicholls. Grant
himself, who placed by his orders troops
in the State House at Columbia and kept
them in New Orleans, now applauds the
action of Hayes in withdrawing ‘them.
‘What does all this mean? Were these
men sincere before, and are they sincere
now ? For if they were not sincere when
they insisted upon the necessity of em-
ploying troops for the protection of the
colored man and to prevent the lawful
authority of the State from being cover-
thrown by insurrectionary violence too
power:ul to resist without the aid of the
general government, we have no reason
to trust their sincerity now. Unfortu-
nately there is too much reason to believe
that their course in both instances has
been governed more by considerations of
mere political expedieney than by any
settled or deep-rooted principle or con-
viction of what isright. Solongas they
thought it would serve their purpose best
to ‘“wave the bloody shirt”” they waved
it. So soon as they have reason to sus-
pect that the country is getting tired of
the “bloody shirt” they ecarefully fold it
and put it away. SolongasPackard and
Chamberlain could not be abandoned
without imperiling Mr. Hayes'’s chances
for the presidency they made the cause
of these disreputable carpet-baggers and
adventurers their own. So soon as they
can afford it they are prepared to throw
both of them overbeard. The practical
gain to the South and of the country
from this last determination to repub-
lican leaders ought not to make people
shut their eyes to the cynical indifference
to principle and truth invelved in such
a sudden change of policy. It is not,
unfortunately, that any new light has
been discovered bearing upon the sub
ject, or that later and better acquaintance
with the facts has enabled these repub-
licans to revise their former erroneous
judgment. They do not pretend thaf
such is the casc. They do not place to-
‘day the recognition of Gov. Hampton
upon the ground that he was lawfully
elected Governor of South Carolina, but
simply upon the ground that it is the
method of settling the question which
will cause least trouble and embarrass-
ment all around.

This was the burden of Stanley Mat-
thews’s letters to both Chamberlain and
Packard. He appealed to them to ‘‘re-
lieve the President’” from gmbarrass-
ment, and intimated to them that they
should not be personally losers by the
sacrifice of their gubernational preten-
sions. Itisin the spirit of a trade, of a
compromise, ofa barter of some sort,
that the whole subject has been handled,
and it is only too plain that that is the

" trouble with the Louisiana commission.
All this indicates a painfully low stand-
ard of political morality on the part of
the leading and governing politicians of
the country. To assert one thing and
to insist upon one thing before the elec-
tion and then when it is over to seek to
escape the responsibility both of the as-
sertion and the elaim, with a shrug of
the shoulders, saying, ‘“Oh, that was be-
fore the election,” ought to disgrace any
men or set of men in public life. If we
would improve our politics and our gov-
ernment, and restore both to anything
like purity and honesty, a higher rule of
political conduct and 2 higher standard
of political morality will have to be
adopted. Asa first step towards this
those who find itso easy to approve now
what Grant might have done long ago,
and Hayes hasdone, partially and tardi-
ly at the end of six weeks, ought npot to
be suffered to escape censure for the
vigorous support and sanction they have
heretofore given to the very policy
which they all now find it convenientto
forsake and repudiit:. g
