BirTHS AND DEATHS.—The Comm’r
of State Revenue of Lexington district
has completed his list of births and
deaths for the year 1876, Thetotal nums-
ber of births was 141, .of which 74 were
white and 67 colored ; 68 male and 73 fe-
male. Of the whole number,93 werestill-
births. There were 40 deaths—17 white
and 23 colored ; 16 males and 24 females;
9 were of old people, 6 of middle-aged,
and the remainderichildren and infants.
These statistics prove that more died of
consumption and pneumonia tham of
other diseases. ¥

This is the largest number of births
and fewest of deaths that has occurred
during the seven years of the present
Commissioner’s official life.

The population of Lexington district,
aecording to the census of 1870, was near—
ly 7,000.—Lexington Gazette.

The Louisiana Case.

THE PRESIDENT FIRM IN HIS HOME RULE
POLICY—PROSPECTIVE SHUT-DOWN ON
PACKARD—THE TROOPS MUST BE
WITHDRAWN.

[Special Dispatch to the Baltimore Sun.]

‘WASHINGTON, April 13.—One promi-
nent fact was developed at the cabinet
meeting to-day, that the President is not
to be deterred or checked in the policy
which he has enunciated of permitting
home rule and local self-government in
the Southern States without the interfer-
ence of the federal government. The
President is determined in this matter,
and .will not allow the expressions of
dissatisfaction which are becoming
manifest in the republican ranks to
change the course marked out. Leading
republicans who have talked with Mr.
Hayes say that he will not shirk from a
contest with Mr. Blaine and the other
dissatistied radicals if it is forced upon
him, and that e does not believe the
proper way out of a party quarrel is to
seek to avoid it. In other words the
President will take issue with the dis-
satisfied element in his own party, and
let the country judge by the fruiis-of his
poticy whether he has acted wisely or
not.

The cabinet meeting to-day was de-
voted exclusively to the consideration of
the Louisiana question as presented .in
the preliminary statement received. by
telegraph from the Louisiana commis-
sion. The meeting wasa prolonged one,
and the members are very reticent in
talking about the proceedings, and say
that it might defeat the object sought to
be accomplished by making them pub-
lic at this time. It is.known, howeve
that the opinion was very decided tha
whether any comptfomise is brought a-
bout by the commission or not thetroops
must and should be withdrawn, On this
point the President is said to have been
very deeided. It isthereforea certainty
that Packard will be left to® his own re-
sources within a very few daysif the
commissivn fail to bring the two Legis-
latures together in one recognized body.
The withdrawal of the troops will, it is
thought here, bring Packard to his
senses, and he will chen see that theonly
thing for him to do is to step down and
out, which course-he will undeubtedly
pursue—a la Chamberlain.

THE PROPOSED PLAN OF ADJUSTMENT.

NEw ORLEANS, LA., April 13.—The
commission received to-day additional
instructions from Washington, which
are understood to confer authority upen
them to propose an adjustment of the
Legislature which, it is considered, will
be made an ultimatum, and ifnot aceept-
ed by the conservatives no further effort
will be made in that direction. The de-
tails of the proposition have not been
matured, but certain of the leading con-
servatives who have had an intimation
of its main features assert that it will be
satisfactory to their side. It is under-
stood that the effect will be to give an
undoubted majority to the Nicholls Leg-
islature, and that a recanvass of the vote
for Governor is not included in the plan,
which wiil leave Nicholls in quiet pos-
session,

TACTICS OF THE RADICALS.—The
fack.ig becoming quite plain that the
Radieal professional politicians are bent
upon therule or ruin pelicy. They will
not hawe peace unless on their own
terms. Mr, Hayes must either yield (o
the extreme and noisy element of his
party, or prepare to fight it out to the

Chamberlain, and will sustain them in
any violent course, by voice and pen, at
least, if not by the sword, these selfish
and unscrupulous knaves may under-
take.

there forever if they could only find the
excuse for it, and that excuse can be
found in a confliet of races in the South
in which the negroesand carpet-baggers
shall, as they surely would be worsted.
This would “fire anew the Nerthern
heart,” and put all eur friends in that
section on the defensive again. It is
for this reason we think Mr. Hayes
should be sustained by =2ll the encour-
agement we can afford to give him in
the South.

Hisei‘, aged 20 years who resides near
Brushy Run in Pendleton county. A
Washington Dispatch to the Baltimore
Sun furnishes the foellowing particulars:

‘‘Hiser had left Petersburg, Grant
county, on the way to M: orefield, on
that morning. with the mail, and was
overtaken and shot three times and
killed. A person on the opposite side
of the river (south branch of the Pote-
mac) witnessed the struggle between
Hiser and his murderer. The latter
rode a horse which had a defect in one
of his shoes, and with this clue the spe-
cial agents of the Department took the
case.in hand. W. S8eymour Douglass, a
young man respectably connected, was
arrested on suspicion of being the
murderer and lodged in jail.

The mail-pouch was rifled and thirty-
two dollars 1n money taken from letters,
which were burned. Hiser, beforeleave
ing Petersburg, had endeavored toget a
one-hundred-dollar bill changed,but not
succeeding, he left the bill with a frien.
It is supposed that Douglass became
aware that Hiser had one bundred dol-

der to obtain the money.

General Goff, United States district
attorney for West Virginia, has gone to
Petersburg to prosecute the case. No
mails bave been carried on Hiser’s route
singe the murder.

Petersburg Gap is a wild, romantie
spot. On either side of the road run-
ning through this gorge are perpendicu-
Jar-cliffs of reeke many hundred feet
high. The Sonth Branch winds its way
at the base of these natural walls Here
it appears the murderer waylaid and in
cold blood shot to death his victim;
then, after stripping the body threw the
corpse into a deep hole in'the river, at-
taching a weight to make it sink.”

The coroner’s jury rzturned a verdict
of ““death from wounds inflicted by a
weapon supposed to be in the hands of
W. Seymour Douglass.”. There 1s great
indignation against the accused, and
the authorities have deemed it necessa-
ry to station a guard of twenty men at

the jail to protect him from vielence.

A DEVIL FIRED AT AND KILLED.—A
strange story that is wafted from the
north of Spain into the *“ Pail Mall Ga-
zette,” brings to mind a chapter in *'Mid-
shipman Easy.” A landed proprietor
refused to receive the consolations of
religion. His family sent for the parish
priest, but the sick man declined to re-
ceive him, and the priest withdrew, de-
claring that the devil would come in
person to carry off so hardened a sinner
as soon as he was daad.

A few hours afterward the sick man
died, and while the -fantily were watch-
ing over the body the door of the room
was opened with a great noise, and there
appeared upon the scene a personage
arrayed in red, brandishing a pitch-fork,
dragging a long tail after him, and smel-
ling very strongly of sulphur. His ap-
pearance created so much terror that the
women present fainted and the men
rushed out of the room by another door,
A man-servant armed himself with a
revolver and made his way to the room.,
For the momenthe was terrified by the
appearance of the devil, who by this
time had got the body in bis arms; but
mastering his fears, he fired three barrels
of his revolver at him, and the devil fell
to the ground. His majesty proved to
be the parish-sexton, who by the orders
of the priest, had disguised himself as
satan. Four priests, who are suspected
of complicity in theattempt to work up-
on the superstitious feelings of the fami-
ly, have been taken into custody.
