"UEKEBOUS ENDING" COSTIKUED.

Messrs. Editors:?lt is unfortunate that somany persons seek to favor friends bypervert-ing the truthin theirreport to editors and send-ingout statements tothe Injuryofother parties,
thus compelling them to appeal to tbe press forredress. The article in your last issue, headed
"Generous Ending," we claim is such an one.?In it statements are culled from the history ofthe unfortunate difficultybetween Rev. McliuffSimpson and Loch Willow church and made todo service in lauding the generosity of thatgentlemen and leaving impressions detrimen-tal to thehonorof the congregation. Loch Wil-low church has studiously avoided givingpublicity to this trouble: Only once bas a line beenpublished In her behalf, and that article, likethis, was written tocorrect an erroneous edito-rial. But when efforts are made to impeach
honor and misconstrue motives, we feel that itis our duty to speak, and with your permission
we will briefly notice the most important mis-representations.

The difference between Rev. Mr. Simpson andLoch Willow church first came before Presby-
tery at Its meeting at Timber Ridge, one year
ago, in the reciprocal reports. The report fromthe churcb showed the Pastor's salary'paid Infull, and Mr. Simpson reported the church in-debted tohim for Pastor's salary to amount of$-50. A committee wasappointed by Presbytery
to investigatethe case. Thedelegaterepresent-
ingthe churcb stated that he was not in pos-
session of the evidence wbich thecongregation
could produce and submitted very reluctantly
to a trial. The committee reported in favorofMr. S. The congregation were astonished atthis unexpecteddecision, and were undecidedas to what should be done? pay what they couldnot believe they owed or make an effort to beheard in their defence before Presbytery. Du-ring the time thateiapsedbetween theadjourn-
Hient of Presbytery and the 15thof August, thechurch session received several communica-tions from Mr. S., urging immediate paymentunder threats for failure. Knowing that Pres-bytery had never heard their -defence, andsmarting under the treatment they were receiv-ing from Mr. S.,.the congregation, at ameetingin August, appointed a committee to draft amemorial to Presbytery, and to collect andcarefullyprepareall theevidence for thechurcb.The committee followed its instructions andreported a memorial, with all the facts in thecase embodied in an accompanying paper. The
report was adopted by the congregation and
sent up to Presbyteryat its meeting at Leban-on. Presbytery received the memorial and ap-pointeda committee to examine the cause andreport ata future meeting. Two members ofthis committee acted and reported toPresbyte-
ry at Bethel tbat thecongregation was indebted
toMr. S. in the sum of t_?just half his claim.By seme meansthis report was disposedof andanother committee was appointed to takecharge ofthe ease ahd "report at the next meet-ing ofPresbytery." The cause could not be triedat that time, because all the papers on thepart
of tbe church had been Inadvertently left athome by amember of thecommittee Intowhosehands Presbytery had placed them. The morn-ingfollowing the appointmentof the last com-mittee, Itsmembers sought an interview withMr. s. and the elder from Loch Willow, with aview of compromisingthe matter, and thus end-ing the difficulty without going into a trial up-on the merits of the case. At this conference acompromise was effected. Mr. S. agreed that
if the committee would report now in his favorhewould waive the claim before Presbytery; and thedelegate for thechurch accepted the compromiseupon these conditions.Ih your editorial abovereferred to, and alsoin the account given in the Vindicator, it isshown that tbe committee reported upon theevidence and decided in favor of Mr. Simpson.Where arethe facts to justify such statements?How could this committee report, except upona compromise, wheh it was appointedto reportata future meeting and when It was not in pos-session of a sorap of the church's evidence??Why advertise an act done in compliancewiththeconditions of a compromise as a magnani-
mous "gift ?" Can a man deservepraise for do-ingwhat circumstances compel him to do inself interest? IfMr.S.s object was principleand not dollars and cents, why did he not do-nate the claim to the church during the last
Summer before the congregation took an ap-peal ? As a meansof settling the difficulty up-on a basis of compromise, the church oaufd ac-cept the action of Freshytery, because her de-fence was not set aside, nor was Mr. S.s claimsustained. But when it is published to theworld that herplea is unjust, that judgment
was given against her and that her opponentis so generous as topresent her with hotlycon-tested boon, we claim that her whole causeought to be beard and let the reading publicdecide the equityof her defence. How straßgethat even church courts have resorted to theunjust mode of settling difficulties by com-promise [

Here we find one committee separating intwain a claim based upon one plea and givingJudgment for half of the amount claimed.Then another committee, also failing to dis-charge its duties upon principles of justiceandequity, agrees toAnd for theplaintiff if he willcomplywith certain stipulations; asmuch as tosay such decision would be erroneous unlessthese conditions can be obtained. The claimwas either just or it was unjust, and shouldhave been decided in favor,of que ox' the otherof the parties. \u25a0??????

In conclusion, we add that the church doesnot desire ,o enter into a controversy, and inthis article care has been taken not to open thequestion mure than was necessary to set thematter before thepublic in its true light and inno case will tbe memorial and evidence bemade public unless forced to do so In self-de-fence. Singular Finding of the Body of
a Victim of the Ashtabula .Disas-
ter.?
