Expiration of Sewing-Machine
Patents?Extent of the Business.
The twopatents granted to J. Bachelder
for sewing-machines on theBth of May,
1849, far a term of fourteen years, and
twice extended for successive periods of
seven years each, expired at noon last
Tuesday. One of them is for the "four-
feed" invention. These are'said to be
the last of the important patents hither-
to in force controlledby what is known
as the sewing-machine combination. It
appears from statistics in possession of
the Patent Office that during one year
(1874) there were over 410,000 sewing-
machines manufactured and sold by the
fiveprincipal companies engaged in the
business in this country, besides about
120,000more which were manufactured
by ten other companies.

The expirationof thepatent will cause
a very great reduction in the price of
sewing machines. As the State says,
''theprice of machines must henceforth
fall, slowly fora time,butfinally far. The
best of them can be made, once the pat-
en£' privilege is removed, for one-fourth
Otone-fifth of theprice charged 'to the
hOyer at present, and, so soon as rivals
fhter thebusiness, rates will, by com-
petition, be brought down to the basis
of reasonableprofit on cost, that is to
say, twenty or thirty per cent, in place
of four hundred or five hundred.

The reduction will be welcome to
thousands of people, and cannot come
too soon."

* The Uses ofPaper.
It will surprise many readers! to know

the multitude of usee to which'-paper is
put. Many Japaneseand Chinese do-
mestic utensils arejiaade of foaper, as
well as much of theirfinest lacquered
ware. Even the cheaperkinds ofcloth-
ing in Japan are of paper. What is
known as papier maebe issimply paper
pulp, or elsesheetsofspongy paper past-
ed together and pressed into such forms
as the manufacturer requires the mass
to take. Many of theEijglish tea trays,
cadies, snuffand work hoxes of a cen-
turyago were of papifer maehe. and
eve"n, though more rarely, mantel pieces,
card tables, and other light and elegant
pieces of furniture. Sheets of writing
paper passed through v diluted solution
of sulphuric acid are converted itito a
substance vv «_vy similar aud having pret-
ty much the tenacity ofparchment. For
someyears past paper has been coming
into use in some parts of jthe western .
country in the construction of cheap
houses. Wnere wood m scarce, as on
the prairies, paper Offers an acceptable
substitute. Paper for sheathing and
roofing has often been employed. Now
it is expressly manufactured for outside
and inside walls and ceiling 3of houses,
and is said to possess many advantages
over wood.. One mill in Wisconsin,
which is engaged exclusively in the
manufacture ofbuilding paper, is turn-
ing out at this time sixteen tons a day,
and the demand has increased so much
of late that it is far in excess of the sup
ply-

This building paper is a thick and in-
duratedpasteboard, turned out in sheets
thirty-two inches wide, and is divided
for transportation into rolls of varying
sizes, weighing from twenty-live to
one hundred pounds. While runuing
through the machines whereon it is
made it is subjected to a pressure of sev-
eral hundreds of tons to the square foot.
This process welds the .fibres into a
homogeneous mass, pei___l,y air-proof.
When dry and r«ady for use this - paper
is superiorto wood forbuilding purposes,
being one ofthe worst conductorsofheat
and cold extant. A hoase constructed
of this material is cool in summer and
readily heated in winter; neither does'
it shrink or warp as wood does, and re-
quires no seasoning save the drying it
gets at the mill; neither does it burn as
readily as lumber does, and is quite as
impervious to water.

Papier mache..is in steady use abroad
for anatomical and many other figures
and fancy articles and also for decorat-
ing the interior ofpublic buildings and
the houses of the wealthy. The panels
ofrailway carriages aresometimesmade
of it ;;also, strange to say, railway car
wheels, composed of successive thick-
nesses of mill board, molded into the
proper from under enormous pressure.?
These paper car wheels, with iron tires,
have been highly commended in some
scientific journals for their lightness,
tenacity, power of resistance and ab-
solute freedom from fracture. What the
objections to them are we do not know,
but they would seem to be serious, as ivspite ofthe valuablequalitiesascribed to
tuein they have notdbeeu brought into
active use. The Western houses built
so largely of paper, the frame work alone
being of wood, are said by those who
have occupied them to be very comfort-
able, and as they have the further merit
to persons of limited means of being
very cheap, it is not surprising to learn
that stock companies are forming to
manufacture building paper in large
quantities, and also to ultimately extcud
the uses of paper to many household ar-
ticles.?

Wonderful Tricks of the Magician
Heller.

One of the tricks of the Magician Hel-
ler, in this city, is described as follows :

sides. Tlie instant they had done so nu-merous hands and arms protrudedthrough various apertures in the cur-
tains. At one time four hands wereseen in an open ingon the left, oue im-
mediately abov«t at the top, another at
the right, and three, including oneblack
and ono red one, in an aperture lowerdown. Upon the curtains being raised
Miss Heller was seen standing alone in
the cabinet, and with her hands appa-
rently as securely tied as when she en-
tered it,. Mr. Helief bext produced a
large tack of white el«.th, which
lie allowed some of the spectators
to examine, and then one-of them tied
the sack securely -ait "its mouth with a
piece of white (ape. The curtains of thecabinethaving been lowered, the sack
Was placed under them in the cabinetand
instantly Miss Heller's voice was heard
raying that she was inside the sack.
Tho drapery being raised, a sack con-
taining a human figure was the onlything visible. The curtain fell again,
and Mr Heller commanded the goblins
to remove Miss Heller from the sack.
Her voice was at once heard saying:
"They tie taking my clothes off," and
out dropped from the cabinet a blouse,
belt, and trousers of blue flannel likethose worn, by Miss Hellar. First in-
quiring if that lady was in p.. presenti-ng condition,und having bqen inform-
ed that i. Ik.' was still inside of the sack.the curtains were raised, and the tie
sack containing a l_-um_.u being was ill
only thiug visible. Mr. Heller he! ..i
the lady, still tied, ili suck, to descend;and leading her WTthe stage passed theclothes which had .alien from the cabi-
net and requested her to retire to her
dressing room andapparel herself. Mr.feller pulling tho curtains par-tially aside, seated himself upon the
front portion of the platform ofthe cabi-net, and instantly a long red hand reach-
ed forth, aiul with its fingers toyed withhis hair. Tlie curtains having been
readjusted aftershowing that the cabi-net was empty. Mr. Heller commandedthe spirits to convey Miss Helier from
the-dressing room to the cabinet. Up-on that lady being questioned if she
was dressed, her reply- that, she wasseemed to come from the "left of the
stage, an.i almost instantly thereafter
her voice was heard in the cabinet say-ing, "Here I am," and the curtain be-
ing raised, Mis* Heiierj. attired 43 atfirst, was seen standing in the oontreof
the cabinet. Aft.* she had desrien**!,the curtain was again closed, and whenOpened a quantfty of red fire burning '
on a white plate was seen,. Md at the
discharge of a pistol in Mt. Heller's
hands the drapery was apparently torn
violently fromth. cabinet at\A thrownupon the floorof the stage, iHtich clos-ed the entertainment."?N. Y. Clipper.

the misrule in Turkey, aud unequivo-cally declared that the government
would do nothing to protect the Porte.Thus au cud is put to the reports that
the governmentis inclined to let itself
be made an instrument of clamors for
war.. Mr. Cross, of course,' added that
the government defend the inter-ests of England,--ind,- what is more im-portant, he deflned.those interests. We
should protect tfie Suez canal, guard
Kgypt, aud not permit any power to
interfere with the freedom of the Dar-
danelles. anjß the Bospborus. Hence we
should protect Constantinople from be-
coming the priae of conquest. Tiiis is
the -essential part of our policy, and is
also the policy of all Europe. None of
the powers could permit the freedom of
the Mediterranean and the Black Seato be hampered, bat to suppose thatRus-sia would defy the united policy of all
the powers by seizing Egypt and Con-stantinople is to suppose that her states-men are, in a medical sense, unfit to beat large.

'JMr. Cross, at the conclusion of hisspeech, gave tho following as a clearstaterneu't of the government's policy :
Nqt to sanction oppression or tyrannyin any part of the world; to preserve

need be, .of their strength. Wherever

lieally improve them, (and that way, inMr. Cross's opinion, is not by war,) tolocalize, minimize or wipe away the ef-
fects ofwar, then the government will
give theif services."
