For the Spectatob.

If the premises and conclusions of Mr.
Stuart, as he elaborately sets them forth
in the last issue of the Spectator, are
all correct, then his "sarcastic flings" &t
those who may differ with him,or in oth-
er words at theignorant littlefellows com-
posing the meeting of farmers who as-sembled in Stannton on the19th ofMay
just past, may have been in some meas-
ure justifiable. But ain't it just barely
possible that even Mr. Stuart, in his la-
borious expositionof thisugly question,
has no right to claim for himself unas-
sailable infallibility. The embarrassed
condition of the State finances, and an
honorable and permanent solution of
the difficulty, is a question that occupies
the public mind almost to the exclusion
of all others.. It is a question in which
every man in the State ot Virginia is as
directly interested as be is in his own
personal or privatebusiness ; a question
too, upon which the people are seeking
moreand still more earnestly informa-
tion. We are entitled to information
without Reserve upon it, but are not
much indebted to our learned represen-
tative for what little we do know. It
seems to me a little less than remarka-
ble that the amountof theState's liabili-
ties (a question of record) should be
made a matter of reckless speculation
and should be variously estimated at
from twenty-nine to sixty millions of
dollars. In the article referred to, the
outstandingobligations of the State are
set down, and claim to be correct be-
cause they are taken from official count,
the report of the Auditor for 18¥0, at
$29,489,326.38, and from these premises
it is ably argued that the same economy
that characterizes the last General As-
sembly shall be|hereafteradhered to, and
t/° the constitutionalamendmentsshall in
good fiiith.be carried out, and if the as-
sessed taxablevalue of railroad proper-
ty can beincreased|three or fourfold, and
if the "Mdffet's Whisky Punch Bill"
shall fulfill the sangpine expectationsof
itJ friends', and if the practical operation
of other laws, not detailed, do not fail,
then it is hoped that the deficit in the
treasury willbe so much reduced as to
be soon overcome by the steady increase
in the yalue ofpersonal property. With
this argument directly, I do not propose
to deal, nor is it necessary to my pur-
pose, but that the calculations upon
which it seems to be based have no
foundation in fact, and the argument,
therefore, must of necessity fall helpless
and harmless and powerless to the
ground, can, I think'be easily demon-
stratedfromthesame records; what then
is the State's indebtedness, on account of
which she must provide full interest in
order to keep her bead above thewaves?
The Auditor for the fiscal year ending
30th of September, 1876, reports that
two-thirds of the original debt amounts
in round numbers to $35,904,343.53, to
which must be added, on account of ac-
cumulated and unpaid interest, $3,510,-
-834.35, making the grand aggregate of
$89,415,177.88. In the above estimate is
of course included the bonds held by
the Sinking and Literary Funds, the
interest of which must be by taxation
provided for, and therefore must be
taken into account when we undertake
to calculate the amount of revenue
necessary for governmental purposes.
Now we are told that one-third of the
State's indebtedness under the contract
feature of the Funding bill, has been
thrown off" to West Virginia; that the
contract between the Commonwealth
on the one hand and her creditors on the
other, was, that upon the surrender of
the old bonds, new bonds would be
given for two-thirds theentire amount,
with tax receivable, coupons bearing six
per cent, interest? in consideration of
which they, the holders, agreed to take
for the remaining one-third certificates
"showing merely to them the amount
due from West Virginia," and further,
they agreed to look to West Virginia
for their redemption. That, in other
words, under the provisions of the
Funding bill, nearly $16,000,000, was
virtually lifted from the tax-ridden
shouldersof the people of this State. I
wish it were so. I wish it were so, but
is it so ? We can only get at the facts
in regard to it by an examinationof the
bill itself.'and if its face don't explainit-
self in plain and unmistakable language,
then we go for the further explanation
to the journal of the body that passed
it?the Legislature of '70 and '71?and
to these I respectfully ask your atten-
tion. In the investigation (which shall
be brief), don't loose sight of the fact
that it is argued in unqualified terms
that the effect of this very transaction
has redeemed the State from the thral-
dom of financial ruin ; don't forget that
those who favored the policy defined in
the address of Mr. Stuart, do so invari-
ably upon the assumption that be is
right in what he supposes to be the le-
gitimate results of the operation of the
Funding bill; don'tforget that its force
is relied upon always to show that the
State is in aprosperous and easy condi-
tion: But are such the facts in regard
to it ? The thirdsection of theFunding
bill reads thus: "Upon thesurrenderof

theold and acceptance of the new bonds
for two-thirds the amount due as pro-
videdin the lastpreceding section, there
shall be issued' to the owners, for the
otherone-third of theamount due upon
the old bond, stock, or certificate of in-
debtedness so surrendered, a certificate,
bearing the same dateof the new bond,
setting forth the amount of the bond
which is not funded as provided in the
last precedingsection, and that payment
of said amount with interest thereon,
at therate prescribed in the bond sur-
rendered, will be provided for in accor-
dance with such settlement as shall
hereafter be made between the States of
Virginia and West Virginia in regard
to the public debt of the StateofVirgin-
ia, existing at the time of dismember
ment." T,his was the contract. Now,
if it waa intended by those whose influ-
ence, and whose votes sustained the
measure, that it should he a contract,
the purpose of which was to relieve thisState wholly and entirely from the fu-
ture payment of this remaining third,
wouldn't it have been couched in lan-
guage.so plalst-«B4 w> dear, that even
an "Augusta Parmer" could not have
mistaken it? If the construction now
promulgated is the true construction,
that it was v contract entered into by
the .Virginia legislators for thp specific
purpose of relieving the State from the
payment of this enormous sum of
money, for which it is claimed we were
bound before, don't the Virginia legis-
lature deserveat the hands of their-con-
stituents a rebuke commensurate at
least with the disgraceful stupidity that
marks the transaction ? But the lan-
guage here used means, if it means any-
thing, that the holdersof the certificates
of indebtedness are to postpone theircollection until Virginia has bad reason-able time for settlement with West Vir-
ginia. Ifit shall be found at the time
of such settlement, that West Virginia
agrees and assumes to pay it all. then
of course Virginia is relieved of it all ?
Ifit is found that West Virginia agrees
to pay only one-half of this apportion
ment, then, in accordance wjth suchsettlement, under the Funding bill, Vir-
ginia must provide for the other half.
Ifthe settlementresults in the refusal
of West Virginia to pay any of it, then,in accordance with such settlement,
Virginia will be held and must provide,
under the provision* of the contract, for
its payment. The provisions of thiscontract clearly indicates that the cred-
itors are to be paid dollar for dollar,
principaland interest, the full face val-
ue of the certificates, and not so much
only as West Virginia agrees to pay.This settlement between the two States
is a question with which the creditors
of the Commonwealth have nothing todo, but it is a question in which we are
vitally interested ; a question in which
is involved a round little sum approxi-mating nearlyto twenty millions of dol-
lars. West Virginia holds that they
paid our treasurymore money than theytook out of it; that tbey got noneof thebenefit's of these loans, and are therefore
in equity bound for none of it, and will
not assume the payment of it. The
case therefore cited of Higginbottom's
ex'or vs. Commonwealth, 25th Gratt,
does settle effectually the principle, and
the decision leaves Virginia ( the present
State) with the bag to hold. What is
Governor Walker's understanding of
this thing? Governor Walker, "the
father of theact itself," saysin a message
addressed to the legislature, in which
he urges its passage: "It was never in-
tended that there should be a division
between the two States of the original
indebtedness. Such a transaction would
be impracticable ifnot impossible. Theobvious intent ofall thelegislation upon
this subject is, that whatever amount
the State of West Virginia ought to as-
sume, should be paid into the treasury
of this State, to be by her used in the
extinguishment of the debt. Thebonds
are the bonds of the State of Virginia
and not West Virginia, and to the treas-
ury of.Virginia does the creditor look
fonttießsvyment of his,debt.." Such isGov-errfijfe .Walker's construction, andfrom hik close intimacy.and untiring
efforts kt the premises, his opinion is
entitled, I should say, to weight. But
how do the bondholders themselves con-
strue it? Let us see. Here is an ex-
tract from the letter of an English (for-
eign) bondholder, written upon this very
subject; "The State of Virginia agreed
by that bill (the Funding bill) to payinterest on two-thirds of its debt, but
it did not repudiate the other third. It
issued on that third a certificate of in-
debtedness, bearing interest at six per
cent, and to be paid in accordance with
such settlement as shall hereafter be
had between the States of Virginia and
West Virginia, and the State holds such
bonds so far as unfunded for the holder
or his assigns. Whatever West Virgin-
ia pays, the holder will get, and if it be
found on a settlement that West Vir-
ginia owes nothing, the State of Vir-
ginia will be liable for the whole sum."
Here we see that the construction given
to this bill by the father of it, and the
understanding of the bondholders them-
selves are in perfect accord; that both,
as does the bill itself, utterly repudiate
the idea that these certificates of in-
debtedness, are to be regarded asa "mere
evidence of the amount due from West
Virginia." The review of this ques-
tion might well rest here, for it seems
to me, in the face of the facts al-
ready presented, the claim that these
certificates of indebtedness were only
intended to show that West Virgin-
ia's third was "still \u25a0 due and unsat-
isfied" is a little less than ludicrous.
But if there is still a remaining doubt
as to what was meant by the passage of
the Funding bill, let us dispel the doubt
by probing a little deeper into the mat-
ter. Let us us look for a moment into
the journalofthe Assembly whilst the
bill was under consideration. When
the fracas over the brilliant enterprise
was still waxing warm, the friends of
the movement over sanguine and its
enemies a little dejected, Mr. Turner, of
Rappahanock, moved to insert in the
body of said certificate a proviso in the
following words : "But the Stateof Vir-
ginia is not and will not be bound in
any manner or form for the pay-
ment, now or at any future time.
of this certificate, or any part there-of; but this is without any preju-
dice to the rights of the holder thereofto demand payment ofthe same of the
State of West Virginia." This was aplain and unvarnished proposition, in
which it was sought togive to the Fund-
ing bill the very imprint now fruitlesslyclaimed for it. If the amendmenthadbeen accepted, this whole dispute of
Virginia's liability for the certificates ofindebtedness in question, would have
been settled beyond rational controver-
sy. But it was rejected, and the rejec-
tion is proof positive and conclusive that
the friends of this "monstrous iniquity"
didnot intend that this State should be
relieved of a single dollar of her original
indebtedness,but rather that it shouldbe, as it was, compounded; interestshould be made to bear interest, andthat remote generations should be made
to feel under its lash the pressure
of an inexcusable' and unpardonable
wrong. When the amendment of Mr.Turner failed, Mr. Daniel moved anoth-
er proviso in the following words:"And it is provided that the funding of
two.thirds of the bonds is authorized
and granted only upon the conditionthat the owners of such bonds do release
and discharge the Stateof Virginia fromall liability to pay the remaining one-third thereofuntil thereshall have been
a final settlementbetween the States of
Virginia and West Virginia in regard to
the public debt of the State existing atthe time of its dismemberment." Thisamendment, unlike its predecessor, didnot seek ultimaterelief in thepremises,but only asked the fundera to say thatthepresent Stateof Virginiashould not

They re-
fused so to say and the proposition,like
the former, was rejected. Mr. Daniel
then moved to amend the bill by insert-
ing in the third seotion the following
words: "And it i9hereby provided that

$52,000,000. The annual interest on this
sum is $3,120,000. The' Auditor reportsthe expenses of the government and

This ad-
ded to the amount ascertained to be the
full interest on public debt, makes
$4,563,000, that must be collected for
State purposes. Now the wholeamount
of State taxes now collected, applicable

Lee's Surrender.
TUB SCENE UNDER THE APPLE TREE?

THE ACCOUNT OF AN EYE-WITNESS.
To the Editor of the Philadelphia Times:

1 The Weekly Times of the 16th instantcontains a short article copied from theNew York World, entitled "Lee's Sur-render." Having been an eye-witnessof the few incidents mentioned, I can
testify that the statements of "V. D."
in the World are substantiallyncoirect.Very few persons were in the immedi-
ate neighborhood at the time; some of
Gen. Lee's military household, mem-
bers of Gen. Gordon's staff", and a few
of the engineer corps to which I was at-
tached are all I can now recall. Xbft.remnant of the oncevictorious Army orNorthern Virginia, at this time reduced,
by straggling and desertion, to about

form and magnificent sword purchasedin England and presented to him bythe State of Virginia, l Like funeral
trappings they served c%ly to enhance
the general gloom. He had been seat-
ed fora long time, with ctoesed arms
and bowed head, immovable as a stone,
on abroken railunderan old appletree,
whose scanty foliage and feeble bloom
werein general keeping with the gen-
eral dilapidation of the homestead in its
rear, which I learned was the birth-place of Sweeney, the famous banjo
player. The staff stood somewhatbe-
hind him, and the engineers wereseat-
ed orlying on the ground directly in
front. No one spoke a word or madea
move, and the painful silence was only
broken by the rapid approach of a Fed-
eral officer with his aid on horseback.

At thefirst sound of hisappreach Lee
stood erect and waited his arrival. The
officerdismounted at some distance,and,
leaving his horse in charge of theaid,
advanced toward Lac with head uncov-ered, and stopping every few paces,bowed repeatedly low to the ground.?
Having arrived within speaking dis-
tance salutes were sxchanged, a few
words, inaudible to the nearest by-stander, werespokenon dither side, and
then Lee, mounting his horse, which
was in readiness near by, rode off, ac-.companied by the two officers, in the
direction of Appomattox Courthouse.

During the interval of suspense which
occurred before the arrival of the Feder-
al General T made a hasty sketch of the
scene, which, I am sorry to say, with
the exception of the chief actor, Lee,presented not a single point of interest
to the artist. A more forlorn or less
picturesque situation couldhardly have
been selectedas the scene ofany remark-
able event?a wretched Virginia farm
of the lowest class, long before given up .-.

to ruin and decay, whose nakedness ,

even naturehad neglected to clothewith
graceful drapery. Later in the day I
returned to the same spot to find the
principal points of the scene literally
obliterated. Trees, rails, and buildings
were gone, and a few devoted treasure-
seekers were grubbing out theroots of
the former. I securedonly a few apple-
blossoms and twigs and a splinter of a
rail, which, together with the sketch, I -'
