Rewardsof Literature.
Longfellow, themost popular Ameri-

can poet, and quite as popular in Great
Britain asher., has not had from hisworks more than $00,000. He is inde-
pendent in circumstances?probably
worth .100,000 to .200,000?but tbe great-
est part of it has come to him through
his wife, long since deceased, who was
rich in her own right. It should be re-
membered, too, that he has been writing
all his life most, industriously, and thathe is now seventy.

Emerson, th. most original thinker in
the Republic, whose work has been
translatedinto many modern languages,
has not made, from his remarkable little
volumes, over $20,000. lie has gained
nearly as much more by lecturing; and
yet, by excellent management, which
one might not expect from the high
idealist, and by a serene philosophy ofa
practical sort, he continues to live en his
small property.

Bryant is often cited as afl instance of
a rich author. He is rich, but not by
authorship. He has made considerable
money by assisting in the publication of,
and lending his nameto divers worksof
a popularkind ; _ut the great bulk ofhis
fortune has come to him from his half
ownership in the Evening Post, one of
the most profitable newspaper in the
country. All the money hehas directly
earned by his pen, outside of journalism,
would not exceed, in all probably $25,000,
notwithstanding his estate is estimated
at $400,000.

Hawthorne, who stands foremost
among American authors, and who has
contributed more than any one of our
countrymen to giveJAmerican literature
a distinct reputation, waspoorto his dy-
ing day, and might havesufferedbut for
his appointment to the consulship at
Liverpool by his friend, President
Pierce. As the place is lucrative, and
he held it for four years, he put some
money in his purse, which enabled him
to travel in Europe afterhis resignation,
and to add to his material comfort in va- :
rious ways.

Lowell is independentin circumstan-
ces?no thanks to his fine poetry and
essays, however. His highly artistict ?
temperament is disposedtoindolence(?),
but if it were not he never could have
coined his brain into dollars enough to
live as he has lived?elegantly, though
modestly and reasonably.

Whittier, charming poet that he is,
has within a few years earned some-
thing by cultivating the Muse; but if
be had not from thebeginning pursued
i rigorous economy he might have come
to want. Like most thrifty New En-
glanders, he owns his own house, and
beneath its humble roof, it is said, he
has- sometimes subsisted?he is a bache-
lor, youknow?on $590 a year. Such
sften are the wages of poetry.

Holmes is well off by the practice of
the medical profession, by marriage p.nd
inheritance, albeit not by poems, lec-
tures, novels, nor Autocrats of the
Breakfast Table. All that he has writ-
ten has not brought him . 25,000,and but
for bis independence he would not have
felt able to give so much of his time as
he has given to miscellaneous litera-
ture.

Bayard Taylor, although he has made, i
perhaps, $50,000 by his writings?his'
books of travel having been very popu-
lar?has not sufficient income to sustain
him without regular labor. A very
large part of his capital is invested in
the Tribune, and as the paper wisely in-
tends to pay for its new aud veryexten-
sive buildings before resuming divi-
dends, he has gone upon the editorial
staff at $5,000 per annum, which he
would not have done, probably, had not
the dividends been interrupted.
I might go through the whole litera-

ture of the country without being able
to point out one who has earned euougb
by his writing to render him indepen-
dent. Mr. J. G. Holland is frequently
named as an author who has amassed
wealth. His books hive sold as largely
as those of any American writer, and
whatever may be thought of his ability,
he still baa a vast consistency. He is
not at all rich in the New York sense ;
he may be worth $200,000, but most of
this he got by his partnership in the
Sprigfleld Republican, which he dispos-
ed of some time before he came here to
George Wm. Custis?dainty, eloquent,
and scholarly?is dependenton his salary
from the Harpers ; so is Mr. Wm. 1).
Howell dependent upon his editorship
of the Atlantic ; Bret Harte, T.B. Alrich,
James Parten, J. T. Trowbridge, R. H.
Stoddard, T. W. Higginson, mainly up-
on fugitive writing ; while GrantWhite
has a place in the Custom House; E. C.
Stedman is a stock broker; aud other
authors are obliged, more or less, to do
practical things in order to support the
luxury of literature.

"The Leap of Death."?[New York
Graphic.]? High Bridge, according to
all accounts, will soon lay [claim to an
attraction that is not possessed by any
of the watering places in that vicinity.
On Wednesday last M. Vinot, a celebra-
ted French gymnast, who for several
years past has been therival ofBlondin
in feats of rope walking, visited the
bridge for the purpose of making ar-
rangements to give performances on the
tight rope.

A Matter Worth Thinking: About

It has become tho fashion (especially
with those who know very little on thesubject) to abuse thefunding bill. Theycall it the "infamous funding bill," the"bill of abominations," &c. One wouldsuppose from the way they speak of itthat it was a measure of unmixed evil,with no redeeming feature about it. Is
this true ?

Let us see: First, the whole amount
of banking capital in the State is loss
than $4,000,000. The whole amount of
currency issued by these banks is butlittle over$3,000,000.

The aggregate of taxes levied by theState and paid by the people (saying
nothing of county and city taxes) iaabout $2,700,000.

Now, if this $2,700,000 had all to be
paid in currency, is it not evident that
almost the entire currency of the State
would be withdrawn from circulation
by the tax collectors and locked up in
the banks ? How, then,could the crops
of thefarmersbe bought, and howcould
the business of the country be carried
on?

But as $1,200,000 of the taxes is paya-
ble in coupons, these coupons perform
the officeof $1,200,000 of currency, and
leave the money to flow in the ordinary
channels of business. Is this no benefit
to the people of Virginia, who are so
much in need of money to carryon their
business? lam inclined to think that
if everybody had to scrape up money to
pay their taxeswe would have a louderhowl than we now have. Again : The
cry ofthe anti-funders is that the dear
peopleare overburthenedto meet their
taxes. If this be so, then everything
which tends to ligthen the burthens is
a benefit to them. Nobody will dispute
that fact. Let us now see how the cou-
pou-feature of the funding bill acts. If
you turn to theprice current in the Rich-
mond and Baltimore papers it will seem
that tax-receivable coupons are selling
at from 80 to 81 cents in the dollar. In
other words, they are at a discount of 19
or 20 per cent. The tax-payer therefore,
who buys coupons at this rate (as almost
everybody does) and pays his tax with
them saves 19 or 20 per cent, of the
amount of his taxes!

Everybody will admit that it would
be agreatrelief to the tax-payersto have
the taxes reduced one-fifth. The manwho could accomplish such a result
would be hailed as a public benefactor.
Now, the funding bill accomplishes this
veryresult; and yet the "peculiarfriends
ofthe people" abuse the funding bill!

Suppose thefunding bill were repealed
is it not obvious that it would beequiva-
lent to raising the taxes to the extentof
the discount on the coupons ?

In this view of the case, would it not
be to the advantage of the tax-payerto
have the whole debt funded? If the
number of coupons were increased fifty
per cent, the tendency would be to de-
preciate them stiU more, and the tax-
payers would be relieved to the extent,
probably, of one-fourth instead of one-
fifth of their taxes. So far as the tax-
payer is concerned it would be equiva-
lent to a reduction of twenty-five per
cent, in tho amount of his taxes.

To Keep Tomatoes for Winter
Use.?As the tomato season is now here,
I contribute one way for keeping them
for winter use that may be new to some
of yourreaders. late them in February,sliced and seasoned with sugar and a

They were preserved in tho followingmanner: Dissolve a teacup of salt in a
gallon of water. Pick ripe tomatoes,
but not over ripe, leaving little of thestem on. The tomatoes must be well
covered with brine, and they will keeptill spring or over.
