Young
McCue, who had not been atall disturbed by the
threats of the negro mob, remained at his post
until his lease of the cigar stand expired last
Monday, when he returned home.— Vindicator
of Tth.

THE JEWISH NEW YEAR.—Last Saturday
was the commencement of the Jewish year
5638, reckoning from the Crcation, and was ap-
propriately observed by the Israelites of this
place. While, therefore, lettersare dated“‘Sep-
tember 8, 1877,” as with Christians, this day is
still the first day of the month of Tishrei in the
year 5638. This festival is onc of those com-
manded in the Scripture:—*“And the Lord
spake unto Moses. saying, speak unto the chil-
dren of Israel, sdying, in the seventh month,
in the first day of the month, shall ye have 4
Sabbath, a memorial of blowing of trumpets,
a holy convocat.on.”—Lev., xxiii, 23, 24,

To this day the traditional cornet or ram’s
horn is publicly sounded in all orthodox syna-
gogues in the new year. The notes sounded
are the same cverywhere, and are tfadltiona],
so that the devout of Israel probably still listen
to the identical tunes at which the walls of Jer-
icho fell before the victerious Joshua. Satur-
day being the Jewish Sabbath, the trumpet
was smot sounded, this ceremony being post-
poned until Sunday, when the orthodox cele-
brate a duplicate holidayin their synagogues,—
In the “temples,” as the places of worship of
the reformed or rationalistic sect of the Jews
are called, the conventional ram’s horn is not
used, nor is the second day observed.

The first ten days of Tishrei are cslled Aasares
Yemy Thesuva, the ten penitential days, and
the Sabbath occurring September 15th is called
Sabbath Shuva. This nameis derived from the
Haphtorah, or conclusion, the reading of which
is a part of the New Year service in the syna-
gogues. The history is that Antiochus Epipha-
nes, after conquering the Egyptians, made war
with the Israelites, and, conguering them, gave
orders to burn all their books and prohibited
the reading of the weekly portion of the Pen-
tateuch. The Israelites then selected certain
chapters from the books of the prophets ccrres-
ponding as nearly as possible to the text of the
Pentateuch, and these chapters were read in-
stead,and are called the Hephtorah—henceread-
ing on this oceasion at present time. Monday,
the 3d of Tisheri, is the fast of Gedaljah, in re-
membrance of his assassination.

Yet in our midst we have
no collection of the evidences of the formation
of the earth, of native or extraneous fossils,
such as mine , earths, salts, combustibles,
metals, or bodies of vegetable or animal origin,
such as plants, shells, bones and other speci-
mens—many of which are petrified and have
.been buried in the earth accidentally.

Virginia abounds in these interesting speeci-
mens—our forestalone produceseveral hundred
different kinds of wood, mostly of excellent
quality. Who amongst us has seen them all
brought together or could name or classify
them if they were? Our soil is rich in miner-
als, coals, iron, salt, oos:per gold, and gypsum,
yet where is there an nteresting collection of
these to be seen and studied?

‘When a boy I remember to have seen in the
county many relics of the red men such as stone
arrow heads, hatchets and instruments in the
form of adze, which the barbarians no doubt
used to fell timber and scoop out their canoes.
What an interest a cabinet of these curiosities
would now pessess! I trust it is not now too
late to secure many of these memorials, but to
be successful notimeshould be lost. I see with
surprise no mementos of the late civil war, but
a few rusty blades and now and again a delapi-
dated scabbard or broken gun barrel. Let us
coueclt tihese mementos also of that period in
our history
*“When civil discord first grew high,

And men fell out they knew not why.”

My interest in the subject is doubtless the
greater from the fact that I have visited many
celebrated museums in Europe, particularly in
Italy, which contain innumerable specimens
of the threeages into which antiquarians divide
the primeval or pagan ages, nameiy, first, the
stone; secondly, the bronze; and thirdly, the
iron; each betokening a different degree of ad-
vancement and civilization. And collections
also of all succeeding ages with the natural pro-
ductions, &c., of every country.

County Or;anization.

The Lynchburg Virginian publishes a

letter on the subject of county organiza-
tion and comments as follows:
Much of the yunnecessary expense of
administration lies just here; so that the
people who imagine that repudiation of
the public debt would relieve them al-
most entirely of taxation make a great
mistake. The Conservative people of
Virginia knew whep the present Con-
stitution was framed, that the county
organization was not adapted to our con-
dition, and would invoive an expense
that we could illy bear. General Grant
saw this, and, as we were informed by
Mr. Stuart, the Chairman of the Com-
mittee of Nine, spoke more freely in
condemnation of the feature of the Con-
stitution, than he did of any other. He
said that it would entail an expense that
would be intolerable, and accordingly,
promised that;we should have the oppor-
tunity to vote upon this provision sepa-
rately, as wedid upon the disfranchising
and disability clauses of the Constitu-
tion. For some reasen that has never
been explained satisfactorily, General
Grant receded from his promise, and we
had either to reject the whole Constitu-
tion, and permit the State to continue
under military and carpet-bag rule, or
take it with the chance reserved of
amending it in the future. The people
acted wisely, as we think, in accepting
the best terms they could get under the
circumstances, for the purpose of regain-
ing control of their own affairs, and
should now proceed to make such
amendments in the organic law as time
and experience, butabove all, the neces-
sities of their.condition, have proved to
be requisite.
