BA Hint to our Farmers.
St. Louis Republican has somehts on theagriculture suited to thethat are well worthy of consid-eration, for in some sections, notably inwhat is known as the "cotton belt," toomuch attention has been given to thecultivation of a single staple. But herein Virginia, there are many things be-sides wheat, corn and tobacco, that

might be cultivated to profit, while, at
the same time,they would be improvers
of the soil. Only a few days ago, we no-ticed in the neighboringcounty of Ap-
pomattox, a magnificent crop of black-eyed peas, which, after the peas shall
have been gathered, will be plowed un-der and made to fertilize the soil as well
as the best manure. And so, in many
other ways, our farmers might "turn apenny" and at the same time be im-
proving instead of exhausting theirsoil. "It is beginning to dawn at lastupon the Southern mind," says the Re-
publican, "that the splendid soil and

| climate of the South are capable of de-
veloping many articles besides cottonthatwill bring money to tbe Southernpeople. Early fruits of the choicest
kind and in rich abundance, now reach
Northern, Eastern and Western cities,
shipped from Southern farms, and large

| sums of money are realized upon them.
It is believed that more money per

acre is actually made upon the minor
topics of the South than upon its cotton.
This is especially true of theStates hav-
ing light, quick soil, as many parts of
Maryland and Virginia on tidewater,
Georgia, North and South Carolina and
Florida. The soil of these sections
would inevitably impoverish those Who
would attempt to grow cotton on them
for abusiness, but willenrichthose who
diligentlyandintelligently cultivate the
minor products, such as fruits, vegeta-
bles, flowers and nursery stock. It is
related that recently in Georgia a lady
took 600 pounds of dried fruit to market,
and, to her surprise, obtained for it $60.
A bale of cotton would not have brought
more than $40; would have required
two acres of land for its growth, and
consumed more time, labor and money
in its production and making ready for
market than the fruit did, which, it is
likely, was produced from less than half
an acre. If the lately invented evapo-
rators were introduced into tbe South-
ern States extensivelyand the fruit crop
utilized, almost unlimited quantities
might be exported, and the prices ob-
tainedwould be more per pound and
net more per acre than cotton yields, or
than sugar yields. It is believod to have
been established beyond a peradventure
now that Southern planters will study
their own interests if they will hereafter
pay more attention to the minor pro-
ducts of their soil."? Lynch. Virgiman.

Brig-am Young's Funeral. i
THOUSANDS OF MORMONS PRESENT? j

SEVENTEEN WIVES MOURNING?THE
PROPHET'S INSTRUCTIONS FOR HIS
BURIAL, ETC.

The New York Herald's Salt Lake
City correspondent furnishes some in-
teresting particulars of the funeral of
Brigham Youngi in that city, on Sun-
day. Early in the forenoon the new
tabernacle, where the body had laid in
state all ofSaturday and during the night
of Saturday,was approached by dense
masses of Mormons, whose curiosity, it
was evident, far outstrippedevery other
feeling. The greatspaceof open ground
surrounding the tabernacle within the
enclosure where it stands is thickly lit-
tered with large, rough granite blocks,
intended to be in time put into the walls
of the neighboringnew temple, which
has been in contemplation for many
years. On these gigantic fiat stones
groups of saints disposed themselves.?
The dresses of the women were a study
for an artist, being evidently culled
from the wardrobes of great, great
grandmothers in five or six foreign
countries. Every shade of color was
present, and the fashions belonged to
almost every epoch since the days of
Josephine and the first empire. The
men were, on the other hand, arrayed
in garments of no special fashion. Some
worebroadcloth, but the greatmajority
weredressed in homespun, much of it
fresh from theprophet's factories."Within an hour after the doors of the
tabernaclewere opened it was filled on
the floor and in the galleries by 15,000
persons. The interior of the edifice
was decorated from the main floor to
the ceiling with festoons and wreaths
of evergreens and artificial flowers,
while the organ and the seats set apart
for the members of the higher priest-
hood and apostles were heavily draped
in mourning. At noon the stands
placed in front of the great organ and
choir were occupied by the general au-
thorities of the church, among whom
was conspicuously noticeable John \V.
Young, thefirst counsellor and favorite
son of Brigham, who thus took his offi-
cial place in the tabernacle, deserting
his appropriate seat among the mourn-
ers of the Young family.

The south platform was occupied by
the city council, the glee club and band.
West of them was the high council of
this Stake of Zion and the visiting high
council from different parts of the Ter-
ritory. The north side of the platform
was occupied by the bishops and their
counsellors of this Stake and visiting
bishops and theircounsellors.

Immediately in front of the stand in
the body of the building ten benches
were reserved for Brigham Young's
family, who, in due time, entered the
tabernacle in procession,and manifested
but few signs of grief as they did so.?
According to the official organ of thechurch, the Dcseret News, President
Young was the father of fifty-six chil-
dren. He has left behind him seven-teen wives, sixteen living sens and
twenty-eight daughters. Nearly all of
these wives and children were present.

Outside those reservations of space
for the members of the Young family
and those high in authority in the Mor-
mon Church and community, a great
and miscellaneous host of parti-colored
saints crammed all other space in the
hugeedifice, below on the main floorand aloft in the galleries.

In the midst of the great concourse,and directly in front of the seats occu-
pied by the Twelve Apostles, stood thecoffin, divestedof its whitemerino cov-
ering. Itwas raised upon a high cata-
falque and surmounted by a wealth of
flowers. Precisely at 12 o'clock the great
organ began to tremble and groan, and
a few minutes after the choir arose andbroke forth in a votivehymn. The cer-
emonies which were devoid of excite-ment, as was anticipated from arumor-
ed clause in Brigham's will, and of any-
thing like eloquence or pathos, then
pioceeded.

Four years ago Brigham Young wrote
directions as to his interment, which
were read by Elder Cannon. They
were to keep his body three or four
days, or longer if possible, the coffin to
be ofone and one-quarter inch redwoodboards, with ample room for him to
turn to theright or left if he chose, apillow to be placed under his head, and
to be buried in his temple clothing.?
His family are instructed not to buy
crape for the occasion ; the ladies might
wearmourning if they had it; the ser-
vices to be simple. If any one wanted
to speak briefly, all well. The body to
be placed on a bier and carried to his
private burying lot, where a stone vault
was to be prepared. The coffin to be
placed in a box of the same material,
and the vault covered with flat stones,
and nice, dry, fine earth put on them.?
There let it rest in peace, and have a
good sleep until the morning of the res-
urrection. There was to be no crying
at the grave. Ifbefore he died his peo-
ple should return to Jackson county,
Missouri, he wanted to be buried there.The family and relatives were of
course the most conspicuous in the pro-
cession, and they passed along the
street after the remains with avertedheads and dressed in sombre garments
suitable to the occasion. A straggling
array of hundreds ofthepriesthoodand
thousands of Mormons followed the
family, all on foot. The band played amournful tune as a portion of the pro-
cession entered Brigbam's private cem-
etery, where, after a tedious ceremonial
under a hot sun, the body was deposited
in a peculiar mausoleum constructedfor
it.

A Sad Romance.
A telegraphic dispatch to the NewYork Herald, dated Blltimore, August20th, says:
The death of Miss Ida V. Branch,

aged twenty-three which followed a sur-
gical operation at theMaryland Univer-sity Hospital yesterday, has brought tolight a singular romance in real life.She was the daughter of JamesBranch,
residing near Smithfiel, Isle of "Wight
county, Va., and possessed extraordina-ry beauty, and was besides a young lady
of culture and refinement. She was thebelleof the village and had many ad-
mirers. Among others who sought herhand was a Mr. Ferguson, the son of a
neighboring farmer, to whomwith the
consent of her father Ida became be-
trothed. In January last certain indi-
cations ln theappearanceofMiss Branch
aroused a suspicion on thepart of her
father that the intimacy between them
has been of an improper character, andMr. Branch communicated his suspi-
cions to his daughter. The latter ear-
nestly denied the imputation, and sol-
emnly protested that her intimacy
had not exceeded that of the strictest
Cropriety. His suspicious wereallayed,
ut subsequently they were again arous-

ed and Miss Branch was sent to her
sister, Mrs. Ferguson, at Charlottes*
ville. To this lady Ida made an equal-
ly positive denial, but her physical con-dition was such that her father deemed
a medical examination necessary. Hevisited Charlottesville,and the physi-
cian, after an examination, confirmed
his suspicions. Notwithstanding thisshe again protested her innoeenoe, and
a second examination by another phy-sician revealed the presence ofan ovari-
an tumor. Dr. Randolph, who madethis discovery, recommendedher remo-
val to Baltimorefor medioal treatment.
She arrived here on the 15th inst, and
was placed under the care of Professor
Johnston and other eminent physiolans
comprising thefaculty of the Maryland
University.

The tumor grew so rapidly that an op-
eration was found necessary. She was
assured that the tumor would result in
death in a few days, while theoperation
might possibly save her life. She readi-
ly assented, requesting that if she died
a post mortem might be made in order
to establishher purity and innocence.
The operationwas performedonFriday,
and the tumor, when removed, was
found to be of the extraordinary weight
of forty-four pounds.

She rallied slightly, but subsequently
i sank, and death ensued on Saturday af-
ternoon. It was discovered that decom-

. position had begun before the tumor
was removed, and that she oould not In
any case have lived more than a day or
two. Her remains were taken to Vir-

Gen. Hooker on the Battle of
Antietam.?Gen. Joseph Hooker has
just sent to the War Department his re-
port of the battle of Antietam, which
he says was made outatthetime,butwas
mislaid, and was never recovered until
early in July last. Gen. Hooker draws a
graphic pictureof a corn field filledwithConfederates, with the snn glistening
on their bayonets, the whole suddenly
swept by canister from a halfdozen bat-
teries which he ordered to spring intoexistence, so that "every stalk of corn
was cut as closely as could have been
done with aknife, and the slain lay in
rows, precisely as they had stood jn
their ranks a few moments before."?
General Hooker evidently believes that
General McClellau blundered badly in
this battle, theattack being, he declares,
"made feebly by corps extending over
twenty-four hours, and at leastone corps
of the army being nowhere engaged."
Of General Burnside's point of assault,
too, General Hooker says that "if a
more difficult and insurmountable point
of assault could havebeen found on the
Antietam river, from its source to its
mouth," he has not been able to find it.
General Hooker does not regard the bat-
tle of Antietam exactly in the light of
a great victory for the federal army?in-
deed he leaves the impression that he
does not regard it as a victory at all.

Church Expense.?Tbe Philadel-
phia Star makes the following remarks
regarding the salaries of pastor, choir
singers, and other church incidentals,which at this time are decidedly appro-
pos:

During the high priced seasons which
followed it, there appearedto be no lim-
it to the disposition of zealous church
people to increase the salaries of theirpastors and the rates of pew rent. As
money wasplentiful, and business brisk
and profitable, no special object wasraised by the averagepew holders ; but
since the shrinkage in values has begun,
and there has been a dwindling of in-
come down to near the starvation point,
it begins to occurr to a great many peo-
ple thatpew rentsof houses,'should comedown, and with them the salaries of
some pastors, and the liberal pay of
choir singers, etc. ?in a word, that
church expenses ought to be reduced.
The subject is attracting considerable
attention, and it is probable that with
the opening of the church season next
month action will be taked upon it in
many of the churches.

The desire for areduction is not based
upon any want of appreciation of the
services of pastorsand singers, but up-
on thepure and simple ground of actual
necessity. It is superfluous to state that
the incomes of a great many persons
who a yearago lived in comfort and
even luxury havebeen so seriously im-
paired by the decline in the value of
stocks, rents, etc., as to render retrench-
ment a matter that will not admit of
discussion. It is from such that this de-
mand for a lessening of churbh expenseswill come, and it will have to be respect-
ed.
