
TheExtra Session.?The extra ses-
sion ofCongress, which begins on the
15th of next month, is likely to be of
unusual interest. While the message of
the President is expected to be brief,
and confined to the special business for
which the session has been called, the
House will have to elect a Speaker, the
Senate will have to act on the appoint-
ments madeby the President since it
adjourned, and there are threats by re-
publican politicians that the question
of the confirmation of these appoint-
ments will become the occasion of an
organized war on the President and his
cabinet. Should these expectations be
realized the extra session will be excit-
ing, and may last till theregular session
meets. The army estimates are said to
be ready to be presented to Congress
when it meets, and it is thought there
will not be much trouble or delay over
the army appropriations. The fortunate
determination by the President that the
army shall not be used to interfere in
Southern political affairswill remove all
opposition which had arisen at the last
session from that source to the armyap-
propriation bill. It is conjectured that
there will be enough republicans to act
with the democrats in both houses torepeal the tenure-of-offl.eeact.

TUESDAY, SEPTEMBEB 18, 1877. a
Facts that should not be lost sight of.

.

The "repudiators" are clamorous c
about the increase of the public debt by c
the accumulation of interest, but not ?
one of these has ever called attention to ]
the reductions whichhave been made of -
the principal. (

By reference to the report of the Sec- 1
ond Auditor for 1873, it will be found i
that the principal of the debt on 30th -
September, 1873, was $30,478,146. By :
report of same officer for 1875, it will <
be seen that the debton 30th September,
1875, was $29,514,420, showing a reduc-
tionof principal in two years of .963,720.

This is not a bad exhibit?a reduction
of the principal of the debt, in two
years, of nearly a million of dollars!

Since 1875 the principal of the debt
has beenreduced to $29,489,326, and if
the last Legislature had performed the
solemn duty imposed on it by the Con-
stitution, it would have been reduced a
million more.

The reduction above referred to was
effected mainly by the sinking fund.

The Constitution?Article ,X, section
B?provides that "the General Assem-
bly shall provide by law a sinking
fund, to be applied solely to the pay-
ment and extinguishment of the prin-
cipal of the State debt, which sinking
fund shall be continued until the extin-
guishment of such State debt."

Under this provision of the Constitu-
tion, a sinking fund has been provided,
which amounts to about four million
and a half of dollars. This sinking
fund is invested in Virginia State bonds,
bearing interest at the rate of six per
cent.

This interestconstitutes the main rev-
enueof thesinking fund, and the Con-
stitution expressly sets'it apart for "the
payment and extinguishment of the
principal of the public debt."

During the years 1873-4 and 1874-5,the
Legislature, as they were bound by
their official oaths to do, provided for
the payment of the intereston the sink-!
ing fund; and with that interest nearly
a million of dollars of the principal of
the debt was bought up.

The annual interest on the sinking
fund amounts to about $270,000 per an-
num.

As the original State bonds, which
have noi been funded as "consols" or
"peelers," are quoted at $30 for a bond
of .100, if this interest bad been provid-
ed for it would have enabled the com-
missioners of the sinking fund to buy
annually .900,000 of these bonds, or
$1,800,000 in the two years. Setting
apart one-third of this amount($600,000)
for W. Va. ultimately tosettle,we would
have had $1,200,000 to transfer to our
credit account; and our outstanding debt
would have been reduced to a little over
$28,000,000. We would also have had
$600,000 of West Virginia certificates to
add to the two millions which we al-
ready hold, to be used as an offset to
any possible claim which West Virgin-
ia may hereafter assert against Virginia
in consequence of Virginia's giving to
the Atlantic, Mississippi & Ohio Rail-
road six and a half millions of dollars of
stocks and debts, which belonged joint-
ly to Virginia and West Virginia.

This would have been an admirable
arrangement for Virginia, and would
have effectually guarded her against
any danger arising from the fact that
she allowed herself to be "bamboozled"
out of six and a half millions of bonds
and stocks, of which she really owned
but two-thirds.

Another good result would have fol-
lowed. When the sinking fund buys
in bonds, they are not cancelled, but
added to the sinking fund, and consti-
tute a part of it. The sinking fund,
therefore, by the additionof this $1,200,-
-000 wouldhave been increased from four
and half millions to five millions seven
hundred thousand dollars, and tbe an-
nual interest would have raised to $342,-
-000, which, at present rates, would buy
in nearly a million of dollars of the
debt the following year, aud add $00,000
to the revenue of the sinking fund.

No one can deny that there is an im-
perative duty imposed on the Legisla-
ture to provide for payment of the in-
terest on the sinking fund. But the
last Legislature shamefully, and in con-
tempt of their official oaths, refused to
do it. The obligation to provide for the
payment of the interest on the sinking
fund is quite as strong as to provide for
the interest on the literary fund. Both
obligations are imposed by the same
Constitution and almost in the same
terms. Yet the Legislature provided
for one and refused to provide for the
other.

Let the people nowrequire every can-
didate to pledge himself to discharge
this Constitutional duty ofproviding for
the payment of interest on the sinking
fund, and the principal of the debt will
be soon extinguished.

To theEditor of the Times :

Although the proper disposition and
arrangements, in reference to the public
debt of the State,belong, appropriately,
to the Legislative and not to the Exec-
utive department, under that practical
operation of our republican system,
which approves the exercise of the veto
power only in the exceptional cases of
improvidentor fraudulent or unconsti-
tutional legislation, yet the discussion
of the subject, during the canvass for
the Gubernatorial nomination, may re-
sult in eventful benefit, notwithstand-
ing the surrounding circumstances were
unpropitious for its dispassionate andbalanced consideration, and was ill-
timed, because it was not inaugurated
until a large portion of the delegates had
been appointed. There had existed
much smothered uneasiness and dissat-
isfaction, mistaken conceptionof facts-
even, with some, as to the origin of the
debt?and crude ill-digested views as to
the duty and power and extent of the
resources of the State. The inflamma-
tion has been brought to the surface, and
some material progress has been made
in reference to the adoption of a vigor-
ous and efficient treatment for relief.?We may anticipate, now, that some sub-
stantial and definite action will be ta-

. ken to reduce expendituresall along the
line, and to diminish, if possible, by
some friendly adjustment, the amount
of annual interest accruing upon the
debt, and thus avoid any increase of the
rate of taxation beyond that which the
State has heretofore imposed.
It can scarcely be hoped, however, to

accomplish the greatresult without men
of the proper stamp in the Legislative
halls. Capacity, experience,energy, in-
tegrity?nothing selfish or time-serving
?must constitute the essential elements
of the representativebody. The Con-
vention most considerately admonishes
the peopleof the necessity of commit-
ting their trusts to the charge of men
who will scrupulously guard their inter-
ests and their honor,and you have, well
and earnestly, urged the considerations
that relate to the selection of such, not
only in our own but in all other coun-
ties.

Among those who have been present-
ed for the HouseofDelegates, I observe,
is Gen. John Echols, of Staunton. I
make no invidious distinction, when I
express the gratification, which will be
felt at the announcement, by all who
take a deep interest in preserving the
good name and credit of the State and,
at the same time, of reaping the fruits
ofa comprehensive economy in the ad-
ministration of its affairs.

Terrible Disaster.?A terrible
marine disasteroccurred iv the English

, Channel, on the night of the llth inst.,
seven miles oft"Portland. The British
ship Avalanche, Captain Wilburns,

' from Loudon, September 4th, for New

Forest, Captain Lockhart, from Lon-
don, for New York, off Portland, and

Forest, though utterly wrecked, kept
afloatan hour or two. Three boats were
launched from her; only one of which
has yet been saved. It contaiued tbe

One boat was washed ashore,
and also several bodies. The other boats
are feared to be lost. The Avalanche
had twenty-six saloon, seventeen sec-
ond-class and twenty third class ; most-
ly colonists.

As Cashier of the First National
Bank, an office which involves largely
the management of such institutions,
he acquitted himself most honorably,
and to the great advantage of theBank,
making it, during his administration of
affairs, a success rarely equalledby sim-
ilar institutionsof the country.

The writer has known Mr. Efflnger
from his early boyhood, and to some
extent has been an observer of his gen-
eral course of life. To integrity of opin-
ion and purpose in all transactions withhis fellow men, he united an indomita-ble energy and perseverance with strict
and honorahle punctuality in every
transaction, commercial, financial, or
social. With qualities very prominent
as an affectionate husband and a kind
and indulgent father, he united a
thoughtful and judicious benevolence
towards the deserving poor or depen-
dents around him. His philanthropy
was not of that kind that sounds
a trumpet in its advance, but quiet and
discriminating,delighting to assist those
who assist themselves; and in this way,
unknown it may be, even to his neigh-
bors, he often made himself a true ben-
efactor te others, justifying the affec-
tionate expressions of a poor but worthy
colored man, uttered at his bed side on-
ly a few hours before his death, who
said, with deep feeling: "But for you,
dear friend, I should now be houseless
and homeless, without a shelter over
the heads of my family." Others who
had not a like opportunity of thus
softening the pillow of death, will not
less feel deep obligations for kindness
timeously bestowed.

The life of Mr. Efflnger, as a citizen
and a man of business, is eminently
worthy of imitation. His thorough be-
lief in the great doctrines of the Chris-
tian's faith, his abounding charity to-
ward all his fellow-men, and the earnest
attention he gave, especially in his lat-
ter days, to the claim ofthe gospel uponhim, and, as he hoped, an humble sub-
mission to such claims, give to his be-
reaved family a cheerful confidence that
their loss of him is his eternal gain.

Fourth of the Tax.?Richmond,
Sept. 12, 1577. ?Judging by the experi-
ments of two days, the M_F_t register
will produce quite as much revenue as
its projectors claimed. Selling spiritu-
ous liquors at 12]cents a drink aud lager
at 5 cents a glass to yield .1.50 tax per
day it will only be necessary for the
bar-keeper to take in about .8 iv money.
Notwithstanding State and city ordi-
nances, nearly all of the saloon's keep
open 365 days iv the year, and we have
350 places where the register is sold.?
Thus we assume that the Molfett regis-
ter tax will yield nearly .197,000. Un-
der ordinary circumstances, Richmond
could be relied on to pay about one fifth
of the liquor tax.

The chief objection I have always had
to the law i 3that it imposes the entire
burden upon the cities. The country peo-
ple will not pay much. For this reason,
if the law proves tolerably successful, I
am. sure it will be fastened upon us, at
least until we are out of bur financial
trouble.

At present there is not a d.- liar in the
State treasury?not unless it has been
borrowed from the banks to-day. It is
true that the liquor dealers will pay
the Moffett tax iv coupons. If they do
with any degreeof unanimity the next
time State taxes are due coupons can-
not be found to pay them. There arenot coupons enough maturing for both
purposes, and the effect will be that all
the coupons will be absorbed and there
will be left a very large sum that can only
be paid in currency. I expect to see
the coupons advanced in price.? Cher-
ier.
