A SKETCH OF THE LIFE AND SERVICES
OF THE DISTINGUISHED DIVINE—
BRIEF AND PAINFUL ILLNESS.

REV. DR. DUNCAN,

was born in the city of Norfolk, Va., in
1830. He was therefore forty-seven
years of age at the time of his death—
Jjust in the prime and maturity of his
life! While he was yet a small boy his
father, the venerable Professor Dunean,
whe still Iives, was elected to. a profes-
sorship in Randolph-Macon College, lo-
cated at Boydton, Va., to which place
he removed. The subject of this bio-
graphieal sketch %as reared up in this
seat of learning. Hegraduatedin June,
1840. The following October he joined
the Virginia Annual Conference of the
Methodist Episcopal Church South, and
was assigned to the pastoral oversight of
the Fairfax eircuit for 1850. In 1851 he
was on the Hampshire circuit. The
two fellowing years, 1852 and 1853, he
was stationed in Leesburg, Va. In 1854
and 1855 he was pastor of the Southern
Methodist church in Alexandria. He
was next appointed to the pastoral care
of the Southern Methodist church in
Washington City, D. C., for the two
years 1856-’57. All these early years of
his ministry were spent in what was
called the border work of the Virginia
Conference. The territory has since
been given to the Southern - Baltimore
Conference.

At the Conference held in the fall of
1857 he was assigned to old

TRINITY CHURCH, IN RICHMOND,

where he remained during 1858 and
1859, during which time the enter-
prise of building Broad-Street church
was put on foot. He was appwinted to
the Broad-Stréet charge in the fall of
1859,' but as the house of worship was
barely commenced he preached for the
space of more than a year in a public
hall till the church was completed. It
was not until March, 1861, the house
was ready for use. He was pastor of
the Broad-Street charge for the two
years (1860-761) while the church was in
its formative state. In themeantime he
became editor of the Richmond Chris-
tian Advocate, and still eontinued his
pastorate of Broad-Street chureh. His
ministry there during the war will long
be remembered by thousands of peeple
scattered all over this country. Afger
the war he revived the Richmond
Christian A4dvocate and continued to
edit it until the fall of 1866, when he
was appointed to the pastoral oversight
of Washington-Street church, in Pe-
tersburg, Va. Here he remained until
September, 1868, when he accepted the
presidency of

RANDOLPH-MACON COLLEGE,

located at Ashland, Va., after its remov-
al from Boydton. He took charge of
the college when it was depressed and
broken down, and by his untiring ener-
gy.and great ability he reseued it from
its fallen fortunes, and lived to see it
in the front rank of the very best
literary institutions in this country.—
He fell at his post just as the present
session was opening with cheering pros-
pects of a high success.

Dr. Duncan was a wonderful prodigy
in ~intellect. His early efforts in the
ministry were marked by a range of
thought far in advance of his years;
for he began to preach when he was
but nineteen years of age. ¥ie was en-
dowed with a great creative imagina-
tion ; he had a voice of remarkable com-
pass, singularly modulated in its tones;
and with his glowing imagery and gor-~
geous descriptions, while he was yet but
a boy, comparatively, he held his audi-
ences spell-bound with the enchant-
ment of his oratory. He rose rapidly
in his Church, and soon became

A MAN OF MARK.

He was elected a delegate to the Gen-
eral Conference of 1866, held in the city
of New Orleans, and even then, though
but thirty-six years of age, was spoken
of for the Episcopacy in his Church.—
He was a member, alsn, of the General
Conference held in Memphis, Tenn.,
in 1870 ; and came within a few votes
of being elected bishop at that Confer—
ence, and doubtless would bave been
elected but for the fact that a number of
the delegates from the Virginia Confer-
ence did what they could to prevent his
election in order to retain him as presi-
dent of Randolph-Macon

cess of the College depended upon Aim ;
that no one could fill his place. He
was again a (elegate to the General
Conference of 1874, held in Louisville,
Ky. That Cenference elected no new
bishop ; but had he been spared till May,
1878, there was no man in the Church
that stood a better chance for an elec-
tion to the Episcopacy than Dr. Dun-
can.

At the General Conference held in
Louisville Dr. Duncan was appointed

ONE OF THE FRATERNAL MESSENGERS

to the General Conference of the Meth-
odist Episcopal Church (North), to be
held in the city of Baltimore in May,
1876. The associate messengers were
Rey, Lovick Pierce, D. D., of Georgia,
and Landan C, Garland, LL. D., chan-
cellor of Vanderbilt University, Nash-
ville; Tenn. Dr. Pierce, by reason of
his age, could not attend. Dr. Garland
and Dr. Duncan were present at that
Conference. Dr. Duncan made the
great fraternal speech on the oceasion,
and won for himself lssting renown,
and gained a conspicuous position in
the eye and estimation of the Northern
Methodist Episcopal Church, His
speech was marked by great candor and
frankness, and by a breadth of view and
a maturity of thought that elicited the
commendation and admiration of the
greatest intellects that heard him.—
Withal it was a speech of almost
unrivalled eloquence. There are pas-
sages in it that are unsurpassed by any-
thing in the annals of oratory. Follow-
ing that General Conference he had in-
vitations to many of the leading

NORTHERN METHODIST, CHURCHES

to preach on special occasions, and was
even earnestly urged to take charge of
wealthy churches in northern cities on
large and tempting salaries. But noth-
ing of this sort could draw him away
from Virginia.

The cause of Cbristian education lay
near his heart. His vacations werespent
in delivering public addresses in various
places within the bounds of the Virginia
and the Baltimore Conferences ; and no
man made a stronger impression on the
minds of the great masses in favor of
liberal culture than Dr. Dunean. His
death is a great public calamity. In
Virginia he was a universal favorite.
““None knew him, but to love, or spoke
of him but to praise.”” The news of his
death will carry sadness and sorrow to
thousands of loving hearts. Who is to
fill his place? It is hard to duplicate
such a man. We will not say that he
had no equals; but we will say, would
to God that we had more like him. He
has been cut down by the insatiate arch-
er just at the time he was reaching

THE HILL-TOP OF LIFE.

A magnificent outlook was before
Im. - Cherished hopes were clustering
round him. But few living men occu-
pied a_larger space in the public eye
than Rev. Dr. James A. Duncan. A
great and good man has fallen. Vyhile
in his own €hurch he was loved l)y all,
such was his catholic spirit he enjoyed
the friendship and esteem of all, the
Churches. He has left his impress on
hundreds of young men that have gone
out from Randolph-Macon College. Be-
ing dead, he will continue to speak, and
the influence of his noble life will go
sounding down the ages:

“All other sounds die in fon rich sky;
They faint on hill, and field, and river:
Our echoes roll from soul to soul,
And live forever and forever.”

DURING HIS SHORT SICKNESS

tenderest solicitude was expressed on
every hand, though no one anticipated
the sad catastrophe. His death touches
every heart.

On the 1st of September Dr. Duncan

to occupy the pulpit of the College chap-

marry an old student of the eollege, and
while there was under medical treat-
ment. On the following Thursday he
returned to Ashland with his face much
swollen, an abscess having ‘formed in
the right lower jaw, which was subse-
quently found to be the result of dis-
eased bone. This abscess progressed,
causing irritant fever, and for two weeks
before his death his pulse never fell be-
low 120 per minute.

During the progress of the disease he
had three severe rigors. The last oceur-
ring a few hours before his death, was
due to congestion of the lungs. In ad-
dition to the effects of the irritative fe -
ver he was greatly exhausted by a pre-
fuse serious diarhcea. After the last
chill he fell into a semi-comatose condi-
tion, in which state he remained until
his death.

During the consultation of his physi-
cians (Drs. Bagwell of Ashland and H.
G. Leigh of Petersburg) on Friday last
it was thought that the disease would
probably prove fatal. Dr. Dunecan,
however, never seemed conscious of his
critical condition until, perhaps, a short
while before his death.

The anthracite miners are notorious
jor their disinclination to do anything
but mine anthracite coal. It is rare
that one quits the business to engage in
anything else, and particularly in agri-
culture. Instances have been brought
to my attention where miners quit the
business when the first large ‘‘drop”
in wages was felt, bought small
farms ‘with their savings, and have
since been making their support in that
way. But they do not like it, and the
wemen are particularly rebellious over
the labers and cares of a farmer’s life.—
It is very different, from a miner’s life ;
more work, more care, more responsi-
bility and the necessity of getting up
earlier in the morning, and perhaps go-
ing to bed later at night. There is a
fascination about the life of a miner
which he dreads to give up for the hum-
drum existence of a farmer. And the
females in a miner’s family have a very
easy time compared to what is required
of them on a farm. If every miner in
the anthracite region was offered a few
acres of ground—sufficient to support
himself and family—free, and to be his
as long as he lived on it and cultivated
it, I doubt if one-half, even in the pres-
ent distressed condition of things,
weuld accept the offer.

Retrenchment.

EDITOR VIRGINIAN:—I have, for
some months past, read your daily with
care and attention, and the firm and
manly stand you have taken on the
subject of retrenchment in the State
and county expenses commands my
most cordial approbation. From my
standpeint, the retrenchment ‘‘seems
most easily reached in the.county- ex-
penses, and to this point permit me to
direct public attention. I refer, first, to
the present organization of a Portlon of
the judiciary of the State, for’the pur-
pose of contrasting 1t with the history
of Virginia in the past. Here let me
Premise that we owe. the entire organ-
zation, as it now exists, to the pa-
ternal regards of an ex-Governor, up-
held by Federal bayonets, and foisted
upen us during his term of office by a
subservient Legislature dominated in
numbers by ignorance, and whose co-
hesive power was cemented by a desire
to reward the partisan demagogues of
that hour and time in the ag'pointment
of any of their number to the office of
county judge. Now what has been the
effect? Let us test it by facts and fig-
ures. Leaving out of view the cities
and corporations, we have in all one
hundred counties in the State, and, with
a few exceptions, only in sparsely set-
tled sections of the State, every count,
has its salaried county judge—in aﬂ
cases, paid by the assessment of .taxes
on its citizens.
