THE OFFER TO GENERAL LEE OF THE
COMMAND OF THE FEDERAL ARMY.

Mr. Allen B. Magruder, of Winches-
ter, Va., contributes to the Philadelphia
Weekly Times a letter from Gegeral R.
E. Lee, dated Lexington, Va., February
25, 1868, and addressed to tho Hon. Rev-
erdy  Johnson, then a United States
Senator from Maryland. The letter is
in respense to a charge made in the
United States Senate by Hon. Simon
* Cameron, of Pennsylvania, that General
Lee had applied to President Lincoln
for the command of the Federal army
destined to invade and subdue the
Southern States, and that, being refused,
from:pique and resentment he turned
and offered his ;sword in aid to the
Southern cause, and thus was raised to
the chief command of the Confederate
forces. Mr. Johnson denounced the
statement as untrue, saying that altho’
he had not the suthority of the accused
to deny it, General Lee’s lofty character
and unstained honor alone sufficed to
repel the charge.’

A Railroad Seandal.
JOHN W. GARRETT PRESENTS A TEN-
THOUSAND-DOLLAR ROARD RILL TO
THOMAS R. SHARPE.

Baltimore, November 18.—A private
dispateh received here to-night says a
day or two ago a messenger came into
the office of Colonel. Thomas R. Sharp
president of the Long Island railroad,
and formerly master of transportation,
of the Baltimore 1nd Ohio railread here,
and presented a draft for $10,000, drawn
at sight, through Messrs. Drexel, Mor-
gan & Co., by Mr. Jehn W. Garrett,
president of the Baltimore and Ohio
railroad, specifying that it was for
board, unpaid for four years atthe ho-
tels of the Baltimore and Ohio railroad.
The dispatch adds :

The expression of Mr. Sharpe’s coun-
tenance was beautiful to behold, but he
did not pay it. Colonel Sharpe, when
master of transportation of the Ralti-
more and Ohio railroad, left that eorpo-
ration in a manner which, to say the
least, was unexpected. Mr. Garrett, it
is claimed, was surprised at his resigna-
tion. Colonel Sharpe understoed that
he was to be made the scapegoat for the
responsibility of the July riots; and
Colonel Sharpe, according to Mr. Gar-
rett, had soill-treated the employes, and
was so domingering towards them, that
they rebelled against the reduction of
wages. This was contradicted by Colo-
nel Sharpe, and it is said that he stated
at the time if Mr. Garrett was to re-
main president of the corporation he
would resign. -
. He at once looked for a new field: of
labor, and his consummate ability asa
railroad manager heing well known, he
had half a dozen offers made him at
once, In the mean time Mr. Garrett in=
formed the press that Colonel Sharp had
no intention of leaving the road, and in
railroad circles it was said he had recon-
sidered the idea of making a scapegoat
out of his master of tranportation. Be-
sides, the negotiation of the English
loan, which had hung fire so long, and
on which Drexel, Morgan & Co., had
already advanced seventy-five cents on
the dollar, had had a good effect on the
stockholders, and promised to dispel
any doubts of his reelection. Cnlonel
Sharpe was elected president of the Uni-
ted Railroads of Long Island, therefore,
much to Mr. Garrett’s disgust and in-
tense astonishment.
