The Grand Council of Virginia and j
West Virginia, Sons of Jonadab. was'
convened in this Hall on January 16th,
1878, at 71, P. M.

The Grand Worthy Chief applied,
Bro.

The Grand Council was opened in
Ritual form, and the minutes of the;
last session were referred to the com-
mittee on supervision, who reported
them in form and correct, whereupon
they were approved.

The committee on credentials report-
ed the following Brothers in possession
of proper credentials and in waiting,
viz : David Shererjaud V. M. Bickle as
Representative* from ifo. 2, and Bro.
Jared M. Wilson, P. C, and Jatr.e* If.
Hiner, Representativefrom No. 6. Tbe
report was adopted, and the Brothers
were Introduced end received the Grand
Council Degree.

The Grand Worthy Chief then read
his report, showing a creditable state of
activity in the Councils located at Staun
ton and Doe Hill, whilst there seemed
to be great apathy pervading the mem-
bership in Rockingham, where there
are still reported three Councils on the
roll of the Grand Council.

He says ; "It is a source of profound
regret that the Order iv this juiisdic
tion has not met with the encourage-
ment, or made advancement common
surate with its excellent tenets, or trie
hopes of its earnest advocates. Whether
this has arisen through neglect of duty
or lack of fervency and activity on the
part of members of the Order, or that
the 'elements of opposition have been
too powerful to successfully combat, I
shall not undertake to answer."

After suitably noticing the several
otherCouncils, lie thus moat fittingly
speaks of our banner Council:

"Elcelsior Council?My heart throbs
with pride when I come to speak of Ex-
celsior?glorious old Excelsior. She
lias, like a good, staunch, well manned
ship, breasted the waves which the
storms of enmity have rolled against
her, and bravely rode them down. And
although she has (to continue thefigure)
reached a haven of comparative securi
ty, she does not propose to furl her sails,
and haul down her broad pennant, and
rest from her toilsome, perilous "voyage.
No! no! She merely touches port now
and then forthe necessarysupplies, then
weighs anchor, and is off again in ber
glorious mission. God grant that she
may be the bumble instrument in His
hands that shall pilot to safe and peace-
ful moorage all who are in danger of be-
ing engulfed in the Sea of Intemper-
ance."

He then alludes to the initiation into
the Order by Excelsior Council of some
24 .members, in attendance upon tbe
Grand Lodge of Good Templais at its
session at Staunton in November last-
thus furnishing a most valuableinstru-
ment for the disseminationof our Order.The G. W. C. suggests the propriety of
remitting the percentage upon the ini-
tiation fees of these gentlemen, as the
work done was more in the nature of
the furtherance of the general interest
of the Order than that of the Subordi-
nate Council alone.

The Report was referred to the Com-
mitte on the State of the Order, who in
due time made their report upon it,
which was adopted.

The Committee expressed regret on
account of fee great inactivity of the
Order in some pans of the jurisdiction,
and truthfullyascribedtoa lack ofproper
effort on thepart of the individual mem-bership and called upon ourBrethren to
»muse theirdormantenergies and press
on with vigor and constancy to the
work?to revive the interest of thoseon
our inactive list, and to induce the

introduction of new members. Tbe
Committee justlycommended the vigi-'
lance and devotion of Excelsior Coun
cil, and recommended the remission of
Grand Council percentage on the ini-
tiation lees of the new missionary mem-
bers.

Florida in Winter.
Orange Lake, Fla., Jan. 4,1878.

Eds. Spectator:?This in written fromMarion county, Florida. ' If you will re ;
fer to the map, you will see that Marion
county is about midway between the
Atlantic ocean and Gulf; and perhaps
near the middle of theStale from North
to South. Orange Lake is one of thehandsomestsheetsoi waterin tlie .Slate.
It is perhaps eight miles in length, and
from one to four miUs in width.?:
Around this lake there is a large body
of land which is peculiarly adapted to
the cultivation of the' orange. In tbe
hammocksor lowland, next to theLake,
there are thousands of wild Orange
trees growing in the forests, many ofthem heavily laden with fruit. Some
of these wiid Oranges are sour, the other
bitter. The presence of so many tree*
growing in the woods, shows that the
fruit is indigenous to the soil, and gives
encouragement to those wh4 desire to
engage in the cultivation of that de-licious fruit These wild trees are util-
ized by orange growers They are bud-
ded with sweet buds and transplanted
to tbe groves, or bavins; been budded,
are left standing where nature placed
them, and thus form what is here called
a natural grove. The number of acres
ofland in the orange belt around tbeLake amounts to thousands.

That you may have an idea of the ex->
tent to which the cultivation of the or
ange is carried here, I will give you a
few figures. You will remember that

prairies, (covered with water,) ponds, ilagoons, sloughs, and swamps. As a :
matter of course, those who live near i
these points will be subject to bilious at
tacks. There are, however, plenty of
high points on which people may live,
wit out exposing themselves to sigk-
nf»s.There Is probably not one-fourth of i
the land in this county cleared; and of Ithe cleared land, perhaps not one third
is cultivated. The reason for this te ea
sily given. Of the cleared land, th?
moat of it was in large sugar and cotton
plantations. The emancipation o£ theSlaves lpft 'ftp planters with' a large
quantity of land and no labor to culti-
vate it. Under the homestead law,
thousands of negroes took up home-
steads, and a large per cent, ofthe labor
was thus expended infixing up the new
hoirtes. Extensive planting, of course,
could not be profitable, so the large
planters have land for sale; and as the
State offers its lands to settlers at 81.25
an acta, the puioeof good uleaced land is
very low. There is no doubt but that
tbe lands I have spoken of arevery pro
duetive, and the Industrious, energetic
toiler is sure of an ample return for his
labor. There is no cold, freezingweath-
er here to interfere with work. When
the season arrives for certain work to
be done, the farmer has nothing to do
but puil oft' his coat ami go at it. As be-
fore remarked, the seasons here are in
advance of ours in Virginia ; you will
not be surprised then, when I tell you
that I saw a large field of oats, yester-
day, which was up and growing beau-
tifdlly.

Everything grows large in Florida.?
Her piqes and hickories, and other treesare simply mammoth.*. I saw a hicko-ry a few days since, which measured
sixteen feet and a half in circumference,
and running up to aboutsixty feet with-out a limb of any size. Watermelons,
pumpkins, turnips, and onions,all grow
to enormnua_4izes. Last, but not leasther animals and insects are huge. I
have seen alligators, perhaps, six
teen feet long, rattlesnakes ten Inches
in circumference. Even themusquitoesand gallinippers are giants. There is a
species of musquitoes so large that theirthroat is covered with red bugs. Justthink of an insect "cozening" arouud
you at eventide, of such huge propor-tions that he can oarry a parcel of bugsround his neck. And in this connec-tion I may as well say, that one great
objection to Florida is her musquitoes,
gnatiand ticks. In theSummer they
go around iv myriads, and a man must

, fight bravelyand longto rid himself ofthem.
Alligators abound in all the waters of

Florida?ln river and lake?swamp ahd
lagoon. But they are perfectly harmlessunlessthey are attacked or theirnestsin
vaded. Snakes are here, too, but with
the exception of the rattlesnake and
moccasin, theyare not regarded as poi-sonous I have seen but one snakesince I reached Marion coqnty. Lisards
of various kinds are here, including tbewonderful chameleon. Tbey are allharmless. I have heard that the centi1 pede inhabits this State, but have notseen any. These, ofcourse, will all dis-appear aa the country fills up.

The populationof Florida is mixed.-I find here peoplefrom Georgia. Nortt
. and South Carolina, Virginia, OhioMassachusetts,and perhapsether Statesi They are living together harmoniously

: j and pleasantly.
i There are many other points upon
?! which I would like to write, but per-
I haps my letter is long enough. I haveI aimed to crowd in as small a space aat possible all the information I could.In conclusion, let me say, that to any
I man who is willing to meet the trials
? and endure theprivationof frontierlife,
? and abandon, for a while, the luxuries
? of life, Florida offers strong induce-
? ments. But he who expects to findi down here, nothing but tropical fruits
! on which to feed, and to inhale the odors

' of sweet flowers, and bask in a perpetu-al Italian sun, will be doomed to disap
Eointment. Those who would avert the

orrors of consumption and other lung
and throat diseases, will find the soft,pure, balmy climate of Florida the spot
of all others -on earth best suited forthem.

To the Senate anil House or Delegates of
Virginia.

We wish to call the attention of yourhonorable body to a question of tbemost vital importance as bearing not
only on the prospertyof a large propor-tion of tbe citizens of Virginia, but also
on the finances and general prosperityof the Btate. We refer to tbe trade in
commercial fertilizers as now conducted
in our State. This branch of trade hasattained* such proportions, and offers
such facilities for practicing fraud onthe consumerwithout any meansof de-tection, that we farmers think the time
has come when the Jaw of the Stateshould be invoked to protect us against
the robberies of these human vampires,
many of whom reside out of tbe State.

That there are enormous frauds in
this traffic there can be no doubt, if we
may judgeby the history of the trade
in other States ami in Europe.

The State of Connecticut established
an experimental station under the man-
agement of Prof. Atwater, assisted byProf. Johnson, two of the ablest Agri-cultural chemists of the age. Besides
conducting experiments in the use of
fertilisers, the feeding of stock, analyz-
ing farm products, manures, &c, it is
made their duty to analyze all the com-
mercial fertilizers offered for sale in the
State. To carryout this system of in-
spection, an act.was passed requiring allmanufacturers to have printed on the

.t packages, containing their goods, a cor-rect analysis of the constituents, and
they were held responsible for any fail-
ure to come up to this standard under aheavy penalty.

Prof. Johnson had analyzed some fif-teen samples someyearspast, and before
the establishment of this control system,
and published the analyses, only two of
them approximating what they were
represented to bo and showing most
outrageous fraud in some fertilizers
that had been largely used. Saaus ofthem that weresold frojaa forty to fifty
dollars, showed not to beworth, o*eir eight dollars per ton.[We will here state that Nitrogen,Potash, and Phosphoric acid are really
tbe Ingredients that give value to anymanure.]

At a meeting of tbe conven-
tion of Connecticut, »v December,1876, a report c,f tyw ft*"B * year's work of
the w** read,

i r f*h*s report included the analysis ofthirty-five samples of fertiliserssolirbe-
fore the establishment) of this controlsystem, and jeveoty-seven samples sold
under its supervision. From this report
we learn that these three valuableconxtitoents cost before the estabishment
of the control system : Nitrogen, per lb.
59 cts.; Soluble Phosphoric acid, 19 cts ;
InsolublePhosphoric acid, 21 cts. After
establishment of control system; Nitro
gen, per lb, 24 cts ; Soluble Phosphoric
acid, IS cts.; InsolublePhosphoric acid,
o cts.

Here we see iacwMifcovertable evi-
dence }hai the bringing the fertiliser
trade under this system of inspection
has reduced the cost to the farmer morethan one-half, or, in other words, the
fertilizers are worth more than twice as
much.

In Prussia and Saxony, whs;* ibis
system of inspection was first tried,
their exp.erieni>e'was the same as ini Connecticut,

At a meetingof theCon necticut Board
of Agriculture, held in 1573, it was
shown that the farmers of this country
were paying from sixty to seventy per
cent, more for the valuable constituents
in their fertilizers than their brethren
on the other side of the Atlantic after
their control system was ;i; v-'«Kwe, the
raw material be\;\g cheaper here than
there.

Johnson says: "The same stu-
pendous frauds werecommitted thereas
as here before the establishmentof their
stations, and wehave great reason to be-
lieve are still practiced in this country ;
hut the control system in Coaaeelicut
has perfectly cured 4ftd, <«aoted out this
evil,

\'.'i'li.j experimental station in Germa-
ny is preparedto furnish the farmer with
an analysis of any fertilizer he proposes
to buy at sm-11 or no cost. The farmers
there avail themselves of this aid. They
will buy no fertiiizer without an exact
statementofits constituents,holding the
seller responsible.

"Under these manu-
facturers can sell nothing that is not
what it claims to be. The fertilizer mar-
ket In Prussia and Saxony is just as set-
tled and satisfactoryas any other branch
of trade, and the farmers there buy fer-
tilizers with as much security of fair
dealing as we can feel in tbe purchase
of sugar or nails."

Contrast this state of things with ours.
We have not the slightest doubt that

the farmers of- Virginia arepaying twice
as much for fertilizersas they are~worth
or ought to be sold for. .

I have no data at hand by which to
estimate the amount of money expend
ed annually in our State for fertilizers,
but judging by my own county (Au-
gusta) it must be enormous.

The little Stateof Connecticut spends
from JoOO.OOO to $1,000,000, and I sup-
pose Virginia spends more than twice
as much, one half of which might be
saved to the farmers of the State, if we
may judge by the showing we have
made on the very highest authority.
If we could get fertilizers at half the

present cost, we could profitably use an
unlimited quantity, and add millions to
our produots, and in a, few years, if judi-
cially used, double the productive ca-
pacity of our farms and their taxable
value. We would then hear less about
reailjustmentand repudiation. Virginia
could pay her debt and get rich at the
same time.
I can think of no way in which

we could spend a few thousand dollars
to better advantage, even if we had to
levy a special tax for the purpose. We
wouldnot need to have a station so com-
plete as those I have referred to. There
are now 70 of these stations in Europe
and one in Connecticut, the results of
their investigations being published,
and all farmers wbo read the current
Agricultural literature of the day can
have access to them. I have incontro
vertible evidence in hand to show that
these frauds have been practiced every-
where that fertilisers were sold before
inspection systems wereestablished,and
have we any reason to believe that deal-
ersare morehonest here thanelsewhere,
when they know they will not be de-
tcctcd

I will not assert that all our manufac-
large proportion of them are, and toosnI that arenot making an absolutelyfraud-

nlent article, are selling them at more
than they are worth, either through ig-
norance of what constitutes a good arti-
cle, or a desire to realizeexcessiveprofits.

The cost of an analysis to an individ-
ual is too great to be thought of, even if
he knows he has been cheated. Let our
Legislature pass an act requiring every
manufacturer of fertilizers to have print-
ed on his bags or barrels the percent-
ages of its constituents, with a guaran-
tee that they shall come up to this stan-
dard, with heavy penalty for failure to
comply. And then makean appropria-
tion for the establishment of an analyt-ical station under the management ofa
competent chemist, whose duty it shall
be to analyzeall the fertilizersoffered for
sale in the State, allowing none to be
sold until tested, the chemistto have ac-
cess to fertilizers for samples wherever
found on the market This plan wouldrequire but a*small appropriation, andwould save millions to the farmers of
the State. Or, perhaps, there could be
an arrangement made with some of our
higher institutions of learning where
there is a Laboratory and Professorship
of Agriculture. We hope the Legisla-
ture will speedily abate this great evil.
