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debt that I cannet pay you what I have
borrowed of you, and I want you to re-
adjust the debt by taking new bonds for
two-thirds of the old amount, and beaf-
ing three per cent. interest instead of six
per cent. !”"—what would the creditors
say? Would they agree to that? Or
would they say: ‘“Why, your debts
amount to only one-tenth of your prop-
erty ; why should you not pay all 2’
Suppose the debtor were to rejoin:
“(Gientlemen, I must send my sons to
college, and my daughters must go to
one of the admirable schools in Staun-
ton (education is a matter of primary
importance) ; my wife must have a car-.
riage to go to church, and she and my
sons and daughters must have clothes,
such as are worn by other ladies and
young men, and I must kgep up a re-
spectable table; I must pay fer my gro-
ceries; I must have a little whiskey or
brandy before dinner, and a glass of
wine aflerwards (my health requires
it!), and then I must have my cigar af-
ter breakfast and dinner—in a word, I
must live like a gentleman, and my
family must have the same indalgences
that other people have, and, really,when
these things are paid for, I have hardly
enough to pay more than three per cent.
on two-thirds of my. original debt,;and
you ‘must re-adjust! And if you do
not, I will pay younething!”

‘What would plain, comnion sense peo
ple think of such a man? Would they
accept his proposition? Se far from i.t,
would they not at once place their
claims in the hands of the lawyers for
collection ?

And wherein differs the case of the
State of Virginia and her creditors from
that above supposed? Virginia owes
an honest debt of a little over thirty
millions ef dellars, and her taxable prop-
erty is assessed af largely over three
hundred millions, or more than ten
times the amount of her debt, and the
“readjusters’’ now wish her to call on
her creditors, who have already abated

one-third of their original debt, to ac-
cept interest at three per cent. on the
remaining two-thirds!

And their excuse for so doing is pretty
much the same as that given by the
modest gentlemen asbove referred to:—
“Virginia must educate her people ; she
must pamper numberless officials; she
must pay her Legislators six dollars a
day instead of four; she must practice
no self-denial ; her people-must embark
in new épeculative enterprises; they
must live as they used to live; they
have got other people’s money, and they
must keep it ; they must do everything

they choose, except pay their honest

debts !”?

A TERRIBLE TRAGEDY.—J. Hunter
Smith, eldest son of Robert Smith, of
Alabama, and formerly of Fauquier
county, Va., was killed by a desperado
named Johnson, Saturday, week while
attending the wedding of a Mr. Marphy,
near Choctaw Bluff, Ala. The diffical-
ty grew out of a toast given by a friend
of Smith’s. In the melee the groom
was mortally vvounded. Smith knoek-
ed down Jehnsen with his fist to protect
his friend. Johuson then made an at-
tack on Smith with a knife, infiict-
-ing a wound upon him in the abdcwen.
Smith again knoeked Johnson down
with the barrel of his revolver. When
Johnson made a third attacked, knife in
hand, the groom interposed to separate

On'July 16th he publish-

delicate, besides a tendency to epilepsy,
he lived to be an old man, and occupied
the Chair of Pope longer than any oth-
er pontiff.

MoORE RoYAL MARRIAGES.—The
marriage of the two princesses of the
imperial family at Berlin is to be the
occasion of magnificent fetes. Prin-
cess Viatoria Elizabeth Augusta Char-
lotte, daughter of the erown prince of
Germany, aged over 17, is to mawry the
hereditary prince of Saxe Meiningen
and Hildbourghausen, captain in the
Prussian Regimeunt of Fusiliers of the
Guard, aged 26. Princess Elizabeth
Anne, aged 20, second daughter of
Prince Frederic Charles, will marry
the hereditary grand duke of Qldenburg,
Frederick Augustus, aged 25.. As this
is the first marriage in the house f Ho-
henzollern .since the imperial dignity
entered the family. an unaccustomed
splendor will aceonipany the ceremony.
About 50 princes and prineesses will be
'present! and the Emperor, Empr_e‘ss,
and members of the imperfal family,
the King and Queen of the Belglans,
and the Prince of Wales will be guests
at the wedding banquet.

General Echols read the definitions
of *‘repudiate” as given by Worcester
and Webster—to disown, to disclaim, to
refuse any longer toacknowledge an cb-
ligation, &c.—and held that the present
bill is a repudiation measure. He argu-
ed that the debt was an honest one ; that
the money was spent in internal im-
provements now held and enjoyed by
the people ; and yet they were asked to
say this debt can be postponed behind
all other claims.

In the language
of Mr. Harvie, he would strip the State
to the skin in the way of reducing ex-
penses; would find out our resources
and indebtedness, and then make an ap-
peal to the creditors. He thought if this
arbitrary bill passed wé would have to
forego forever the opportunity for com-
promise.
