SOLUTION.

By the first eondition of the problem
12 oxen eat 3} acres of grass and its
growth in 4 weeks. The 10 acres be-
ing 3 times 3} acres, it will require
3 times as many oxcn, and 12 oxen x by
3 are 36 oxen, to consume 10 acres of
grass and its growth in the same time.—
To eat the same in 9 weeks will require
4-9 as many oxen., and 36 oxen x 4-9
are 16 oxen.

By the second eondition 2i oxen eat
10 acres of grass and its growth in 9
weeks. Then 21 gxen less 16 oxen are 5
oxen. Hence it is evident that 5 oxen
will eat the growth of 10 acres of grass
in the 5 remaining weeks. Teo eat the
growth of 10 acres in 9 weeks will re
quire 9-5 as many oxen, and 5oxen x 9-5
are 9 oxen. Then 21 oxen less 9 oxen
are 12 oxen. Hence it is evident that
12 oxen in 9 weeks will eat the grasg at
first on the 10 acres. It is also evident
that 12 oxen in 9 weeks would eat the
growth of 10 acres in 9 weeks. The
24 acres in the third condition, being
24-10 or 2 2-5 times 10 acres, it will re-
quire 2 2-5 times 12 oxen to eat the grass
at first on the 24 acres in 9 weeks; 12
oxen x 2 2-5 are 284-5 oxen. -To eat the
same in 18 weeks will require 9-18 o1
as many oxen, and 284-5 oxen divided
by 2 are 142 5 oxen. And to eat the
growth of 24 acres in 18 weeks would
require 2 2-5 times 9oxen and 22-5 times
9 oxen are 21 3-50xen.

Finally 142-5 exen plus 213-5 oxen
are 36 oxen, the number required.
