
IV ASIHXGTOS CONFERENCE OF THE M. E.
CHUSCH.

LARGE ATTENDANCE OF DELEGATES?A FINE-
LOOKING BODY OF MEN?GOOD eKDER AND
DECORUM DURING THE SESSION.
The fifteenth annual session of this Confer-

ence wasbegunon last Wednesday morningat
9 o'clock in the handsome new edifice of the
M. E. Church (colored) on Augusta street. The
attendance of delegates was unusually large,
and constituted a remarkably fine-looking
body of men. The utmost good order was ob-
served throughout the session, and all discus-
sions were characterized by greaturbanity and
politeness. All matters before the Conference
were treated in a business-like way, showing
the earnestness of purpose with whlch.theyhad
assumed the responslblities of the highcalling
of ministers of the gospel, and a deep sense of
the importanceof the work upon which they
had entered. Only one session of the Confer-
ence was held daily,?from 9 to 12 In the morn-
ing?the remainder of the day being devotedto
committee work and devotionalexercises.

TheConference was organized with Bishop
E. G. Andrews, of lowa, as Chairman; C. J.
Key, Secretary; W. P. Ryley and A. P. Wilson,
Assistants; and G. D.S. Hall, Recording Secre-
tary.

In opening the Conference, Bishop Andrews
delivered a brief and earnest address, after
which the Communion was administered, and
the body at onceproceeded to business.

P. G. Walker, E. Hammond, W. W. Foreman,
John A. Holmes and W. T. Harris, were ap-
pointed Conference stewards, and the stand-
ingcommittees were announced.

This day's session was occupied in bearing
the reports ofcontributions of the variousmin-
isters in charge of stations, and the reports of
the Presiding Elders on the general condition
of the districts. In themain, the contributions
had been liberal, notwithstanding the hard
times, and the general welfare of the church
was most encouraging. Large accessions had
been made to the membership, new churches
and parsonages had been built, debts had been
paid, and the promise for the future was bright.

THURSDAY'S SESSION?
Opened with devotional services, cenducted

by Rev. J. B. Snowden.
The Bishop appointed M. Spriddie, W. H.

Cook, W. W. Foreman, L. Martin, and E. Law-
son, a committee to investigate the charges
presented against PhilipBrown.

The reports from the districts were continued
andconcluded.

The tenth and eighthquestions of the general
minutes, "WhoareSupernumeraries? and, Who
are Superannuated? were taken up and dis-
posed of.

The annual report of the Book Concerns was
read and ordered tobe filed.

A list of the contributions to the fund, to be
distributed among preachers who have not re-
ceived a comfortable support during tho year,
was read. The total amount contributed was
$676.

A communication from Miss Hart, Corres-
ponding Secretary of the Woman's Foreign
Missionary Society of the M. E. Church, was
read and referred.

The Bishop addressed the Conference on the
subject of the Woman's Foreign Missionary
Society, showing concisely and forcibly the
great Importance of the Society, and that thro
its aid the Christian world may hope to gain
access to many heathen nations.

Adjourned with doxologyand benediction.
FRIDAY'S SESSION.

The minutes of yesterday were read, correct-
ed, and approved.
The Bishop introduced to the Conference

Rev. J. E. Round, of the Centenary Biblical
Institute of Baltimore, who delivered an ad-
dress upon the general topic of the advantages
of education, and spoke particularlyof the ad-
vantages which the Institute offers to the
young men of the Conference to acquire a good
education. All of the present ministers of the
Conference, he was assured, felt the disadvan-
tages under which they labored from the want
of early mental training. He urged them to
Increased actiyity in contributingto the Freed-
man's Aid cause, as well as to the general edu-
cational cause.

At the close of Mr. Round's remarks, the
Bishop spoke earnestly and forcibly of the
importance of education to the young men
of the Conference, urgingthat they should be
given the verybest possible educational facili-
ties. The education of the young men he re-
garded as even more important than church
extension.

On motion, the money now on hand from the
Freedman's Aid Fund was directed to be turned
over to Rev. Mr. Round.

After considerable discussion, a resolution,
offered by Rev. J. H. Riddick, was adopted,
instructing the stewards to apply $300 of the
funds in their possession to the relief of the
widows and superannuated ministers of the
Conference, and that the balance of the fund
be applied to the relief of the most needy mem-
bers of the Conference.

Considerable discussion was evoked bya res-
olution offered, requiring that candidates for
the ministry shall be sufficiently educated to
complywith the requirements of the Book of
Discipline.

Inanswer to a question,the Bishop remarked
that the resolution, if passed, would only
amount to an expression that Conference would
do its duty,for the requirements of the Book
of Discipline cover the pointsmade in the res-
olution.

After a number of earnest and sometimes el-
oquent speeches on the importance and neces-
sity of an educated ministry,theresolution was
passed by a large majority.

and Henry Brooks, of Potomac district, were
elected to Elder's orders.

The ease of G. W. Carter was, on motion,
again taken up,but waspostponed indefinitely.

NEXT SESSION.
Considerable interest was manifested in the

selection of the place for the next session of
Conference. The placesput innomination and
warmlyadvocated were tho Centennial church
at Baltimore, Asbury church at Washington
and the chnrch at Alexandria. The Centennial
church at Baltimore was selected on the flrst
vote.

The petitionof the trustees of the church at
Waynesboro' for permissionto sell their old lot,
to aid in paying for their new ono, was read
and permission granted as asked for.

John Triggand J. M. Gross had their rela-
tions aa Elders changed from effective to su-
pernumerary.

Theconstitution upon which it is proposed to
found a Preachers' Aid Society was read, and
the objects of the Society commended by Con-
ference.

The committee appointed on Thursday to in-
vestigatethe charges against Philip Brown re-
ported that after a careful examination of all
the facts and evidence before them they found
nothing in the charges. The report was adopted.

ADSIISSIONS TO THE MINISTRY.
Under the third question of the general min-

utes, Who are admitted to full connection ? the
following persons, when called, took their stand
in front of the Bishop andanswered the ques-
tions prescribed by the Book of Discipline:
John' Jackson, John W. Waters, and Fred. F.
Sawyer.

Before putting the questions, the Bishop
earnestly and feelingly admonished them of
the great responsibilities they were about
to assume, and gave them much good ad-
vice, which was attentively and seriously lis-
tened to. After questions by members of Con-
ference had been satisfactorily answered, and
testimony borne as to the character of the ap-
plicants, they were admitted to full connection,

At 11 o'clock, a missionary sermon was
preached by Rev. Mr. Cooper, of Baltimore,
takinghis text, Mathew, 21:11. Thechurch was
crowded with spectators, and the earnest ap-
peal of the preacher in behalf of those who are
deprived of the word of God was attentively
listened to. After thesermon, Conference ad.
Journed.

SATURDAY'S SESSION?
opened with devotional exercises, conducted
byRev. Mr. Spriddie.

Rev. Benj.Roberts, ef the Staunton District,
was, on motion, discontinued. London Briggs,
of Alexandria, was continued, and Wm. P. Ry-
der continued on trial.

Under the f fith question, Who are deacons of
the second class ? the following persons report-
ed their collections for the ministerial, church
extension and episcopal funds, were represent-
ed by their presiding elders, and were passed:
John W. Dailey, Sam'l Brown, Geo. T. Wright,
Rob't O. Hilliard, John E. Williams, Joshua
Barnes, Benj. H. Nugent, Chas. W. Foreman,
Perry McPherson, Winstead Calloway, and
John A. Reid.

When the name of Benj. W. Brown was pro-
posed, his advancement waß opposed by Rev.
J. A. Scott, who, in the course of his remarks,
said he had good cause tobelieve him guiltyof
immorality, hut hewas stopped by the point
ef order that such remarks should not be made
before the convention. An animated discus-
sion arose, duringwhich the character of B. W.
Brown was warmly defended by a number of
neighboringministers and his presidingelder,
which was put a stop to by the Bishop. He
considered such remarks improper before the
Conference, and if Mr. Scott knew anything
against the character of Mr. Brown, he ought
to bring charges against him. He, therefore,
suggested that a committee should be appoint-
ed, to whem Mr. Scott ceuld tell what he had
to say against Mr. Brown. This wasaccording-
ly done, the committee appointed, and, pend-
ing their report, the examination of B. W.
Browa was suspended.

Ender the seventh question. Who have been
elected and ordained elders during the past
year? the following reported their collections
and wereelected: Albert C. Steptoe, L. J. Val-
entine, Wm.

SABBATH OBSERVANCES.
The committee reported through its chair-

man, recommending aprotest against the des-
ecration of the Sabbath day, such as buyingor
selling, or taking such pleasures as will not
tend to the glory of God, and recommended
the ministers to bring the subject to the atten-
tion of their congregations from the pulpits.

This report caused considerable discussion,
and the custom of Sunday excursions was se-
verelyreprehended.

TEMPERANCE.
The committee on Temperance reported

against the use of intoxicatingdrinks by min-
isters, and recommended that they should be
used only in cases of extreme necessity; and
offered a resolution that, as citizens, ;they
should not vote for any man as a candidate for
the Legislature of the States where they re-
side, to whatever political party he may be-
long, who is not known to be In favor of Pro-
hibition, or at least of Local Option, and that
they would use their influence with their peo-
ple to induce them to pursue tbe same course.

The Bishop made a few remarks congratula-
ting the Conference upon the pleasantness and
usefulness of this session and the evident spir-
itualitywhich animated its proceedings and
actions. He was gratified to find the Confer-
ence in such a prosperous condition, and hoped
it would continue to grow in strength and use-
fulness in its work in the vineyard of the Lord.
He gave them much good advice as to their du-
ties when theyhave gone home totheir charges.
He urged brotherly love and christian kind-
ness among the brethren in the Church. He
insisted upon the importance of daily and
hourly study. They should administer discip-
line firmly yet carefully,but in gross cases do
not hesitate to administer it. Be honest in all
your dealingswith men, study to be honest in
everything. Be truthful in allyour statements
and having promised, keep your promise if it
is at all possible.

STATE OF THE CHURCH.
From the report on this subject we give the

following facts :

The Washington Conference was organized
in October, 1861, by the venerable Bishop Levi
Scott, of Delaware. The Conference was be-
gun with 5,000 members and sixteen preach-
ers ; since that date the church has rapidly
increased and now numbers over 23,850 and 120
ministers. The property of the church has
greatly increased in value, Including95 church-
es and 27 parsonages, many of fine architectu-
ral design, valued at 3500.000. The progress of
the church in Virginia is greatly facilitated by
the M. E. Church South. Their fraternal rela-
tions have been kept sacred and Inviolable
since the adjustment made at Cape May, and
they rejoiced that such friendly relations exisi.
and will hail the glorious periodto come, when
there shall be but one M. E. Church all over this
great Republic. There have been manyjrevivals
among the churches during the past year.

The great need of the church is the improve-
ment of the morals of the people. The com-
mittee, therefore, recommend the following
resolution:

Resolved, Therefore, that the ministers in
their several charges and circuits instruct the
people in the path ot morality and virlue, es-
pecially in regard to marriage vows and to
guard against marriages of consanguinity,
which arebaneful and injurious tosociety.

EDUCATION.
The report was read and adopted, and, on

motion, a resolution was passed, pledging the
Conference to raise *800, to be divided between
the Freedman's Aid Society and the cause of
education.

The various other standingcommittees made
their reportE, the summaries of which will be
found in the statistical reports above given.

The Rev. W. E. Baker, of the First Presbyte-
rian church of S.taunton, was introduced to the
Conference.

The committee appointedto investigate the
charges against Benj. W. Brown reported the
charges unfounded aud required the Rev. J. A.
Scott to make a public apology. The report
was adopted, and Rev. J. A. Scojt, in obedience
thereto, said that he had been influenced in
what he had said by pure motives, and for the
purpose of maintaining the purity of the
church. He had learned afterwards that he
had been led into error with regard to the char-
acter of Benj. W, Brown, and made apology for
the remarks he had made.

The case of B. W. Brown was then taken up,
and he was passed to a deacon of the second
class.

After considerable discussion, the Conference
agreed to take up a cellection to defray the fu-
neral expenses of the late;Rev. W. W. Leewood
stationed at Harrisonburg.

From the separate reports, it was found that
the contribution to the missionary fund was
considerably larger than the amount given in
statistical report, and that to the Freedman's
Aid Society somewhat less.

Lectures by Maj. Hotchkiss.?On last
Thursday night, in the Y. M. C. A. Hall, Maj.
Jed Hotchkiss delivered the third in the series
of five lectures on the geographyand geologyof
Virginia, which he had announced he would
deliver in that place. These lectures are not
only interesting, but quite Instructive, and give
theaudience the benefit of the result of much
study, close observation, and labored research,
enabling them to acquire easily and readily
knowledgewhich it would require many years
ofreading and study to accomplish.

The lecture of last Thursday night was parti-
cularly interesting,givingas it did the theory
of the formation ofthe mountains and valleys;
the formation ofcoal; the cr.i..a<:; erof tbe huge
monsters which existed, and the vegetable
growths in that remote era when the land was
justemergingabove tbe waters of the paleozoic
ocean which extended from the Blue Ridge to
West of theMississippi River.

The blackboard contained excellent represen-
tations, artistically drawnby tho skillful band
of Mr. Frith, of the ichthyosaurus, the plesio-
saurus, and sections of coal mines; which,
together with the excellent geological map of
Virginia and several sections prepared by him-
self, tbe lecturer forcibly illustrated his subject.

The fourth lecture will be delivered next
Thursday, and will embrace tiigfoil owing sub-
jects:

SUICIDE lIC THIS COUNTY.

Early on Monday morning oflast week, Mr.
James Radcr, aged 23 years, son of Mr. Henry
Rader, a respectable citizen, living near Her-
mitagein this county, committed suicide by
hangingin his father's barn.
