Coupon Case Decided.

THE SUPREME COURT OF APPEALS DE-
CIDES THAT COUPONS ARE RECEIVA-
BLE FOR ALL FINES DUE TIIE COM-
MONWEALTH.

The Supreme Court of Appeals on
Wednesday last derided that coupons
were receivable lor all tines due the
Commonwealth. Clark, a prisoner in
the city jail, tendered to the City Ser-
geant coupons in payment of a fine that
had been imposed ou him by tlie Hus-
tings Court. The sergeant refused to
receive the same, whereupon Clark, by
William L. Royal, Esq., his attorney,
applied to the Supreme Court of Ap-
peals for a writ of habeas corpus.

Judge Christian delivered the opinion
of the court, Judges Anderson and
Burks concurring, Judge Staples dis-
senting, and Judge Moncure declining
to hear the cause because he held bonds.
In the former case of Antoni vs. Wright,
Judge Moncure stated that if he sat he
would have concurred in that decision ;
so it is understood that the decision
Wednesday receives the endorsementof
four judges out of live.

Judge Christian's opinion held that
the decision of the case of Antoni vs.
Wright had settled the question of the
constitutionality of the funding bill. It
had been subsequently adhered to and
approved in the two cases of Wise
Brothers vs. the Auditor, and was now
no longer open to question or discus-
sion. The language of that law, that
coupons should be received in payment
of all taxes, debts, dues and demands of
the Commonwealth, was as broad and
comprehensive as it could be. "De-
mands" was, according to Lord Coke, a
legal term covering every kind ofright
which one could claim toward another.
He met the question of the right of the
Legislature to make a contract author-
izing money dedicated to the schools
by the Constitution to be paid in cau.
pons, and stated that the Constitution
meant that such amount as should be
realized from fines should be paid to
schools, The support of the schools
was a high duty, but the payment of the
debt was equally high, and the State
had no right to dedicate money due her
creditors to school purposes. She must
be just before she is generous, and it
could not be supposed that the Legisla-
ture would fail to perform both duties?
i. c. to pay the debt and support the
schools.

He did not discuss the other qoestion
raised in the case a_ to the right of the
State to collect a tax out of the coupons,
but inasmuch as the court held that the
coupons must be received for Clark's lino
at their face value without deducting the
tax, the effectof the decision is to de-
clare that ho tax can be collected or re-
tained from coupons, and that they
must be received at their face value. He
declared that they were gold as far as the
State is concerned.?
