If the In-
ternationalSociety is at the bottom of
it, the cause lies deeper than that. That
Society does not foster Communism on-
ly in certain localities where the upper
classes oppress the lower. In all parts
of Europe, it stands like a well formed
and disciplined army. And if it has
zealous and successful emissariesin this
country, it would be well for the fact to
be known. Of course, in case of an
outbreak, the conservative element of
American society would conquer in the
end ; but it might conquer at a smaller
cost if it was forewarnedand forearmed.

We publish belowa thoughtfularticle

upon "Commmunism in America," by
a gentleman who has recently given the .
subject much careful study. It is very ]
timely and will repay perusal. We do
not think thathere in Virginia,or in the
South, we have much, In the immediate
present, to fear from the Communistic ]
ideas which are being propogated at the .
North, and which are causing so much
apprehensionamong the lovers of law
and order.

There is a diversity of opinion as to
the importance of this subject. Some
influential journalsin theNorth look on
it as ah evil full of danger to thepeace
and prosperityof thecountry, and even
of danger to the life of the Republic-
Others think that such fears are ground-
less, believing that Communism can be
easily held in check by a mere defiance
on the part of the friends of law and
order. And others believe that it exists
in America only in the imagination of
timidcapitalists and bloated bondhold-
ers. Rut there is reason to fear that this
mischievous theory is gaining ground
among ourpeople, and that a determin-
ed enemy to religion, to law, to society,
and to property is constantly increasing
in numbers andboldness in ourcountry.

At the close of the Prussian war,
the leaders of the Commune gained
over the National Guard of thirty
thousand men, which by the treaty of
Brussels h*d not been disarmed. Back-
ed by this armed force and the laboring
class, they at once began the bloodiest
aud most criminal riot on record- They
arrested as hostages and then murdered
in cold blood the Archbishop and many
other clergy.' A warrant was actually
issued to "n.rrest one called God Al-
mighty, who haa no visible means of
support and must b& .i yagrant." In
regard to property, their motto wag. let
him who has not take from him who
has. Acting literally on this principle,
they destroyed or seized for their own
use $loO,ooo,UC>i} pf public and private
property. And so fa? from a mere de-
fiance of Communism beiag enough to
keep it down, it look the French Uiiny,
under Marshal McMahon, two months
to subdue it in the single city of Paris.
Wheu driven to their last barricade in
the streets, the rioters refused to surren-
der, and were shot down, exclaiming,
Vive la Commune !

This is the reckless and determined
enemy to the existing order of society
which is said tobe constantly increasing

. iiiuumbersinthtseountry. They believe
i that capital, accumulated la the hands

of a few, is the chief source ofsocial evils,
aud human misery?therefore, wealth
must be equally distributedthat all may

? enjoy life alike. It is useless to say that
. this programme js too absurd to be at-

. tempted ou a large icale in the United
i States. The rioters of last year per-

sisted iv an absurd object long enough
to derange the traffic of the whole coun-
try aud to destroy a large amount of
property. We ntsd not think that Com-
munistic fanaticism is possible only
among the "half tiger, hai* cjpnkey"
Frenchmen, and that our wide territory ,
and free government are our best safe-;

guard. On the contrary, Americaseems
to offer to Communism its best iopcor-j
tunity. Our theory that all men are
born free and equal sounds a good deal
like a Communistic sentiment. If the
necessary limitationsareremoved,which
is precisely what tiioCommunistswould
do, it becomes the first priacjp'e of the
International Society, if its meiyhers
are acting pn that principle under the j
despotic governments of Europe, they
may be expected to a/*£ on it in Ameri-
ca, where they could piea<s that they
were only carrying out the ©ec}ajaii.on
of Independence, Moreover, our gov- j
ernment is not prepared to deal with
such an enemy. In Europe, where
Communism is a large disciplined or-
ganization, it is jealously watched and
kept in check by the military arm of
the strong powers. If it wereas strong '
here as it is there, our army could not
manage j£, It could be subdued only ,
by an army of vaiuxteersfrom theparty j

Miss Eliza Maury, of Richmond,
fourth daughter ofCapt. M. F. Maury,
has published an address to the women
ot Virginiaproposing a plan by which
they can aid in paying the State debt,
which concludesas follows :

"The plan is this?it is only a sugges-
tion?but suppose we try it till a better
is proposed : In every country neigh-borhood, in everytown district, letsome
one appoint herself an agent for the
'Woman's Fund for the Liquidation of
tbe state Debt." Let her visit her
friends, and talk this matter over and
ask how much they can subscribe
monthly or quarterly ; and let her make
it her business to collect the same.?Country people can spare a pound of
butter or a dozeneggs, ora pair of chick*
ens every now and then ; and town
folks need not give quite as much as
usual for their best bonnet and dressthat they may have something to add to
the "fund."

Let the collections made by the agents
in thecountry be sent by those in thetown by postofflce or registered letter,
and let them buy up tax-receivablecoupons as fast as possible and place
them in the Governor's hands to becancelled. There are not enough cou-
pons in existence topay all the State tax.
Much of it has to be paid in money, and
of course the fewer coupons thereare the
moremoney will flow into the Treasury.
If they could all be bought up and can-
