Pioquet aud
Mr. Frank Burton. They also stated
that they belonged to an organized club,
the object of which was to kill the lead-
ing white men in the country and estab-
lish a nation of their own. They gave
the names of many members, the names
of their president, vice-president, and
general exposure of their plans. After
the examination closed the prisoners
wereconducted to a grove by all the cit-
izens present, and aftermature delibera-
tion it was resolved to iui v t/;eiu over to
the law. The prisoners wereplaced In
charge of a party and started in the di-
rection cf the court-house, but had not
proceeded farbefore they wereinterrupt-
ed, the prisoners taken 1,/ force, and all
five of them hanged.

served by the Episcopal and Catholic churches
and at the Jewish Synagogue In our city.
In Catholic countries this festival is greatly

observed as a baptismalday, especially for con-
, verts. In olden times the converts wereat-

? tired in white raiment to signify the illumine-
| ting and cleansing power of the Holy Ghost,
. which fell on the apostle* in Jerusalem on the
? day of Pentecost, and which was sought for by

the candidates for baptism on this day. This
fact originally gave to this day the name

. of White Sunday, which modern nomenclature
has abbreviated to Whitsunday. The Chris-
tian's Whitsunday corresponds with the Jew*
Pentecost. The latter Is the anniversary, ac-
cording to tradition, of the givingofthe law to
Moses on Mount Sinai. The latter occurs fifty
days after Easter, or ten days afterAscension
Day. Before the conversion of Western En-
rope from Paganism to Christianitythe people
had a day corresponding to this, but it was af-
terward identified with one of their great Sum-
mer festivals and was a season of dancing and
merry making, of games and adventures.?
When Bibles were scarce and dear and the peo-
ple, ignorantOld and New Testament scenes
were enacted on the stage at this festival to In-
struct the people in those things. Because of
the descent of the Holy Ghost on the apostles
on the dayof Pentecost and the baptismof3,000
converts on that day a special grace was sup-
posed to attach to that rite administered in the
Christian Church on Whitsunday. It Is sup-
posed, also, to have been kept in remembrance
from the days ofthe apostles,since Paul In one
ofhis letters expresses a desire to be In Jerusa-
lem on that day to attend the least among the
Jews called the feast of weeks or of first fruits
of the harvests. It was one ol the three great
feasts of the Jews, and ranks next to Easter
among Christians.
