/.// Commencement. Sermons.
WESLEYAN FEMALE INSTITUTE.
The annual commencement sermon, and the
sermon before the Young Ladies “Christian As-

sociation of the Wesleyan Female Iustitute
were delivered in the Methodist Church on last

Sunday, at 11o’clock, A. M., and 8, P. M., by
Revs. W. K. Boyle, of Alexandria, and W. E,
Edwards, of Portsmouth, Va., respectively. The
church was crowded on both occasions. The
young ladies of the school were seated on the
stage erected for the commencement exercises,
and they presented a most happy and lovely
appearance.

‘We regret that want of space prevents us giv-
ing a more extended notice of these mostinter-
esting and eloquent discourses.

The commencement sermon in the morning,
by Rev. W. K. Boyle, was very appropriate,and
was delivered in a most pointed, clear and in-
teresting style. The following 1s a brief and
imperfect sketch:

Text—**I will praise thee; for I am fearfully
and wonderfully made.”’—Psalm 139 : 14th verse.

The things with which we have been familiar
from childhood do not often engage our serutiny
—we constantly seek new things. The marvel-
ous is heard with interest, while subjects of
practical value become as an “oft told tale,”’—
All around us we can find abundant evidences
of the Lord’s wisdom and skill, but the noblest
study of them all is man.

Of him only is it said, he is “fearfully and
and wonderfully made,” The soul and body
were recognized as distinct and separable, and
yet have points of contact which seem to be
points of unien. The one is immortal, the oth-
er sinks to decay.

The ery of David in the text intimates that
the wonders of existence were to him a source
of joy and an inspiration to praise,and it ought
to similarly affect us.

Each part of the body of man is marvelously
adapted for the use for whieh it was designed,
and the dependency of one upon the otheris
astonishing. An attack at any one part is in-
stantly telegraphed to every other part. The
sense of touch may be so educated that a man’s
eyes may be said to be in the ends of his fin-
gers, How wonderful the recuperative power,
by whieh disease is thrown from the system.—
The hand being wounded, the factis telegraphed
to every part of the body, and vital force flows
quickly to the spot to restore and heal, and
roon the wound is healed and forgotten, Sure-
ly we are ‘‘wonderfully made.” ‘

As to the nature and functions of the soul .—
it is from God—a spark of Divinity—the breath
of God, and therefore immortal—only Eternity
affords it sufficient scope. No one can say where
the natural ends or the spiritual begins. Our
bodily powers ought to be carefully preserved
and developed by proper use, We have no right
to dwarf our bod:ies at fashion’s demand, or
misuse any of their powers. ‘“A seund mind
can only exist in a sound body,”” and our hap-
pinesss is involved in a proper care for our
physical powers.

But much more is this true as to our spiritual
nature. It should be united to its author and
Lord, so that it may draw life and find growth,
and be qualified for Heaven, and united, on the
resurrection morning, to a spiritual boedy, and
we shall share inZour Lord’s; final triumph
and through eternity use these marvelous
powers, vastly augmented by immortality, to
our ever increasing personal happiness and
the glory of God.

At 8o’clock, P. M., the Rev. W. E. Edwards,
of Portsmouth, Va,, preached the annual ser-
mon before the Young Ladies’ Christian Asso-
clation, The house was crowded to its utmost
capacity and he held them in breathless atten-
tion for about one hour. We have space only
for a brief outline of his remarks. The text
was from Mark xiii: 31—** And to every man his
work.”

He introduced the discussion by noticing the
connection of the text with the parable of tal-
ents and also with that of the servants.

The general subject adduced from the text

was—The work of life in its various econcomitants
—a divine designation.

After some remarks indicating the fact ofa
special life-work for every individual, the en-
quirv was raised—

I. What is the character of this work?

The Scriptures declared it to be the consecra-
tion of self to God, which is identical with the
highest purity and holiness, and what is so
revealed in Scripture is as manifestly involved
in the existence of conscience. This work sep-
arates into two distinct branches:—

1. It contemplates the cuiture of individual char-
acter, This is the highest and holiest demand
that cdn be exacted of us. Thesoulis to be dis-
ciplined and fashioned into a form of beauty
that will grace the palace of the Great King.

2. It contemplates the temporal and spiritual
good of others. Society has its claims upon us.
‘We are to minister to its wants and enlist all
its energies in the consummation of the far-
rea.ching purposes indicated in ancient proph-
ecy.

After some discussion of these points the
speaker declared that there was antagonism
between these two classes of duty—each essen-
tialto the perfection of the other. Therefore,
every opportunity for good is a divine call to
relieve the unfortunate and a means of spirit-
ual discipline,

II. The Instruments for the work. These are
as nuymerous and diversified as the talents with
which we are endowad. The general endow-
ments and facilities for usefulness are truly wo-
man’s as man’s; yet there are certain particu-
lars connected with those endewments and fa~
cilities as exhibited in woman which invest
_her with a special influence in society.

The speaker here indicated some of the thingg
which distinguish woman’s influence in socie-
ty, and'which are accepted as her 8pecial tal-
ents, and urged upon the young ladies ad-
dressed, the responsibility involved in their
improvement. The talents in themselves are
devold of moral character. They make us neith-
er the better nor the worse. All depends upon
the use to which we devote them.

III. The Equipment for the work. This equip-
ment is found in the proper adjustment of per-
sonal relation to God through Christ. We need
God— Z

1. To put us in sympathy with our work,

3. Ta render our work acceptable to God.

4. Tarender our work successful,

Thus equipped we are prepared for the war-
fare of life, In college life or in the busy world
wecan do something for God. The work and
its results will not always be according to our
anticipations. These are, however, wit.hv(}od.
Fidelity is ours, Severe hardships may be
placed upon us, but God will manifest in His
own good time the wisdom of his injunctions.
Faithful toil may seem to be in vain, but He
who is Infinite in His resources will illumine
the darkness, and bring lasting good from
seeming disappointment.

The results of all toil yndertagken in the right
spirit, must, in the final issue of life, commend
{tself to our judgment,

Ten years ago it was with bowed head, tear-
ful eye and footstep selemn and slow that our
people wended their way to the Cemetery to
fulfill the sorrowful duty of strewing with flow-
ers the graves of those who gave up their lives
fighting for the “Lost Cause.” Then the sense
of personal loss was keen and poignant, and
with our mourning for a lost cause wasmingled
the tear for some honored father, beloved broth-
er or other near and dear relative. It wasright
then that memorial day should be a solemn
and mournful occasion ; but now when the fleet-
ing hand of time has soothed and softened the
sense of personal loss it is right that this day,
set apart for the commemoration of the Con-
federate dead, should be made a day of celebra-
tion of the heroic deeds and noble archieve-
ments of those, who died fighting for a cause
they deemed to be just, Itisright that itshould
be observed with such solemnities, civil and
military, as will tend to preserve fresh in our
memories our heroicdead, and at thesame time
impress upon the rising generation the honor
and respect which a true people feel for, and
show to the memory of those who on many a
bloody field rivaled the heroes of Marathon
ank like the brave Lacedaemonians, when de-
feated, were brought home on their shields.

Such we take it was the desire and feeling of
our people in making the elaborate decerations
and civil and military display which marked
the celebration of memorial day in Staunton
on last Friday the 14th inst,

THE DECORATIONS

in the city were of 2 much more elaborate char-
acter than had ever been made here before, and
even our own citizens were asitonished when
on Friday morning they saw the principal
streets literally filled with flags, arches, wreaths
and festoons of evergreens and many stors
fronts draped in mourning. The principal
decoration was on Main street, though festoons
of New street and Augusta street were also
elaborately bedecked.

Looking down Main street from the Spectator
office flag after flag, national, state, and com-
posite, was seen suspended across thestreet and
flaunting their bright colors on the breeze. At
the intersection of Main and New streets were
erected four pillars of evergreens surmounted
with flags, and archs festooned with evergreens
thrown from one to the other, from which were
suspended the mottoes, *“Welcome to our
guests,” *‘Dead but not forgotten,” *‘Honor to
the Brave” and “All Honor to the Dead.” In
the center of this quadruple arch, suspended
from diagonal wreathed arches, was a begutiful
basket of natural flowers and evergreens. An-
other similar arch spanned the street at the in-
tersection of Main and Augusta streets from
which was suspended pictures of Lee and Jack-
8on, draped in mourning and surrounded with
flags.

A very beautiful single arch spanned the
street in frent of the Lutheran Church, which
was most elaborately wreathed and festooned
and bore the motto “Our Brave Dead.” Still
another arch of evergreensand flags greeted the
eye farther up Mainstreet in front of the resi-
dence of Mayor Balthis.

Augusta street from Main to near the depot
was one floating mass of various eolored flags
and bright streamers.

On New street also, the decorations were
equally elaborate and of a similar character.

THE MILITARY
from Danville and Lynchburg arrived between
four and five o’clock ‘Friday morning. They
were met at the depot by the West Augusta
Guard and Staunton Artillery and escorted to
the Grange Hall which had been very tastef ully
decorated.

After partaking of refreshments they were es-
corted to their guarters at the Virginia and
American Hotels.

About 19 o'clock the proeession formed on
Main Street with right resting on Market, the
military being under command of Capt. W. L.
Bumgardner of the West Augusta Guard, with
Capt. James Burgess of the Winchester Light
Infantry as Majorof Battalion, and Lieut. John
McQuaijde gf the West Augusta Guard, Adjue
tant. Capt. James Bumgardner, jr., was in
command as Chief Marshai of the whole proces-
sion, civil and military and head as assistants
Col. Jno. Lilley, Capt. Jno. N. Opie, Capt. Lewis
Harman, Col. Jas. H. Williams, Capt. Benton
Coiner, Lieut. James McFarland and others
and earrigd oyt the programme with marked
ability and suceess. Brof, A. J, Turngr was Di-
rector-in-chief of the Bands.

The procession then moved yp Market street
led by the Stonewall and Charlestown Bands
in the following ordey :—Angderson (pard; six
members of the Walker Light Guard of Rich-
mond; West AugustaGuard ; Winchester Light
Infantry; Danville Grays; Harrisonburg Band;
Lynchburg Light Artillery Blues; Staunton
Artillery; Carrlages containing the Mayor and
the city offjclals; fhe clergy, Rey. Dr. Charlps
Manly and Rev. James E. Booker; the orator
of the day, Capt. Henry L. Hoover; Mr. John
Merritt, a soldier of the war of 1812; Col. James
H. Skinner, President of the Memorial Associ-
ation; Gen.John Echols,Judge Wm. McLaugh-
lin, and others; the Woodstock Band ; Augus-
ta Fire Company, ynder Cgpt, M. Cox, with
steam engine and hese-carriages, handsomely
decorated with evergreens apd fiowers; the
Strasburg Band; Hook and Ladder Company,
with their truck most elaborately trimmed
with evergreens agd mjqurning drapery ungder
Capt. J. M. Hardy, with iwojlittle girlg dressed
in white sitting with htm ontop:; D.D.&B.
Institution Rand; D.D. & B. Institution Fire
Company, followed by the pupils of that Insti-
tution bearing wreaths and flowers, and then
came citizens generally ip carriages and on
foot. The procession moved through the prin-
cipal streets and then proceeded to the cemete-
ry, aver the entrance of which had been erect-
ed a triple argh gt eyergreens, bearing the in-
scriptions, “God,” “Dead yet speaking,” and
“Country.’*

and marched with the West Augusta Guard :—

Upeon reaching the Confederate cemetry the
soldiers filed off into the different sections, the
bands played a dijrge whilst the ladies who had
charge of the sections placed a bouquet on each
grave and a wreath of eyergreeps on cagh of the
iron posts gnglosing the secijons. This was a
most beautifil, impressive, and solemn scene.
Afterwards the citizens generally crowded in
to scatter over the graves their tribute of flow-
ers.

The stone in the centre of the cemetery, erect-
ed to the unknown dead, was most beautifally
decorated. It was entirely covered with flow-
ers and evergreens and was surmounted with
a magnificent cross and with crossed mugkets.
The speaker's siang was also very handsomely
decorated with flowers and wreaths of ever-
green.

The people then gathered around the speak-
er’s stand, and after prayer by Rev. J, E. Book-
er, Capt. H, L. Hoover delivered a short apd
admirable— 2 :

ADDRESS,

not his own section most? Where is the Var-
ginian, worthy the name, who loves not his
mother State above all others? And, sir, may
I not go further and ask, Where is the Augusta
man who does not feel in his heart that our
grand old county is a lit¢tle better,;than any other
county in the State?

No, sir, there is nothing in the warmest de-
vetion to heme, or country, or State, or section,
at all inconsistent with the utmost loyalty to
this Union. Our pride, then, in the soldierly
conduct of our own boys is not only a pardon-
able indulgence, but an honest and natural
expression of our own patriotism. They
us to beloyal to this Union, and te “i and do
nothing which may give offence to the domi-
nant party. So beit, say I. But be it ever re-
membered, that he who is not loyal to his own
friend, dead or living, to his own people and his
own section, whether defeated or victorious, is
not and can not be loyal te anything else in
this world. For one, I could not and would not
betray the memory of these dead eomrades to
please or to save any party.

To you, young soldiers, I may confiently ap-
peal to preserve the memory of the men whose
color you wear. Sacred color! baptized in the
best and bravest blood of the Sunny South, em-
blem of devotion to duty and the right. Yeu
can not forget them while you wear “the gray.”

To you, my old comrades, whom I see scat-
tered here and there in this vast throng; to
you, with whom these silent sleepers once
touched elbows amid whizzing minnies, burst-
ing shell and shrieking shot; whose veices
commingled with yours in the fierce yell of
battle, the ringing cheers of victory and the
genial camp song; who have gha with you
the hoarded biscuit, the cheerful pipe, and the
friendly blanket; to you, I cannot appeal in
vain to preserve this grateful annualjcustom of
decorating their graves with flowers,

But may I not still more confidenlly appeal
to you, my fair countrywomen. You were first
and last in their hearts. To you the dying mes-
sages were sent. For mother, sister, wife or
daughter the last prayer was breathed. Full
well I know your loving hearts will not forget
the “vaeant chairs” in tyour households, nor
fail to teach your children the sad story of their
heroic lives; and that when Spring-time brinis
the flowers again, your fair nands will not fail
to form fresh wreathes wherewith to decorate

these tombs. :
But, my friends, can we pay the deep debt of
th flow-

gratitude, due the Confederate dead,
ers alone? 'Whereuare their dear ones te-day?
Does the widow, or orphan, or mutilated or dis-
tressed comrade wander up and down the land
homeless, penniless, and friendless? If so, the
debt has not been paid. Has one of these ‘been
turned from our doors unaided and uncheered?
Can it be that we have spent thousands in a
grand parade over the dead, and have shut our
hearts and our hands to those in distress who
were dear to them.

Never, never, let this be truly said of Virgin-
ians. To be thus untrue to those who were so
true to us, would be to dishonor our own man-
hood and to cast the first blot on the fair fame
of our mother State, which, whetherin the field
or the forum, has grown ever brighter, ever
purer, with the growing years, until to-day the

in all this wide, beautiful world.
Col. James H. Skinner, Presldent of the As-
sociation, made a brief statement of its condi-
tion, and the benediction was pronounced by
Rev, Dr. Manly.
The ceremonies were ended with salutes fired
by th2 infantry companies and Staunton Ar-
tillery. The Lynchburg company did not have
their guns with them.
Between one and two o'clock the military re-
turned to the city, and, after refreshments at
the Grange Hall, were taken to their quarters
at the Hotels.
The rest of the evening was spent by the mil-
itary in resting, making acquaintances, and
social intercourse.
The time was most delightfully spent until 8
o'clock, the hour for the Valley companies to
feturn, when they were escorted to the depot
by the Staunten companies, and, after a few
short speeches, departed amidst the cheers and
good wishes of all.
When the Lynchburg company left at half
past one o’clock, the whole line of march from
the Grange Hall to the depot was most beauti=
fully 1lluminated with various colored lights,
roman candles, and rockets, making thegptreets
with their decorations look like a scene from
fairy land.
This celebration of Memorial Day has cer-
tainly been the most succcessful event that has
ever occurred in Staunton. It wasa grand sue-
cess in the extent and character of the decora-
tions, in the large number of military present,
and in the immense ecrowd of people assembled.
Everything in connection with it passed off' in
the most pleasant and enjoyable manner. Good
order, good humor, and good conduct prevailed
throughout the day ; nothing whateveroccurred
to mar the pleasure of the occasion. The guests
of our military and citizens went away satisfled
and delighted with the hospitable entertain
ment they had received, and full of enthusias-
tic appreciation of Staunton and her citizens.—
It has been productive of mutual acquaintance
among the military companies of the Valley
and from other parts of the State, that will
bind them more closely together in friendship
and soldierly camaradesie.
The bearing of the visiting military,not only
as soldiers, but as gentlemen, was particularly
noticeable, and was the subject of frequent re-
mark. Theirsoldierly appearanee elicited much
praise, and our people generally unite in the
wish that we may soon have the pleasure of
entertaining them agajn. :

ABOUT CANARY BIRDS.—Place the cage so no
draught of air can strike the bird. Givg noth-
ing to healthy birds hut rgpe and fanary seed,
water, cuttle.sh bone, and gravel-paper or
sand on the floor of the cage, No hemp seed.—
A bath three timea week. The room should
not be overheated—never above seventy
degrees. When moulting (shedding feathers)
keep warm, ayoid all dragghts of gir. Give
plenty of Germjan rape seed; g little hard
boiled egg, mixed with crackers grated fine, is
excellent. Feed at g certain haur in the morn-
ing. By observing thesg gimplg rules birds
may be kepi in fine condition for years, For
birds that are sick or have lost their song, pro-
cure bird tonic at a bird store. Very many
keep birds who mean to give their pets all
things to make them bright and happy, and at
the same tinie are guilty of great eruelty in re-
gard to perelies. The perches in a cage should
be each one of different size, and the smallest
as large as a pipe stem. If perches are of the
right sort no trouble is ever had about the
bird’s toe-nails growing too long; and of all
things keep the perches clean.—Fancicer.
