The Blues in Staunton.

A SPLENDID MILITARY DISPLAY—DECO-
RATION OF THE SOLDIER’S GRAVES—
THE OLD STONEWALL BAND—SCENES
AND INCIDENTS OF THE TRIP—HOW
THE BOYS IN BLUE WERE ENTERTAIN-
ED.

[From the Lynchburg Virginian.]

This handsome company, numbering
some thirty-five men, rank and file, un-
der command of Capt. Frank T. Lee,
and accompanied by a distinguished
honorary member, and a few citizens
left for Staunton on the1.20 0’clock train
last Thursday night to participate in the
memorial celebration which took place
the following day.—They were escorted
to the train by the Home Guard, who
through their commander, Col. Otey,
wished the boys in blue a pleasant trip
to the jlittle city in the valley and
a safe return home. After a good de-
al of hand shaking anda parting
fatewell with their old Home Guard
friends, they boarded a special coach
which was awaiting them, and were
soon gliding swiftly over the Midland
road with hearts full of joyeus expecta-
tion at the many pleasures to be offered
the coming morn. The Danville Grays
were on beard and a general comming-
ling of the blue and the gray was very
pleasant. They are a fine looking body
of men, and their deportment during
the whole trip indicated that they were

In a couple of hours the train reached
Charlottesville, where the special coach-
es were transferred to the C. & O. rail-
road, and again the boys went on their
way rejoicing. Asthe sun arose from
its eastern bed, casting a radiance over
the beautiful and fertiie valley, present-
ing such a picture of peace and happi-
ness as was rarely ever before seen, the
beating of the long roll announced our
near approach to Staunton. On arriv-
ing at Staunton we were met by a de-
tachment from the Staunton Artillery
and Augustata Guard, who welcomed us
in afkindlymanner, and offered the hos-
pitalities of the city during our stay. The
companies werethen marched to Grange
Hall, on Mainstreet, one of the largest
and most commodious buildings we have
even seen, where a bountiful repast was
set, to which full justice was done by
the soldiers. After partaking of this re-
past, they were marched back to the
Virginia House where comfortable
flluarters were assigned them for the
ay.
At nine o’clock companies from Win-
chester, Harrisonburg, Woodstock, and
other places in the valley, headed by
some four or five brass bands, arrived,
promising one of the grandest military
demonstrations ever witnessed in this
State. The little city was all ablaze
with excitement, and business was al-
most totally suspended. Crowds flock-
ed from every quarter, bringing with
them some floral offering to place on the
graves of the heroic deag. Bannersand
flags of all nations were floating to the
breeze cn the principal streets. Beauti-
ful archways festooned with garlands,
upon which were appropriate inserip-

ronage, and rlaced her under the best [tionssuchas these: ‘‘Dead yet they live,”

*To Our Honored Dead,” &c., spanned
the streets, and in all, the city present-
ed a most beautiful spectacle. Prompt-
ly at ten o’clock, the procession began to
move, with the battallion of infantry in

front, headed by theold Stonewall Band
and under command of Major Burgess
of the Winchester Light Infantry. The

Blues next followed, and the military
part of the procession was brought up
Yy the Staunton Artillery. Then came
the different fire companies, benevolent
societiss, publieschools, citizens, on fcot
&e. After parading threugh the princi-
pal streets, the processicn wended its
way to the City of the Dead, some two
miles distant from Staunton, where ap-
propriate speeches were made by dis-

tinguished orators, and salutes fired by

the infantry and artillery. At the con-

clusion of the speaking thegraves of the
brave soldiers who sacrificed theirlives

for their country were strewn with

flowers, amidst the deafening roar of
musketry and cennon alike.

The ceremonies being concluded at
cemetery, the line of march was taken
back to the city, after which the parade
was dismissed. After dinner the soldiers
visited the different places of interest in
suburbs, such as the Deaf, Dumb and
Blind, and Western Lunatic Asylums,
where we were greeted by all, especially
by that genial and pleasant gentleman,
Dr. Baldwin, of the latter institution,—
This institution has undergone a decided
improvement in the past few months in
the erection of a handsome left wing to
the main building, making it now one
of the most complete in its appoint-
ments we know of. Of course the boys
were not satisfied until a general inspec-
tion was given the different female col-
leges, and many were the compliments
showered upon the bold soldiers by the
fair sex. ILater in the evening the old
Stonewall Band discoursed sweet music
to g large assemblage on Main street;
conspicuous among them was the gal-
lant captain of the Blues, who being
so infatuated with the sweet strains of
that grand old Band, that he extended
them a cordial invitation %o visit our
city at the approaching Fair, and be
the guests of his company, which was
accepted. Thisis oneof the finest bands
in the State, and will doubtless atract a
large crowd. The military are also ex-
pected. At night the city was hand-
somely illuminated with calcium lights,
and fire works were in sbundance,

The long rell was beat at 11 o’clock,
and with sorrowfcl hearts the Blues
marched thence to Grange Hall to par-
take for the last time of the generous
hospitality of the good people of Staun-
ton. On arriving at the Hall, Col. E.
E. Portlock, in behalf of the Blues,
stepped {o the front and in a chaste and
elegant little speech, thanked the mili-
tary for the abounding hospitality they
kad shown the military of Lynchburg,
assuring them that the visit to Staunton
would long be reinembered by the Blues,
and hoping that at some future day
they might be able to reciprocate by
having the Staunton Military in the
Hill City. After the eonciusion of Col.
Portlock’s speech, Mr. Hutchings, of
the Danville Grays, made a few well-
timed remarks full of gratitude for the
kindly manner in which his company
had been entertained. The two compa-
nies then marched to the depot where
they took the train for home. Captain
Bumgardner, Colonel Harman, Captain
Fultz, and other citizens acting as es-
corts. The Blues arrived in the e¢ity at
5:35 Saturday, and after giving three
cheers for the Danville company, march-
ed to their armory, headed by Company
P, composed of the citizens who accom-
panied them on their trip, wheresthey
were dismissed. Thus ended one of the
most enjoyable occasions cur boys have
ever had. Long may it remain fresh
in their msmories. The Blues desire to
return their sincere thanks to Mr. C. M.

Of an ancient and distinguished fami-
ly—(Chapman Johnson, -his: father,
came within one vote of being President
of the United States)—he illustrated in
his wonderful attainments, in all de-
partments of learning, the race from
which he sprang.

Like his great father, he was amiable,
generous, guileless, brave; slow to per-
ceiye an indignity, but when seen, quick
to resent and hold harmless the honer
of a Chevalier Bayard.

As an eduecator—devoted fo his pro-
fession—he educated the rich and peor,
and of the latter demanded no recom-
pense. :
As a husband—his affection and de-

vetion to his noble wife through years
of prosperity and adversity, and her’s to

him, are history in all the communities
of which, in their long and varied career,
they were members.
As a father—his children by the tears
shed, and the wails that went up from
their anguished hearts when his re-
mains were consigned to the dark house
and the leng sleep, will give evidence of
noble devotion to them, that cannet be
forgetten by the living, and will be re-
membered in after time, as one of the
crowning features of bis great and noble
nature.
To say that Mr. Johnson was learned,
does not eonvey an idea—a just concep-
tion of his attainments. He learned, in
early youth, the Latin and Greek with-
out the aid of the grammar in either
language; and if there was a faultin
his mode of teaching, it was for the rea-
son, that others. might be taught as he
was, with dictionary and explanation
of teacher, forgetting that few were so
gifted as himself.
As a mathematician—few were his
peers,—for he read books in the higher
branches, without slate and pencil, as a
girl would read a novel, and experienced
the same delight. I have seen him and
heard him, right up amidst the stars
and planets, discoursing of their il-
limitable distances, and mathematieal
precision in which they describe their
orbits, as incontestible evidences of the
greatness, goodness, wisdom and poewer
of the Giver of all good gifts.
It is not known to many, but I know,
he was a poet. Hisdevotion to his State
is enshrined in yerse assweet and in-
spiring, fraught with as noble, instruc- .
tive sentiment as ever inspired the
pens of Virginia’s sweetest singers.
As a talker—in his modest, quiet and
subdued tones, modulated in harmony
with the theme—he was not surpassed
by any one of his cotemperaries. How
appropriately named—BoSWELL JOHN-
SON. He treasured in his memery the
conversations ef great men, and repeat-
ed them with as much accuracy, and in
as fine language as Boswell did those of
Samuel Johnson.

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The Air Ship.
A recent telegram to the IV, Y. Her-
ald gives the fellowing account of the
flying machine invented by Prof, Rich-
tel of Hartford, Connecticut :—

The machine not only rose in the air,

but moved backward and forward, up
and down, at the option of the :erenaut,

and although embracing in part balloon
principles, the evolutions were accom-

plished without waste of gas in de-
scending or any use of ballast whatever.
The seronaut werked the central pro-
peller of the machine with effect and
rose over every obstacle to the height of
100 feet. The breeze was blowing to the
eastward and the exhibitor allowed his
machine to be [carried with it for an
eighth of a mile and amused himself by
showing his ability to ascend or descend
at will. Then the propeller at the point-
ed end of the frame work was set in mo-
tion and the machine shifted its eourse,
twisting and turning in small cireles.—
Still its general drift was to the east-
ward, with the wind, and the spectators
freely expressed the opinion that its
powers were at an end and that it could
never return against the wind ; but at a
signal from Prof. Richtels the machine
was pointed back toward the exhibition
grounds. The propelling wheel was
started at top speed, and with accelera-
ted motion the ship sailed along back,
at an altitude of 100 feet, until it hover—
ed ever the exhibition grounds; then,
amid general applause, the central pro-
peller was set in motion, and under its
influence the ship sank slowly and easi-
ly to the earth, landing within half a

dozen rods from the original starting,
point,
