An Incident of the Late War.?
The death in Texas of Albert Mellen is
announced.

The Liberian Exodus.?The Rev.
B. F. Porter, of Charleston, S. 0., preei-
lent of theLiberianExodus JointStock
-ompany, is nowon a visit toBaltimore,
in regard to the failure to send a com-
petent physician on the ship xVzor,
whichrecently took three hundred col-
jred emigrants to Liberia, twenty of
whom died on the way, some, it is alleg-
3d, for the want ol proper medical at-
tention, Mr. Porter says a regular physi-
cian had been engaged, but at the last
hour disappointed the officers ot the
company. His place was taken by one
of the directors, who claimed to have a
knowledge of medicine. He says the
ship started with an abundance of wa-
ter and provisions, and thinks the fact
that they ran short is proof positive of
great waste on the part ofthe emigrants.
Letters havebeen received from several
of the passengerson the Azor, Done of
which are written in a gloomy strain.?
The plan of the emigrants is to go up
the St. Paul's river into the Bopoora
country, between fifty and sixty miles
northeastof Monrovia. There the gov-
ernment allows each head ofa family
twenty-five acres, and to a single man
ten acres. The plan of the association,
Mr. Porter says, is to goright ahead,and
two hundred more emigrants will be
sent out as soon as the Azor returns, ac-
companied by a competent physician.?
The intention is to bring about com-
mercial relations between the colonists
and this country. Mr. Porter thinks
this emigrant scheme is bound to prove
a great success in the end.

Educational Convention.?The
Virginia Educational Convention met
at Hampton, Wednesday evening, in
Virginia Hall of the Normal Institute.
Prof. Thos. R. Price, of Randolph-Ma-
con College, presided. His address gave
a very hopeful account of the cause of
education in the State, and also depre-
cated cramming children with superfi-
cial studies to the exclusion of valuable
knowledge. The usual committees were
appointed. Before leaving the hall the
convention was treated to some planta.
tion melodies by the Hampton students,
some seaty-five of whom were present.
Yesterday morning several papers on
the subject of education were read. Ow-
ing to the intense heat an early adjourn-
ment was had to the evening, when
Prof. Wm. Allen, of the Mcllonough
School near Baltimore, read apaper on
"The Educational Outlook."

Summer Diet.

It has frequently been said of us as a
people, says the Baltimore Sun, that we
are a nation of dyspeptics, and although
this, taken in its broadest sense, is an
exaggeration, there is nevertheless _

good deal of truth in the saying. We
cook badly, and living in a climate that
is semi-tropical in summer and semi-
arctic in winter, we make no discrimi-
nation in our diet. We are the grossest
of meat eaters when we should live
lightly and take especial care that good
digestion waited on appetite. The
Frenchman is rarely dyspeptic, and
why ? Because he cooks his food scien-
tifically, eats of various lignt dishes,
and never too much of any one thing.
We glory in great substantial joints;
he glories in stews aud savory messes.?
lie deals with his materials as a painter
with his colors, so placing them as to
produce the highest harmonies. When
Soyer, at the call of theEnglish govern-
ment, left his London club and intro-
duced into the army before Sebastopol
his traveling kitchens, and showed the
soldiers how to turn the commonest
things to use, he threw a halo over mess
pork and hard tack, revolutionizing, as
it were, their natures into things coarse
enough to look on, but palatable to take.
His soups, compounded of all sorts of
ingredients, were so toothsome and pal-
atable that the soldiers in the trenches
and in the field wondered at the trans-
formation that their rations underwent.
But then Soyer was a genius, voluble
and egotistical, but proud of his art, and
Dever so happy as in showing out of
what strange things he could make a
a dinner for an epicure. Here iv the
United States we have everything in
abundance?all the domestic meats,
gamo in variety, and all the treasures of
river and bay and lake and sea. But of
scientific cooking, outside ofa few great
hotels, we know almost literally noth-
ing. It is doubtful if many of our peo-
ple know the commonestprinciples that
govern the baking and boiling, roasting,
frying and stewiug of meats and fish,
or the cooking of vegetables. Of course
cooking goes on everywhere from day
to day, and experience teaches some"
thing; but as a rule it is universally ad-
mitted that our cooking is not good,
whilst our waste is enormous. Half the
ills our flesh is heir to may be traced to
bad cooking, to over-taxing the diges-
tive powers, and by giving the gastric
juices half crude, half masticated things
to work upon. In the summer season
light diet should be the rule?but little
meat, vegetables well cooked, aud thor-
oughly ripe fruit. In India rice is the
staple1 aiticle of food for more than nine-
tenths ot the population, and with rea-
son, for rice is nourishing, whilst it is
not heating. Englishmen there, who
follow the custom of their own country
and resort to heavy meat dinners aud
the pale ale of Alsop or Bass, soon suc-
cumb to the climate, and are either
forced to return home invalided,or seek
such sanitariumsas theFeilgheriy hills. '
If we would keep our digestions good 'during the heats of summer we must
adopt in principle the India practice inrespect to tho kind of fpod lo lie eaten, '
and theFrench practice, as far as we !may be able, in respect to the methods iof cooking it. i
