CHILDREN'S MASS MEETING?"THE RUSTICS" OF

HARRISONBURG?RESOLUTIONS ADOPTED, OF-
FICERS ELECTED, &C, &C.
We publishon the outside this week the pro-

ceedings of the S. S. Convention duringthe first
three days. On Wednesday nightthere was a
children's mass meeting during which there
was some very line singing. The exerciscß
were very interesting and short, pointed ad-
dresses were delivered by Drs. Bitting, Rogers
and Harper, with occasional happyrenfarks by
President Magruder.

THURSDAY EVENING.
The session this day was the largest during

the convention. It is ostlmated that the excur-
sion train from Harrisonburg brought at least
a thousand persons. The great attraction of
this day's proceedings was the singing ofthe
?'Rustics" ofHarrisonburg under the leadership
ofProf. H. T. Wartman. The singingwas truly
excellent and received the highest praise from
all who heard it. The Baltimore delegates,
especially, were delighted.
"After theusual opening exercises the special
eomniitteeto which was referred the topic "Are
oursohools conducted properly.audarethestudy
of the Scriptures and conversion of the scholars
the sole object ofour Sunday school system?"
reported a preambleaud resolution setting forth
that the schools are conducted properly as far
as they go. Theaddress ofRev.Dr. AlpUcusV,
Wilson on the topic was endorsed and the fol-
lowingresolution was reported:

Resolved, That the pastors, superintendents
and delegates to this convention be, and are
hereby, requested and recommended to teach
andexplain,whenever and wherever occasion
wlllpermit,the economy of our church ; that
the Disciplinebe used as a text-book in our ad-
vanced classes, and that the members of our
Sunday schools and churches be not only urged
to acquaint and familiarize themselves with
tbe docrines of our beloved Methodist. Episco-
pal Church South, but that every effort be used
and put forth to convince and lead them to be-
lieve and understand that it is nearest to the
Church ofChrist, and therefore the first and
most worthyofour love; and further, that if
success is desired or expected, the study of the
Scriptures the converting to and keeping in
Christ of the scholars, must be the sole object
ofthe Sundayschool system."

The resolution was unanimouslyadopted.
Thecommittee on business reported the fol-

lowingresolution:
"-Rejoined 1, That we fully appreciate the im-

portance of making our church literature tbe
literatureofourSundayschools.as recommend-
ed in the president's report, and as the maga-
zine, lesson papers and Sunday school papers
Issued by our publishinghouse so fully meet
therequirements of such a literature for our
Sunday schools, we urge upon the members of
this convention the necessity of using the most
earnest efforts to have our schools use ourown
magazine and lesson papers, and circulate our
own papers to the exclusion of all others of a
similar character."

The resolution was adopted.
Aresolution was adopted endorslug the effort

toestablish a mission school in Mexico, aud re-
commendinga collection in aid of this object
to be taken up in the schools, provided such col-
lection does not interfere with the regular mis-
sion work ofthe schools.

Lexington was chosen as the next place of
meeting.

Resolutions ofregret at the death of Thos. M.
Eddy, ofMillwood, Clarke county, Va., were
adopted. Mr. Eddy was elected a member of
this convention, but died before it met.

A resolution was adopted inviting Key. Geo.
B. Eager, ofLexlngton, and Rev. C. C. Bitting
ofBaltimore, both ministers of the Baptist
church, to attend the next convention.

The topic for the day. "The Preparation of
. Teachers and Teachers' Bible Classes," was

taken up, Rev. Dr. Samuel Rodgers leadingoff.
He took the ground that there could be no cast-
iron system by which all teachers could be
taught,but the Individual peculiaritiesof each
must bo considered. Still there was a genera!
preparation under which all could be taught.?
This general preparation consisted ofa convic-
tion of themagnitudeofthe work, a realization
ofitsdifficulliesandalsoofits encouragomentss
general reading and study on subjects bearing
upon the work, cultivation of sympathy with

\u25a0 the young by associating with them and actlv-
? ity in the prayer meetings. Then there was

special preparation, such as the study of the
lesson and use ofthe Imagination inpresenting

i the details ofscenes in the Bible, and thus make

G. N. Townsend, the Swindler of Gov. Booth, Try-
ing lis Tricks ia Staunton,

HIS NUMEROUS DRAFTS, TELEGRAMS, 4C._
LTBEBALITY TO BARBERS, BOOT-BLACKS, AND
NEWSBOYS.

Thenewspapers have been recently publish-
ingaccounts of tho way in which one G. N.
Townsend, of the firm of A. H. Wyman ct Co.,
of Philadelphia, successfully swindled Mr. E_
G. Booth, formely of Nottoway county, Vir-
ginia, but now of Philadelphia, and who is
well known to many ofour citizens for his lav-
ish hospitalityto Virginians at the "Virginia
House" duringthe Centennial. Since the above
discovery, it has turned out that T. lias been
for years engaged in the samebusinass, though
on not so large a scale as in his raid upon Mr.
Booth, whom he took In to the tune of $56,000.
Iv tho month of January, February, and

March, this same Mr. Townsend, a gentleman
of line appearance and pleasing address, stop-
ped frequently at the Virginia Hotel, and from
his peculiar behavior excited the suspicion Of
the proprietor. He purchased all the newspa-
pers he could get hold of, and gave the news-
boys a quarter Instead of five cents, and would
often return the papers to them, telling them
to sell them again; so he gavethe barber tweu-
ty-tive cents for a shave, and treated his boot-
black quite as liberally. This useless lavish-
Bcaa of money attracted the attention of the
proprietor, as it was doubtless intended to do,
but had the effect ofarousing his suspicion, and
not creating confidence in the financial pros-
perity of the stranger.

His first visit was in January,when he stayed
three or four days, and settled his bill with a
check of Mr. Crews, telegraph operator acre.?
The day after his departure, Mr. Crowle re_
celved a telegram, purportingto be from A. H
Wymau A Co., Philadelphia, saying that the
Townsend draft had been protested during his
absence from the city, but to return the draft
and it would be paid with all charges. This
was all very mysterious to Mr. Crowle, as
Townsend had given liim no draft, and upon
enquiry found that no such draft had passed
.throughthe banks here.

A few days after the receipt of the above tele-
gram, Townsend again steppedat the Virginia
Hotel for several days, and when he came to
settle ills bill offered his own check for SSO.
which Mr. Davis, the clerk, refused to cash, but
allowed his bill to stand until he (Townsend)
should return, in a few days from a vist to
Charleston, WcstVa.

Inabout aweek or tendays hereturned on the
western train, and coming to the Hotel, appar-
ently in great.haste, requested Mr. Davis to cash
adraft forsJOO, which_was refused. Heafterwards
tried Mr. 11. M. Mclihany and Mr. 11. 11. Cat-
lett, but not succeeding, again returned to the
Hotel, and showed a telegram from a Mr. Cook,
at Wrlghtsvillc, Pa., saying, "I would send you
a money order for SCO, but this Is not a money
order office." Mr. Crowle still refused to cash
the draft, and Townsend then told him that he
had no money with him, but would pay his bill
on his return in afew weeks.

In a few weeks a letter was received from him
dated at the office of A. H. vVyman it Co., re-
questingto have his bill sent to him, which
was done. Soon after this Mr. Crowle received
from him a large batch of circulars gotten up
In spread-eaglestyle, representing him as agent
for the sale ofmines, mineral lands, &c.,&c., in
West Va. and other States.

About the middle ofMarch he again returned
to the Virginia Hotel, and on leaving settled
his whole bill, and left a draft for SIS with Mr.
Crowle, requesting him to forward it for collec-
tion and hold the money until he should call
for it. This draft in due time waspaid and Mr.
Crowle sent Mr. Townsend a cashier's cheek for
the amount, not wishingto send his own check
as Townsend had requested, feeling unwilling,
after all that had passed, to let Townsend have
acheck in his hands signed with his name.

This was the last he heard of him until he
saw the notice of his arrest for swindling Mr.
Booth.

Whilst at Charleston, West Va., Townsend
wrote a letter, enclosing it to Mr.'.Crowle, re-
questinghim to hand it the gentlemanwho sat
on his left, at table ;No. 1, and for further de-
scription said "cal 1 him thehandsomest gentle-
man in the room and you will have the right
man." This was Mr. Fleet, a wealthygentle-
man af N. V., who boarded at the Hotel last
winter, and the letter set forth the large
amouut ofmoney to be made by investment in
a '-Blowing Furnace." Mr. F. merely "re-
marked, "he can't Jfich me with any such
chaff."

Immigration to Virginia.?The
public men and journalists of Virginia
can render no moreacceptableor needed
service to their State, at this time, than
in devoting their efforts to the cause of
immigration. Our great need is popula-
tion, of the right kind?men who -will
buy our surplus land, and cultivate it
successfully. There is far too much
waste land here ; by that we mean ara-
ble soil not in cultivation. Millions of
acres that with comparativelysmall ex-
penditure of ]abor and money, would
add vastly to the productive wealth of
the State, and largely increase the basis
of taxation, are nowentirely unproduc-
tive. This almost anomalous coudition
of things, which people outside of Vir-
ginia seem not tounderstand,istheresult,
chiefly, of the inability, real or imagin-
ed, of many of the landholders to im-
prove the soil and cultivateit to profit.
They haye noj; the means, they say,
wherewith to restore it to that state of
fertility that weuldinsure remuneration
for the labor that would have to be ex-pended, and, inmany cases, they cannot,
for the samereason, command therequi-
site labor. And so, barren old fields, all
overVirginia, are growing up in pines,
thistlesahdsedge-grass, that, by the pro-
per application of fertilizers adapted to
the soil, would yield a bountiful return
for the expenditure of toil and money
that are essential to theirreclamation.?
We hazard nothiDg in saying that if allthebroad acres now waste in Virginia
were in successful cultivation, therewouldnot be for, nd a man amonguswho
would have the temerity to suggest re-putation as a remedy for the financialrecuperationofthe State. That isa poor
remedy, at best, and, as we have con-tended, one that we cannot afford to
adopt. Paradoxicalas it may seem, we
are too poor to throw awayall that is leftus?ii we are to believe the advocates of
this measure?our good name; for thatwould make our last estateworse than it
was at first. And so, we insist that if
the peopleof Virginia have not the en-
terprise, the ability, or thewill, to im-prove theirheritage, they eannotdo bet-
ter than to part with a portion of it forsuch, consideration as it will secure, andlet others work put what now seems to
bethepy-hlem ofVirginia's ability topay what she justly owes.

We believe that a comparativelysmallacquisition of theright kind ofpopula-tion?the creators of wealth dug from
the soil would solve the problem. Andthis would secure development in other
forms. Our vast latentwealthwould in-vite capital and stimulate enterprise, sothat in the courseof a few yearsVirginiamight again be what she oncewas?theleading Statein theUnion.? LynchburgVirginian. ' \u25a0

behind the needle,) by meansof a lever connecting the two and also with theneedle-bar,so that at the time the needle has reached its lowest point the fullpressure is transmitted to the feed-bar, and at which time the needle-bar andfeed bar are both moved laterally, the desired length of a stitch, both moving inunison at their highest and lowesf points. A moment's glance at this novel com-bination for a feed, will convinofc the reador of its superiority.
