Di.STUUCTION TO A VINE ART.

A gun, which promises to be the most
terrible agent cf destruction of modern
times, was on exhibition yesterday at j
ths office of the patentees and inventor...
The ''rifle battery," as it is called, is so
constructed as to deliver its fire either
in a right line or to horizontal,radiating
lines. The '_*.rrels, ranging in number
from _.;__ to twenty, are sufficiently far
apart to prevent heating from continu-
ous firing, and aro iired successively in-
steadof simultaneously, at the rate of
10,000shots an hour. A steel cover in
front ofthe gunners protects them from
the enemy's lire. These guns may be
fired continuously in one fixed direction,
or from side to side or the battery may
be made to vibrate laterally of itself, at
t&e dischargeof each gun, thus sweeping
the field in front. The barrels are about
an inch apart, and at intervals, where
the guns are held by clasps., they are in-

Thi We.ti.kn Wheat Crop?.?
So much has been said of the damage
done to the wheat crops in tiie West by
persons interested in exasperating the
facts for speculative purposes tbat it is
well to note calmly what is said by the;
most trustworthy authorities, on the sub-
ject. It seems then to be conceded that
the continued heavy rains, followed by
warm, cloudy weather, have seriously
injured the crops of wheat in Wiscon-
sin, Minnesota, lowa and the northern
part of Illinois. At the same time it is
admitted that the wheat crop was su-
perabundant last year in the States just
mentioned, and thai a considerable part
of it has not yet been sent to market-
On the other hand there is compensa-
tion in the knowledge that the crop of
winter wheat in Ohio, Indiana, South-
ern Illinois, Missouri ami Kansas is
among tiie largest that bus ever beenknown, whilst tbecorn crop, which i«
reported almost everywhere to be unu-
sually heavy, will tend to a very eon-
sidetableextent to compensate the farm-
ers for their lome in the States where
ihe wheat crop has measurably failed.
