HE IS COMPELLED TO DECLINE THE INVITATION

OF THE PEOPLE OF STAUNTON AND AUGUSTA
COUNTY.
We published week before last a letter, num-

erously signed by citizens ofStaunton and An.
gusta county, requesting John W. Daniel, of
Lynchburg, to deliver a speech here upon the
subject of theState debt. From the letter found
below it will be seen that Maj. Daniel has been
compelledto decline, against his own wishes,
end we feel no doubt that we represent the
sentiment of a majority ofour citizens, where
we express our regret at his inabilitytocomply
with the invitation sent him. However wild
he may be on the subject of tbe finances of the
general government,he is "solid" on the State
debt question, audit Is on this point that the
peopleof this county wanted to hear him. His
letter Is as follows:

Lynchburg, Va., Sept. 6th, 1878.
Gentlemen:?lt was my earnest hope and de-sire when Ireceived the invitation with which

you honored me to addrcEa the people of Au-
gusta and Staunton oq the State debt question,
that Imight be able to accept it. And I have
for a few days delayed reply that I might, if
possible, make the opportunity.

The continued illness ofmy grandfather, Mr.Warmick, has prevented, and still prevents my
acceptance, and as his Hie Is now despaired oi,lam constrained with regret to send my de-
clination, with my grateful sense ofyour com-
plimentary request.

Could we make up our minds, gentlemen,
with one accord, tosettle instead or seeking tounsettle the State debt, all would soon be well.Hoping that this spirit may soon animate all ofus, and again regretting my inabilityat pre-
sent to offer my mite to this end,I am, with great respect, most trulyyours,

The King of Terrors continues tosnatch victims with fearful rapidity.
One by one .those who remain in the
city and.are liableto the monstrous mal-
ady are taken down, and thequestion isasked by those yet on theirfeet. "Whowill be the next to fall?" But threeshort weeksago our city was active withbusiness ofall classes , ourpeople werehappy and prosperous, and theentirebu-siness community,was in acheerful tem-per over the prospect of a heavy and lu-
crative fall trade." Now our streets aredeserted, our stores andresidences emp-ty, and out of apopulationof more than
50,000 barely 5,000 remain, and of these
nearly 500 are in thegrave, and perhapsdouble that number lie suffering withrasking pains and burning fevers. But
three weeks have passed since the fever
broke out among us, and from six to
eight weeks must yet elapsebefore relief
can be extended aud thefever checked
by the appearance of frost. The scenesabout the aid centres remind oneof the
days of war. Particularly does the
waiting crowd ofbasket-holdingpeopleabout the Commissary Department
awaken in the writer's memory thedjaysfollowihg the capture of thecity of Sa-vannah, when the people of a starvedtown, many the member, of families
of the first social position, went daily to
take theirplace in a longline and drawthe rations which the generous people
of the cities of the North had sent in '
great sloop loads to the.sutiering.South-
ern port. Here the crowd is made up
of negroes, who sit on the curbing, sit ion the pavement of the street beyondthe railing of the Commissary Depot,and, clutching their baskets and the or-ders from ward committees, watch in-
tently the large door and listen long in
vain to hear theirown namespronounc- .
ed by the black crier, mounted on the
box upon the window's ledge. Thecrowd is fouror five hundred in number
during the livelongday.
