These Bonds found ready sale in
the money markets of the world,and the
only check there has been to their sale
1s the Greenback lunacy, which is very
perceptibly weakening faith in the pub-
lic credit of the U. S. and proportionably
affecting the sale of these new Bonds
whereby the U. 8. saves'millions of dol-
lars a nually in the cutting down the
rate of .uterest on her public debt.

Our monentary system is upon a basis
that will challenge comparison with
that of any other country in the world.
We have at last, after a most severe or-
deal, rendered inevitable by the im-
mense destruction of property during the
war, by wild and extravagant specula-
tions in Railroads and real estate, reach-
ed ine mooring of 1860. We are to-day,
to all practical purposes upon & specie
basis—the only recognized standard of
value the world over.

President Hayes at Winehester.

RECEPTION AT THE STATION—A REST
AT YHE BRBEIIDENCE OF GOVERNOR
HOLLIDAY—VISI¥ TG THE FAIB-
GROUNDS.

e

WINCHESTER, VA., October 16.—The
President and party arrived at 11 o’clock
this morning. In addition to the Pres-
ident there were Mrs. Hayes, Webb C.
Hayes, General and Mrs. Hastings, Sec-
retary Thompson, and others. They
were met at the station Ly alarge erowd,

and proceeded to the residence of Gov-
ernor Holliday under the escort of the
Winchester Ligiit Infantry. Governor
Holliday courteously received the vjgj-
tors, and after a short rest the party pro-
ceeded to tiie }'air-Grounds.

Upon arriving at the Fair-Grounds
(Governor Holilday addressed the large
assergbly in front of the main stand,
alluding among otheyr things to the
President of the United States. He
knew they would warmly welcome him
on account of his exalted position. [Ap-
plause.] It had been ihe lot of Virginia
to play a marked,a varied roée since (olo-
nial times. Shegave to the country the
founder of the republic, whose remains
lie in view of those who administer the
Governuisit, and another of her sons
became the father of the Conetitution ;
yet when Virginia thought that theé
Consitution had been violated she went
out of the Union and appealed to the
great arbitrator of nations for the vindi-
cation of her course. During four years
she denied her allegiange ¢ the Consti-
tution, but the verdict being against her,
she, tattered and torn by strife, yielded
to the decision; having written upon
her pages many incidenis c¢f noble
achievements and heroicsuffering with-
qut, e believed, a spot of shame. [Ap-
plause.] ke has returned once more
to take her place iy the j'nicn and
pledged her integrity to maintain ine
Constitution and iaw. [Applause.] If
there was one man in the State, high
or low, in private or official station, who
denied their position, he did not know
him. The Governor briefly spoke of
the beauly aod fertility of the Valley,
and said that such exbiuvitions as that
before them would have the effect to
smooth whatever remained of the asper-
ities ocecasioned by the late war. In
conclusion he formally introduced the
President tc the men and women living
in the Shenandogh Valley,

When the Fresident rose to reply hg
was grected with applause.

The President referred to his knowi-
edge of the Shenandoah Valley, and
said it was obtaiuned in the rough school
of the great civil war. It was a great
satisfgetion for him to revisit the Val-
ley and to reivesh Lis repoliesticn of its
superb scenery and of the piaces made
interesting and famous by tl.2 war. For
the first time in many years we see the
American people in the midst of inter-
esting and important elections, with
their atltention chiefly engaged about
questious reiating to the material and
business interests of the couniry, and
in regard to which in all the States the
people are beginning to takesides with-
out much reference to sectional or color
lines. Whatever evidences of the old
bitterness may be exhibited in any other
part of the couniry, we knaw ifbai heye
the general wish is that the sectional
controversies which have so long dis-
turbed our Amerlcan soclety may be
permanently settled, and that in pursu-
ance of the Constititution and the laws,
peace and union may be restored and
forever firmiy egtyhlishad,

He then spoke at somie leagili on the
financial atfairs of the Government,
and said he did so in the hope that it
would give encouragement and confi-
dence o tiicse who were looking anx-
iously but hopefuliy for Letter times.—
He quoted extensively from Washing-
ington, Jefferson, Madison, Richard
Henry Lee, Cieorge Mason, Chief-Jys-
tice Marshzli, and others, against the
issue of paper-money. He argugd that
the mouey of the Constitution is eoin,
and, in conclasion, said: “Jf we would
have an early return of business pros-
perity, let us not try to be wiser than
the fatiiers, wiser than the Constitution,
and wiser than huinan nature. In the
present condition of our couitry, our
progress towards prosperity as a nation
and as individuals depends upen having
a good publie credit and a sound Con-
stitutional currency.”

The President was frequently iuter-
rupted by applause.

Governor Holliday then introduced
Secretary Thompson, who said hie cawme
here not only st the bidding of the
Presideat but Leeayse he had an inalien-
ableright to visit this his native State.—
Some of the happiest days of early life
were passed in this vicinity. He had
travelled much of the United States, but
had neverseen a more beautifal country
than the Shenandoah Valley. Hecoun-
selled his hearers to so strive that none
might surpass them in agriculture. Let
thedisgereeable events of the past live
only in the meizery, It was the duty
of all to maintain the nacional glory,
and swear on the altar of & common
country to unite in its defence against
all enemies. [Applause.]

Highland and Bath Counties.

The following is taken from the first
annual report of the Commissioners of
Agriculture of the State of Virginia:

Highland County was formed in 15465,
from Pendleton and Bath. It is 30 miles
long by about 25 broad. This is an ele-
vated, mountainous resion, adapted
chiefly to grazing and pasturing The
soil is mainly limestone, and produces
good crops of corn, wheat, rye, buck-
wheat, and all the grasses. Thenumber
of agres of land is 240,166, assesged at
$1,013,784. 1t has 1,447 horses and mules,
7,612 cattle, 8,720 sheep and 2 825 swine.
Population, 4,151.

There is no limit to the meat-produe-
ing capacities of this county. All the
lands produce grass as soon as the tim-
ber is taken oif, withiout seeding. There
is no place where a livieg is more casily
made and wiere people enjoy more of
eagp snd leisyre. The health of this
cognty is excelicnt, WValualble timber
abounds, but not yet very aceessible to
markets. The Washington City and
St. Louis Narrow Gange railroad. which
is being cunstracied by way of tridge-
water, Monterey, in Highland county,
and on through West Virginia, its ulti-
mate point being St. Louis, will run
through this county.

Bath County was formed in 1791 from

Augnsta, Botetourt and Creenbrier. g
is abiout 65 miles iong, and %) broad. it

is watercd by the water sources of the
James, the Cow Pasture. and Jackson
rivers. Most of the county is mountain-
ous, with many fertile valleys. It has
596,351 acres of iand, valued at $1,744,596 ;
and a population of 3,795. The farm an-

imaig 4re. Horscs, 1aules, &e., 1,323
cattle, 4584; sheep, 5,121: hogs, 2,328,

Tize soil is aliuvial ou the river, de-
composed slate and sandstone on the
high lands. The productions are corn,
wheat, oats, and the grasses ; becf-cattle,
horses, and pork. Our correspondents
give the price of landg st §5 to §25 for
Improved, and $1 to $5 for unimproved
lands. There are wany valuable min-
erals in Bath, but they have not been
developed to any considerable extent.—
Iron ores are found in large quantities.
The Chesapeake and Ohio railroal passes
through the county. ‘rhe Hot spring,
Warm springs, Alum, and Healing
springs, of this county have a high re-
putation for the excellence of their min-
eral waters. :

The Presidexi’s Speeeh at Minneapolis.

The President delivered the following
speech at-Minneapolis :

My FRriexps: Mr. Lincoln on some
occasions, when he was required, or
when it was proper he should address

his embarrassment in undertaking to
do it. T have never been skilled in the
language of compliment to ladies, and

feel somewhat as he must have felt. 1
am not skilled. I have not studied the
language of mere acknowledgment and
thanks upon occasions like this. It
occurred to me, coming as I was, to the
Northwest to attend agricultural and
mechanical fairs, to meet the people
who were mainly engaged in consider-
ing their material interests that I might,
perhaps, say a word or two that would
be interesting, and accordingly I gath-
ered a few facts and a few figures which
I intended to yse and repeat at each of
the places in which I was called upen
to address an assembly, leaving to
the moment to say such other things
as might seem praper to say when called
upon on coeasions like this. And here
let me say this : That I really and heart-
ily thank the Giovernor of Minnesota
and the Mayor of the city of Minneap-
olis and the president and officers of
this association for the very friendly
way 1n which they have greeted me.—
And I thank this whole audience for the
heartiness with which they have veceiv-
ed sentiments, soms of which doubtless
they do upi aitogether agree with. It
is one of the fortunate things in Ameri-
can public, life that whatever may bz
said eurrently in gugry discussion of
politizal strire, after all the American
people Qf all parties seem tg have sagac-
ity in discovering st lasi what manner
of man it is {hat they are talking about
anda thinking about, and though he may
make ever so many mistakes, if upon
the whole they believe that he is honest
and patriotic and means well, they will
treat him as you treat ine.

They take
more abroad thyn evey before [applause],
and go the resuit is that in this period of
hard times, when we need encourage-
ment, we are having a trade more bhon-
orable thay ever known,

Resumption.

The national banks now redeem in
greenbacks. They ought toknow that
the burden of resumption must in the
end fall upon thein ; but so far they do
not appear to have adopted sny fixed
solicy. It is ngt prcbable that green-
Uacks will be presented for redemptiou
in large quantities, for a time at least,
aud, while foreign exchanges are in our
favor, by private holders, but the banks
will be compelleZ to put themselves on g
coin basis, and their readiest way to do
this will he by coliecting greenbacks,
and with them drawing gold out of the
Treasury. They now hold between
twenty-five apd thirty millious of gold
of their own and have probably sevent
millions of greenbacks under the la
besides. The holders of National bank
notes, heing ubgsolutely secured under
sy circumstances, will not be likely to
trouble the banks for coin ; there ean be
ne panie¢ of bill holders, such as the
country was liable to uunder the old
banking systems, because if a Naticnal
bank fails the Treasury redssms its notes
in full. But now that it is seen that
restiintion is 4 iixed faot all prudent
Natiouai banks maust as rapidly  as pos-
sible put theinselves on a coin basis.
Whenever they have achieved this the
country will have actually resumed spo-
cie payments, but not yniii then; and
the depjand gu (ke Treasury for eoin in
exchauge for greenbacks will come from
the National vanks in their efforts to
resume.

If we have traced the process of ye-
sumption cerreetly it appeays that it in-
volves no furthizy contraction of the cur-
rency by the Government, but a coin
expansion (o the amount of the silver
dollars coiued ; that the cperaticn of na-
tural eayses, demand and supply, upon
the national bands will, after resump-
tion, expaud or contract the amount of
currency as the wants of business shall
demand; that the greenbacks redeemed
must remain in the Treasury, but will
Le replaced hy an equal amount cof coin
put iu circalation ; that if a revival of
business should offer employment for
more currency than is now in cireula-
tion, which is highly improbable, the
free banking law enables the immedi-
ate supply or this demand without fur-
ther le.islation; and that while we
should eertaiuly be in 2 mueh sounder
positien if Coungyess had not forbidden
the cancellation ofredeemed greenbacks,
the situation is not dangerous if the Se-
cretary of the Treasury acts with nerve
and prudent foresight. He will have
to fight for gold, and he will find him-
sell pitted against the Bank of England,
which is alieady on the defensive : and

¢ w in the end cregte same trouble
opest money markets. But the
resumiption act gives him very great
powers, and it is scarcely possible that
h.d shall not be lkbl(‘, with our high Cre-
dit abroad and the large bulance of trade
in our favor, and in view of the fact that
we are resuming, to seli any required
amount of five per cents. for parin gold.
This the law allows him te 2o to any
extent for resumption purposes.— New
Yori Heral
