CAMM PATTESON falls into a
common errorin assuming that, because
there is not specie enough in the country
to pay the public debt, therefore it can
never be paid in specie. Now, if the
debt had to be paid all at once, this
might bean impossibility. Butitshould
be rememhered that a hundred dollars
may, in passing from hand to hand, pay
more than a thousand dollars of indebt-
edness. The Government has paid off
about one-third of the debt existing at

the end of the war, and there is more
coin in the country now than there was
then. And when the whole eighteen
hundred millions shall have been paid
off, there will be still more specie in the
country than' there is to day. Allthe
food and raiment that Virginia will re-
quire in the next twenty years, could
not be conveniently had ju.t now, but
it will be forthcoming as it shall be need-
ed. Itshould be remembered also that
the bonds of the Government mature at
different periods, and when any consid-
erable number of them are paid off, the
money goes back into circulation, and
will be available to pay off later matur-
ing obligations. Thereare very few men
in business, who do not, in the course of
twenty years, handle vastly more money
than they are worth, or could command
at any one time. It often happens too,
that men go in debt for property when
they have nothing to pay with. But
give them time, and even slowly accu-
mulated savings will bring them out.—
And so it may be with a Government
that is in debt.— Lynch.

A Heart-Rending Story,

SAD DEATH OF A YOUNG LADY IN
LONDON.

[London Letter.]
God help the poor women who have
gone down to the gates of death in Lon-
don, Paris, Dresden, Berlin, and other
places—victims.of an ambition which,
at home, might have secured them em-
ployment in some res§ectable capacity ;
but here, no doer offering, they have
perished! Ts this a fancy sketch ? Lis-
ten. In 1872 there came a young lady
from America as governess. ~ It appears
that the lady who engaged her dis-
charged her from no fault but that of re-
fusing to take a servant’s situation in
addition to the duties of those of a gov-
erness. The following letter speaks for
itself. In despair she went to West-
minster bridge, threw aside her hat and
shawl and plunged into the Thames. A
police officer who saw her went to her
rescue, but too late. ILife was extinct.
Next a funeral was gotten up for her
and & monument was erected over her
grave. Thus for bread she was given a
stone !
, This letter was found in her room :
LoNDoN, September 3, 1872, No. 178
High street, Shadwell.—The crime I
am about to commit, and that I must
suffer for hereafter, is nothing' com-
ared to my present misery. Alone
in London, not a penny or friend to ad-
vise or lend a helping hand ,tired and
weary with looking forsomething to do,
failing in every way, footsore and heart
weary, I prefer death to the dawning of
another wretched morning. I have on-
ly been in Britain nine weeks. I came
as a nursery governess with a lady from
America to Wick, in Scotland, whence
she discharged me, refusing to pay my
passage back, giving me my wages,
which amounted to £3.10. After my
expenses 10 London I-found myself in
the great city with only 5s. What was
Itodo? I sold my watch. The paltry
sum I obtaired from that soon went in
paying my board and in looking for a
situation.
