A BCINOTJS MONOPOLY.
AN APPEAL TO THECITY COUNCIL FOB BELIEF.

Sirs:? l read with much interest. In a recent
number of one of the city papers, a communi-
cation having reference to the exorbitant
charges made by our butchers for fresh meat.?
Itwas demonstrated that while the butchers
were paying from 2to 3 centsperpound for beef
live weight, they were selling it for from 8to

12%cents per pound net;weight, or at an ad-
vance of over 200 per ct. per week! and this not
counting the hide and tallow or fifth quarter
which goes to swell the butchers' profits. Tbe
hope was expressed bythe writer of that com-
munication, in the interest of Justiceand fair
dealing, no less than from considerations of
mercy for our poor and struggling people that
thebutchers would lower their prices. It was
thought that, of their own accord, they would
take this step. An appeal was made to them
to doso. It has been made invain. The butch-
ers have abated nothing of their excessive
charges. Here is an emergency in which the
people, whose voice is the voice of God, must
take matters into their own hands. Let us see
Ifthe 30,000 people of Augusta county and of
Staunton areto be rode, booted and spurredby
a half dozen city butchers.

Ifthe City Council will allow the city grocers
toreUil fresh meat, farmers can sell to them
at aprlcewhich will enable the peopleofStaun-
ton to eat roast beef at from 4 to ti cents per
pound. That the Council will grant us the
measure of relief asked I do not doubt. They
will not lend themselves to.any scheme foe-
grinding the faces of the poor. TnTfsooo jjes-jple
?Staunton and environs?the 25,000 people of
thecounty are not to 'be sacrificed to a hall
dozen butchers. The days of Staunton's pros-
perity are numbered If this thingcontinues.?
Is Itsurprising that many parents are driven
to seek other schools than those unrivalled
ones ofStaunton, for both male and female ed-
ucation, when a prime necessary of life is so
excessively enhanced In price? Well attend-
ed as are our Female Seminaries they ought,?
all of them, to have double their present num-
ber of pupils,and would have ifthe necessaries
ol life could be had at a cheaper rate.

Is it to be wondered at that thousands of
Summer tourists, sight-seers and health-seek-
ers, give Staunton the go-by for less favored re-
sorts of health, when our Hotel and boarding
house proprietors are compelledto pay 200 per
cent, a week on the meat they consume! With
such a monstrous state of things it is not in the
power of either schools or hotels to lower their
charges and thus invite an influx ofvisitors.

To cut the matter short: Thebutchers by this
course are not only oppressing our resident
population,but impairingthe usefulness ofour
schools'and keeping away strangerswho would
diffuse annuallyhundreds of thousands of dol-
lars amongst us. In the murderous sgtiit of
their callingthey have laid the knife at the vi-
tals of ourprosperity. It is for you, getltlemen
of the City Council! to save us fromsthelr ra-

Richmond aud Alleghany Railroad.
A SKETCH OF GEN. ECHOL'S SPEECH

IN THE HOUSE OF DELEGATES IN OP-
POSITION TO THE BILL.

Richmond, Va., Jan. 31, 1879.
Editors Staunton Spectator.'?Having

been present in the House of Delegates
yesterday when your distinguished rep-
resentative, Gen. John Echols, deliv-
ered bis speech on the Richmond and
Alleghany Railioad bill, I have though)
that I might perform an acceptable ser-
vice to you and your readers by calling
attention briefly to some of the points
presented by him in one of the most
remarkable efforts which has been made
during the present session ol the Legis-
lature, and which fel, like a bombshell
among the advocates of the bill, spread-
ing dismay aud confusion through theii
ranks.
SKETCH OF THE BEMABKS OF GEN.

ECHOLS.
I feel deeply the gravity of this ques-

tion, and regard it as second only in
importance to that other great question
now pressing upon us tor solution. I
say, "with unaffected sincerity, that I
oppose this bill with reluctance, sup-
ported as it is by so many of my friends,
with whom I am in the habit of acting
iv concert. lam reminded that Rich*
ifioud feels a deep interest in the suc-
cess of this i>i)l, and it is with pain and
reluctance that I raise Riy voice against
a measure which her representativeson
this floor consider beneficial to her in-
terests. Only au overshadowing sense
of duty could induce me to oppose this
bill. No citizen of Richmond desiree
her prosperity more sincerely than I
do. It has been one of the dreams ol
my life that Richmond should become
a great commercial and manufacturing
centre. Intimations have been made
that opponents of tbis bill are influenced
by local feelings, and are more interest-
ed in other improvements." Mr. Henry
advertedto the fact that delegates from

fluenced by local feelings. I have yet
to learn that any opposition to tbis bill
proceeds from the O. & O. R. R or
those who control it.

of the interests of the State and of the
peopleof the James River Valley."

These statements were made by the
Supervisors after the damages had been
done by the great flood of 1877.

Oen. Echols hereread various extracts
from the 44th Annual Report of the
President and Directors to the stock-
holdersof tbe James River & Kanawha
Company, showing tbat only sixty days
ago Col. John W. Johnston, tbe Paesi-
dent of tbe James River & Kanawha
Company, entertaineda veryhigh opin-
ion of the value of the canal, and was
decidedly opposed to tlie policy of the
pending bill, ef which he is now the
patron.

He urged members to read the 44th
Annual Report to the stockholders
of the James River &. Kanawha Com-
pany, and he asked the friends of this
bill to answer the arguments of the
Presiilont of that Company against the
surrenderof tbe canal to strangers. On
page 407 ho says :

"There is reason to believe that, soon-
er or later, nearly all ot our known
bondholders will have boon approached
by would-be speculators and spoilers,
who have from time to time made and
used extraordinary efforts and nieans-to
ascertain the names and residences of
all bondholders."

And yet we are asked to believe that
the speculators and spoilers are after a
dead body!

Gen. Echols also read from the report,
pages 388-89, a letter from H. C. Par-
sons, of the Richmond & Alleghany
Raiiroad Company, to tbe Preaideut of
the James River & Kanawha Com-
pany, under date Novembto 13th, 1878,
in which, among other things, it is sta-
ted : "It is apparent from these exami-
nations that SOME PART AT LEAST OF
THE WORKS OF YOUR COMPANY are
essential to the early and cheap con-
struction of its road." Ia there any
man living, said Gen. Echols, who, up-
on reading that letter, would have sup-
posed that it was the commencement of
negotiations for tbe absolute sur-
render of the oanal! Qontlemen must
have been surprised at the ease with
which these propositions for a surren-
der of the canal and. all its franchises
by the James River & Kanawha Co.
It reminds me of a lawyer who, when
a client paid without complaint a bill of
ope hundred dollars, regretted that he
had not charged two hundred.

When Lord Clive returned from In-
dia aud was arraigned before the British ,
Parliament, his" reply was; "Wfjen I
look back upon my course in India and
find that Ionly acquired a few millions,
I am astonished at my own modera-
tion." And the Richmond & Alleghany
Railroad may well be astonished at tak-
ing the property cf the James River &

Kanawha Company without also taking
something to put it in repair! Iv csti
mating the value of the franchises trans-
ferred by tbis bill, I am reminded that
the absolute control of James River
fro-m tide-water to its source is given to
a private, corporation, which has the
right to erect dams wherever it may
choose. But it is said that the James
River & Kanawha Company may be
s,old out under the mortgage. Ido not
regard that danger as imminent, but, to
provide against it. vi*/ friend from
Richmond has proposed a bill auUioriii
iug that city to purchase tbe franchises
of the caual whenever they shall be for
sale. But it is claimed that the debt of
the Company is so enormousthat it can-
not survive much longer. On page 400,
the Annual Report of the President of
the James River & Kanawha Cornpauy
states the debt of the Company, after
deducting tbe debts due to the State of
Virginia, aud the cities of Lynchburg
aud Richmond, at $1,168,843.87. The
President also says on page 401: "It is
believed that the early completion of
the Buchanan and Clifton Forge Rail-
read would so Increase the tonnage and

. receipts of the caual as to enable the
company, with favorable legislation, to
manage all of its indebtedness (except
perhaps that to the State, the pities of
Richmond and Lynchburg and the
county of Rockbridge.")

After having read this raport my pre-
vious conviction was intensified that it
would be unwise ln the Legislature to
pass this bill. I would be recreant to
my duty to the State if I were to go
blindly into the supportof this measure.
The from Shenandoah has
drawn a picture of the canal, that it is
to be thrown into court and turned over
to a receiver. There is another picture
that may be drawn of the Old Common-
wealth borne down by debt, and having
creditors here to compromise debts that
you cannot pay. The course proposed
in thisbill is that of a debtorcompound-
inghis debts, and giving awayhis assets.
Your penitentiaryis ln ruins, your cred-
itors are unpaid, and the demand is
made upon the State to give away her
property, when the President ofthe Co.
within 60 days has told you of the great
value of this property, and calls atten-
tion to the fftcf that pprsons influenced
by speculative oorisiderations are anx-
ious to get possession of it. Let each
man answer for himself if it is right to
give away this property without der
manding even a voice in the councils of
the Co. 1 am anxious that the State
shall meet her obligations, but will nev-
er agree to transfer the franchises of the
James River & Kanawha Co. by any bill
which does not guard and protect the
rights and interests of the State and of
the city of Richmond, and I will never
consent that the State shall part with
property thatin my estimation isofgroat
value, without obtaining any equiva-
lent. We said to" our creditors a few
years ago,?"Throw off one-third of the
debt until we settlewith WestVa." If
this bill shall pass, wheq oonqe to
that settlement ..nd are asked,what bave
you done with this property which cost
you $12,000,000? Our answer must he
we have given it away to the R. &. A.
Railroad Co.

This bill proposes a contract?not a
sale, but a grant?an absolute transferol
all tbe interests of the State in a great
State improvement.

What is it thatVepropose to give up
by thisbill and transfer to the R. & A.
R. R. Co. ? The State of Virginia has
appropriatedto the James River & Ka-
nawha Company $7,400,000, now stand-
ing in the form ofpreferredstock. Shall
we give up the control of tbis interest
and what shall we receive for it ? This
bill also gives up the dock, the only
means of communication between the
watersof the James and tidewater. The
net revenues last year were .$31,000; the
net average income of the last five years
of great depression of all interests was
$36,540. This bill proposes to transfer
from the control of the State this great
artery. It transfers the basin leading
from the canal, the most valuableprop-
erty in Richmond, The real property
of the James River <& Kanawha Com-pany goes with tbe grant.

An immense water power, sufficientto make of Richmond a Manchester, is
passed by this bill forever to a private
corporation. The average net water
rents for the last five yearsamounted to
$17,683. Suppose tbe canal were rilled
up and destroyed, the water power
would be quadrupled,increased ten fold.
It is estimated at $200,000 per annum,
and that also is transferred beyond the
control of the State of Virginia and city
ofRichmond. This billgives the water
powerat Richmond miles from the city,
and also at Lynchburg. It proposes
to transfer the .toy path of the canal,
and what is that worth \ The'right ol
way cost the James'River & Kaiuawha
Company $750,000,"add the construction
of the tow path millions. What would
be its value to a railroad ? To be
used as a railroad bed $10,000 per mile
would be a small vaiuatiop. %h\e cadal
being over 200 miles Jong, the' value ol
the tow path fo a railroad wohld be
$2,000,000.

Decision in the Arlington Case.
The Arlington ejectment suit, as was
anticipated from the decision of Judges
Hughes upon tbe respective prayers of
plaintlff-yid defendant, has ended in a
complete verdict for Gen. Lee upon all
the points at issue.
