Killing of Lt. John R. Meigs.

It will be remembered that Lt. Jno. R. Meigs,
of Gen. P. H. Sheridan’s staff, was killed in the
neighborhood of Dayton, Rockingham county,
Va., in the Fall of 1864, and that in consequence
thereof, Gen, Sheridan, falsely charging that it
was done by a citizen not a soldier,ordered the
burning of “all the houses within an area of
five miles,” which atrocious order was ruthless-
ly executed. Lt. Meigs was killedina fair en-
counter by a Confederate soldier, Lieutenant B.
Frank Shaver, of Rockingham, at the time that
Lt. Meigs shot Joshua Martyn, a Confederate
soldier, through the body, Lt. Meigs firing first,
on being ordered to surrender, and refusing to
do so. Hewas accompanied by two orderlies
who obeyed the summons to surrender.

The three Confederate soldiers who were in
this encounter, and who were at the time en-
gaged in the perilous duty of scouting within
the lines of the Federal forces, were the follow-
ing: Lt. B, Frank Shaver, of Rockingham;
Joshua Martyn, of Warrenton, Fauquier coun-
ty, Va., and Lt. Campbell, of Cuba, belonging
to a Louisiana command. Martyn. badly
wounded, was conveyed by his comrade eight
or ten miles to the residence of Mr. Robert
Wright, where he remained for several weeks
in a precarious condition, and when able to be
removed was taken to the residence of Newton
Van Lear, Esq., of this county, where he re-
ceived kind attention till sufficiently recovered
to return to his home,

We are indebted for the facts in this case to
the Bridgewater Enterprise, whose Editor, Dr.
Thos. H. B. Brown, learned them from Mr.
Martyn whilst at Mr. Wright's shortly after
they occurred.

East END 0F MAIN STREET.—In answer to
the statement made by Mr. Evans at the last
meeting of the City Council, that years ago an
agreement was made between the city and the
D. D. & B. Institution, by which in considera-
tion of a pavement, gas, &c., the latter bound
itself to keep Main street In repair from Coal-
ter to the Institution gate, the Goodson Gazette
says:—The Committee will find that Mr. Evans
is entirely mistaken. No such agreement was
ever made. Up to the year 1868 there was only
a rickety plank walk from the Institution gate
to Gospel Hill. In that year the Institution en-
tered into an agreement with the City, by
which the tormer undertook to pay §600 towards
macadamizing Main Street, from Coalter street
to the Institution gate, in consideration where-
of the City agreed to lay a brick side-walk the
gsame distance. Both parties fulfilled their
agreement. ThelInstitutiondid not undertake
“to keep Main Street from Coalter to Institu-
tion gate in repair.” The records show that it
did not commit any such folly.”

Messersmith, a
highiy respected citizen of Augustacounty,and
father of Mrs. J, W. Crawford of that place,
died very suddenly at his residence near Sang-
ersville, on Monday morning last. Hearose in
his usual health, and on going to the breakfast
table, complained of feeling sick, and was re-
moved to his bed, upon reaching which, he
breathed his last. Mr. Messersmith was in the
82nd year of his age,

Death of Richard Peyton Summersoxn.

The announcement of the death of R. Peyton
Summerson, on last Tuesday evening, fell with
a peculiar sadness upon the ears of his many
friendsand youthful companions, - A few weeks
before his handsome face and manly form, the
very embodiment of health, was to be seen al-
most daily on our streets, and it was hard to
realize that in so short a time he had fallen a
vietim to the fell destroyer. Outside of his
family and a few most intimate friend= scarce-
1y any one knew of his extreme illne-s and the
announcement of his death fell suddenly and
heavily upon the hearts of the many who knew
and loved him well. He died at the residence
of his father, Richard Summerson, of typhoid
fever, brought on by atoo close attention to his
duties as express messenger on the Valley Rail-
road, having made several trips to Baltimore,
when he was so weak that he could scarcely

walk, ; ;
He was a young man of much promise, just

entering his 2ith year, greatly beloved b-‘f ?,u
who knew him for his many excellentqualities
of head and heart. Always, pleasant, genial,
and exuberant with life, he was the leading
spirit in good-humored fun and jollity among
his companions, all of whom loved, admired,

and respected him.

Death at all times is sad but when it calls
from our midst a young man in the very hey-
day of youthand manly strength, before whom
the future stands forth in the roseate light of
hope, itis doubly sad and distressful. Truly
the ways of Providence are past finding out.

On last Thursday evening he was buried
from the Baptist Church, which was crowded
by his numerous friends and former compan-
ions. A most earnest and feeling prayer was
offered by Rev. J. I. Miller, after which
Rev. Dr. Manly delivered a most affecting ad-
dress upon “What is life ?”’, during which there
was scarcely a dry eye in the audience.

From the church the remains were borne to
Thornrose Cemetery, escorted by the West Au-
gusta Guard, of which company he had been
orderly Sergeant, the Stonewall Brigade Band,
of which'he had been a member,and theStaun-
ton Artillery, all wearing badges of mourning,
and accompanied by a long procession of car-
riages and citizens on foot.

The coffin was literally covered with flowers
woven into crosses and crowns by loving and
affectionate hands.

The funeral dirge played by the Stonewall
Band on this sad occasion, was composed by
Prof. A. J. Turner, the morning Lefore the
funeral and the various parts given tothe mem-
bers of the band after they reached the church.
It was composed in honor of their dead com-
rade and fellow member and will be known as
“Peyton’s Funeral March.,” The pall-bearers
were Messrs. A. 8. Mauzy and W. D. Whitted,
of the Guards; M. A. Trenary and Wm. Parker,
of the Artilery, and J. Fred Effinger, Andrew
Woodg, R. P. Bell, W. P. Tams, E. J. Jones and
Gardiner Woodward. Atthe grave the West
Augusta Guards, under command of Capt. W.
L. Bumgardner, fired three volleys over the re-
mains of their loved comrade.

At a regular meeting ofthe Stonewall Brigade
Band, held on Tuesday evening, March 4th,
1879. The death of R. PEYTON SUMMERSON, a
valuable member and devoted friend of the
Association, was announced,—whereupon &a
committee was appointed, to draft resolutions
of tribute to his memory, who reported the fol-
lowing: 2 3

‘WHEREAS, Our Heavenly Father, in His all-
wise Providence, has removed from our midst
our esteemed companion, R. Peyton Summer-
son—

Resolved, That this Association has heard
with unfeigned grief, of the death of our late
associate, and as a token of our respect to his
memory, the members of the Stonewall Brigade
Band wear the usual badge of mourning for 30
days, and that the Band attend the funeral of
the deceased in & body.

Reselved, That we sincerely sympathize with
his stricken parents, brothers and sisters in
their deep distress and commend them for com-

o im, “whose ways are past finding
out.

Resolved, That these resolutions be entered
upon the minutes of the Association, and that
the Secretary forward a copy to the family of
the deceased—and to each of the city papers for
publication.

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A CORRECTION.—Our correspcondent M., in
his communication published in the last issue
of the SPECTATOR, referred to a series of arti-
cles over the signature of “The Oldest Inhabi-
tant,” which appeared in this paperin the year
1866. He stated that the articles were written
by the late Lyttleton Waddell, Esq., and that
he related the reminiscenses of his father, &e.
To preserve the “truth of history,” we correct
the errors into which M. has naturally fallen.
The articles in question were written by Jos.
A, Wzddell, and the person whose reminiscen-
ces were given, was an aged man named James
Hill, whose deposition was taken and is filed
in the suit of Peter Heiskell vs. The Corpora-
tion ef Staunton, tried in the Chancery Court
in 1807. (See Causes Ended, No. 132) We are
informed that, while Mr. Waddell adopted a
fictitious signature, and assumed to be the son
of the witness James Hill, his account of Staun-
ton, from *‘the foundation of the city” tillabout
the close of the last century, was historically
true, the facts having bLeen obtained chiefly
from the public records of the county.
