There was evidentlysomethingwrong
with the man, and we think his tale about be-
ing in the Asylum very probable."

patient at the Asylum here, and had taken a
furlough,as he said, on Sundaynight week. Dr.
Baldwlu has received a letter from his mother,
living near Manassas, stating that her son had.

He has been in the Asy-
lum before, and some years since enlisted in
the United States Army and served a year in
Texas, after which he was again returned to the

Relic or Ye Olden Time?An Account Book of liil.

In making improvements in his store build-
ing, Mr. W. H. Weller of this city removed an
oldbuildingin therear ofhis store that he might
secure more room, in which was found an ac-
count book which was kept by some one in
Williamsburg, when that place was the seat of
Government of the Colony of Virginia in 1774,

and when Lord Dunmore was the Governor of
the Colony. These accounts extend from the
22nd ofFebruary, 1774, to December 27tb, 1774.?
At that time the House ofBurgesses of the Col-
ony of Virginia met in Williamsburg. It was
in this year that Lord Dunmore dissolved the
House ofBurgesses, because of the indignant
action that body had taken in reference to the
Boston "Port Bill" closing the port of Boston
on the Ist of June, because on the 16th of De-
cember before, persons dressed as Mohawk In-
dians boarded a tea ship, and threw 342 chests
of tea Into the harbor, because the British Gov-
ernment had imposed a tax upon tea which the
colonists were unwilling to pay as they were
not represented in Parliament.

Amongthe accounts in this old account-book,

under date of November 12th,?which was a
month after the battle with the Indians at
Point Pleasant, that was fought on the 10th of
October, 1774,- there Ib an entry of 500 bushels
of oats sold to Lord Dunmore at 15 pence per
bushel, and 25 bushels "sold the Speaker, for 1
pound, 11 shillings, and 3 pence," which was
15 pence per bushel.

STATISTICS.

We condense the following from the "Hand-
book of Virginia," prepared by Dr. Thomas
Pollard, Commissioner of Agriculture.

AUGUSTA COUNTY.
This countyis 35 miles longand about 30 miles

wide, containing 078,707 acres of land, assessed
at 55,560,110. The population in 1870 was 28,703,
and is now, including the city of Staunton,
about 31,00J, In 1878, the number of horses,
mules, <fee, was 8,643; cattle, 19,635; swine,
22,143; sheep, 11,287. The lauds of thie county
are fertile, and watered by South River, Mid-
dle River, North Rivor, Christian's creek, and
other streams. It contains valuable medicinal
waters, as at Stribling Springs and Variety
Springs; valuable minerals, as Iron ore In large
quantities, manganese, kaolin, fine quality of
marble, and magneslan limestone, from the
last of which good hydrauliccement is made.?
This magnesian limestone contains from 41 to
53 per cent, of carbonate lime, and 33 to 35 per
cent, carbonate magnesia. The timber of this
county is ofgreat variety, and is quite valuable
for many purposes, among them tanners' bark,
staves, hoop-poles, &c. Nearly all kinds of
fruit thrive well when properly cared for. "The |
people of Augusta are intelligent, industrious,
and homogeneous."

This county Is noted for Its healthfulness, the
tertility of its soil, and the beauty of its scenery.
It Is the place for those seeking homes and
farms.

ROCKINGHAM COUNTY.
This county was formed from Augusta in

1775. It Is 38 miles long and 23 miles wide-
Population, 23,008. It contains 202,759 acres of
land, assessed at 50,870,825. Number of horses
and mules, 8,030; cattle. 18,9tW; sheep, 8,106;
swine, 21,136, The land is generally fertile and
well watered, and produces large amounts of
farm products, the chief being wheat and In-
dian corn. This; county is watered by the
North River, Shenandoah, the North branch
of the Shenandoah, Smith's creek, Linvili's
creek, Cub Run, Cook's creek and other
streams. The minerals are iron ore, coal, mar-
ble, and magneslan limestone. The mineral
springs are the "Rawley Springs," "Rocking-
ham Mineral Springs," and Taylor Springs."?
The waters of the three springs ofthe "Rock-
ingham Mineral Springs," at the eastern base
of the Massanutten Mountain, three miles from
McGaheysville, have recently been analyzed
by Prof. Robinson, of Baltimore, who "recom-
mends them to the publicas fully equal to any
he has examined, and far superior to many of
renown.

ROCKBEIDGE COUNTY.
This county was formed from Augusta and

Botetourt In 1778. Its length is 31 and mean
width 22 miles, with a population of 10,058-
Acres of land, 408.051; assessed at $4,379,482.?
Horsesand mules, 5,300; cattle, 11.829; swine.
12,041; sheep, 5,644.

The soil is fertile, and the lands are watered
River and Its tributaries. In this

county are some excellent mineral waters,
principallythe Rockbridge Alum and Jordan
Alum Springs, and the Rockbridge Baths.

BATH COUNTY.
This county was formed from Augusta,Bote-

tourt, and Greenbrier counties in 1790. It is
about 35 miles longand 25 broad, with a popu-
lation of 3,795. Acres of land 617,402, valued at
5803,715. Horses, mules, &0., 1,325; cattle, 1,CM;
sheep, 5,121; swine, 3,295.

This county is watered by the Jackson and
Cow Pasture rivers, and other smaller streams.
lt is noted for its mineral springs?the Hot

i Springs, Warm Springs, Bath Alum,Healing
Springs, and Millboro' Springs.

This county is very mountainous with fer-
tile valleys.

ALLEGHANY COUNTY.
This county was formed from Bath, Bote-

tourt, and Monroe in 1822, and had a popula-
tion, in 1870, of 3.674. It is 26 miles in length,
with anaverage width of20 miles. It contains
463,000 acres of land, assessed at $1,064,850.?
Horses, mules, Ac, 1,031; cattle, 2,625; sheep,
2,385; swine, 3,076.

The territory is mountainous with fertile
valleys, and contains much iron orewhich Is
being extensively mined, lt is well watered
by the Jackson and Cow Pasture rivers. Dun-
lap's Creek and other streams.

HIGHLAND COUNTY.
This county was formed from Pendleton and

Bath In 1847, and contains a populationof4,151.
, It is 30 miles long by about 25 broad. It Is an

elevated mountainous region, chiefly adapted
to grazing. The soil is fertile.

The number ofacres of land is 240,166, assessed
at $1,013,789.
It has 1,947 horses and mules; 7,612 cattle;

9,160 sheep; and 3,105 swine.
Iron ore and marble are found In this coun-

ty. Coal exists to a considerable extent, but
has not been mined.

There were sev-
eral gun-shot wounds sufficient to cause death-
The verdict brought In was the "Deceased came
to his death by ashot from a gun in the hands
of an unknown person." There is no clue to
the murder whatever. Thebody was conveyed
to its last resting place and interred in the
grave-yard above the M. E. church by kind
hands.

St. Patrick's Day.?Yesterday, ihe 17th, be-
ingSt. Patrick's day, was celebrated in Rich-
mond with a procession of Irish organizations,
and an address by Hon. A. M. Keiley.

Saint Patrick, the patron saint of Ireland,
was born, according to most authorities, near
the site of Kiipatrick, at the mouth of the
Clyde, in Scotland, in 372, and died at Down,
Ulster, Ireland, about 461. At the age of six-
teen he was carried a captive to Ireland by a
band of marauders, but made his escape after
six months, and returned to Scotland. He was
carried off a second time, and after his escape
resolved to become a missionary to Ireland,
was ordained in Scotland, and after a long

preparation, was consecrated bishop. Having
previouslyvisited Gaul and Italy, he went to
Ireland in 432, and preached with such effect
that, althoughnot the first to introduce Chris-
tianity into that country, he has always re-
ceived thecredit for its general conversion. He
baptized the Kings of Dublin and Munster,
the sons of the King of Connaught,with the
greater part of their subjects, appointedbishops
and held councils, and so extended thechurch
that before his death nearly the whole country
was converted.
