A Thrilling Narrative.

MORNING CALL FROM A PANTHER—OUT
O0l' THE JAWS OF DEATH.

[St. Nicholas for April.]

“I suppose you're wondering why T
keep that ugly old chest,”’ said Mrs. R
, “‘and I must own that it’s not
very ornamental ; but it saved my life
once, for all that. I see you think I'm
making fun of you, but I’'m not, indeed ;
and when you hear the story, I think
you’ll agree with me that I have good
reasan to value it, ugly as it looks.
