The Sew Issue for the Presidential
Campaign.

The Springfield Republican, the ac-
credited liberal republican organ seems
to fear that the President's vetoes "will
not have a very profitable effect upon
the fortunes of the Republicanparty in
the campaign of 1880. It thinks that
one of the "compensations",ofthe Pres-
ident's attitude is the "set-back"it gives
to the Grant movement. The vetoes, it
contends, place the Republicans on the
side of the use of troops at the polls?
"that is not what the veto says, but
what it will mean to the great mass of
stalwarts." In other words, the people
\u25a0will commonlyagree with what the Al-
bany Argus says of the recent messages,
that "Mr. Hayes writes of elections as
events that require the treatment that
armed invasions and rebellions require.
He writes of the people as an enemy.?
He writes of elections as hostile proceed-
ings. This is the whole burden and
bearing of his veto." With the repub-
lican party occupying this illogical and
dangerous attitude, to put Grant for-
ward as its candidate in the next cam-
paign would at once awaken and alarm
thewhole country and be suicidal in its
effects. The veto aud the nomination
wouldbe collated together as affording
evidence of a conspiracy against thelib-
erties of the republic. Hence, as the
Republican party is not to be supposed
as contemplating suicide, the effectof
the two vetoes is "to put a diminuendo
on the Grant movement,andto give in-
creased prominence to Hayes himself,
and still more to Sherman, or Wash-
burne, who next to Sherman is the best
representative of the field against the
favorite" Moreover, the firmness ot
Hayes in a critical emergency will serve,
the Republican thinks, to assure the
stalwarts that they can carry out their
programme nearly as well with a civil-
ian as a military candidate,and so have
the effect to make them look less per-
sistently towards Grant. The Demo-
crats, on the other hand, will be able to
give the new issue large dimensions in
putting it before the country. "Army
outrages have always been on a small
scale in this country," says the Repub-
lican, "but they never have failed to
elicitpopular condemnation." The in-
cident may have been insignificant in
every case, "but the fiagrancy ofthe at-
tempt against free institutions has never
failed to give it magnitude in the pub-
lic mind and weight upon the popular
conscience. It is as when the murder
of a child on Cape Cod shocks the whole
country from the paganism of the mo-
tive of the terrible deed." The issue, in
other words, will not be made upon the
actual deeds of the army at the polls, but
upon the possible consequences of such
authority in the hands of the Executive,
and still more upon the right or wrong
of allowing such an authority to be re-
tained, and to be retained by means of
the exercise of tbe veto power. Mr.
Hayes says that he will not use the
troops at the polls, anil thu3, by implica-
tion at least, condems the practice, yet
he refuses to permit tbe repeal of the
statutes from which he derives power to
do this thing which he repudiates. This
position is illogical and can be easily
and effectively assailed. Whether the
Democrats hive good sense and sound
judgment euough to profit by the ad-
vantage which the President has given
them remains to be seen.

Resignation op Dr. C. H. Toy.?

In the Southern Baptist Convention at
Atlanta, Ga., last week, the resignation
of Rev. Dr. C. H. Toy, Professor of Old
Testament Interpretation in the South-
ern Baptist Theological Seminary,
caused profound and universal regret.
It seems that Dr. Toy, in the course

of his studies, has gradually adopted
views on the inspiration of the Bible
which, while they do not in the least
lessen his belief in the Divine authority
of the Scriptures, or any great doctrino
\u25a0which they teach, are yet so at variance
with the' commonly accepted theory of
inspiration that he felt it his duty to
present to the Board a carefully pre-
pared statementof his views, and, in or-
der to relieve the Board of embarrass-
ment, a tender of his resignation.

After a full considsration of the whole
matter, tbe Board felt constrained to
accept'the resignation, as it deemed it
impossible to retain as teacher of theol-
egy one whose views of inspiration are
so at variance with those of the denomi-
nation.

The chair thus vacated, will be filled
by Rev. Basil Manly, D. D., LL. D.,
now President of Georgetown (Ky.)
College, and brother ofRev. Dr. Charles
Manly, Pastor of the Baptist church of
this city.

Discussion at Wjtlieville.

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A Stone Wall Found Beneath
the Ground.?Near Morgan's Cross
Roads in Halifax county, a stone wall
has been unearthed which is attracting
great interest, as it is not known when,
or by whom, or for what purpose, it was
built. A correspondentof the Dispatch
thus describes it:? '

"The wall is composed of white flint
rock, cemented with a whitish substance
verysoft and putty-like, but wheu ex-
posed to the air becomes hard. ? The
wall is sixty-twofeet six inches long and
seventeen feet high, the top reaching to
within two feet of the surface of the
earth. At its base, from one end to the
other, there is a uniform thickness of
about tbree feet, gradually tapering up-
ward, when at tbe top the thickness is
about eighteen inches. The ends are
vertical, and so far there is no evidence
that there was further connection, ei-
ther by by direct line or angle. This
wall doubtless wasperfectly straight, but
now in the centre there is a slight bend,
caused possibly by an unequal pressure
of earth?it being just below the brew of
a high hill. There appears to be not
even a shadow of a doubtthat this is the
labor of man.

Forty-sixth Congress--Extra Session.
Senate.?Monday, May 12th.?The

legislative appropriationbill was further
debated, Mr. Windom opposing and Mr.
Coke advocating it.House.?ln the House a large number
of bills were introduced, among them
one for giving the consent of the United
States to the prosecution of the suit of
G. W. Custis Lee for the recovery of
Arlington under certain circumstances.
An effort to suspend the rules and pass
a bill reviving the income tax failed for
the want of a two-thirds vote, the vote
standing yeas 104, nays 94. The Presi-
dent's message vetoing the bill to pre-
vent the interference ef the military at
elections was read, and the House de-
cided to consider it next day. A motion
to suspend the rules and pass the army
appropriation bill without the political
amendments was rejected?yeas 101,
nays 109, the democrats voting in the
negative, and the greenbaekers, with
one exception, voting with the repub-
licans in the affirmative.

Senate.?Tuesday, May 13th.?Mr.
Bayard, from the finance committee,
reported Housebill, with amendments,
to providefor the exchange ofsubsidiary
coin of the United States for lawful
money. The Senate by a vote of 37 to
25 refused to strike out a clause in tbe
legislative appropriation bill directing
Secretary of the Treasury to pay arrear-
ages of pensions with the ten million
dollars kept as a special fund for the re-
demption of fractional currency.

House.?ln the House personal ex-
planations were made by Messrs. Shel-
ley, Russell and Kitchen, during which
the latter gentlemen indulged in some
rough reflections on each other. A mo-
tion to pass the anti-military-interfer-
ence bill over the President's veto re
suited yeas 127, nays 97, not being tbe
necessary constitutional two-thirds, so
the bill failed. The bill relating to the
coinage lawswas further discussed.

Senate.?Wednesday, May 14th.?A
resolution was adopted requesting the
President to inform the Senate whether
the government acquired lands by pur-
chase, under the treaty of 18G6, in the
Indian Territory, and whether it is the
intention to locate therein Indians or
freedmen. The Senate further consid-
ered the legislative appropriation bill,
and Mr.Kernan spoke against test oaths
and the use of troops at the polls. An
amendment was adopted directing the
Secretaryof the Treasury to issue im-
mediately, for the payment of arrears of
pensions, that portion ofthe $10,000,000
in legal currency now in the Treasury.

House.?ln the House Mr. Warner's
free-coinage silver bill was discussed by
Mr. Ewing.

Senate.?Thursday, May 15th.?The
legislative appropriation bill consumed
the entire session. Mr. Thuraian made
a lengthy speech in favorofthe bill, and
against the law providing a test oath for
federal jurors and federal supervisors
and deputy marshals at elections.

House. ?Mr. McLane spoke in favor
of the bill to amend the Revised Statutes
relating to the removal of cases from, the
United States courts. Mr. Warner's
silver bill was further considered, and
the first and second sections adopted.

Senate.?Friday, May 16th.?Mr.
Eaton made a lengthy speech on the
legislative appropriation bill and in de-
fense ofthe position of the democratic
party.

House.?ln the House a resolution
was adopted providing for the appoint-
ment of a special committee of nine to
consider all the petitions and memorials
which havo been sent to Congress on
the subject of the alcoholic traffic. The
Warner silver bill was further debated,
and several amendments presented, but
not acted on.

Senate .?Saturday, May 17th.?
Messrs. Saulsbury, Conkling and others
discussed the employment ot the federal
troops at the Delaware elections in 1862.

House.?Mt. McLane concluded his
speech in favorof the bill to amend the
law relating to the transferof cases from
State to United States courts, and Mr.
Urner commenced a speech against tbe
same bill. The House, by the casting
vote of the Speaker, adopted au amend-
ment offered by Mr. Ewiiig tt> Mr.
Springer's amendment to the Warner
silver bill,but the amendment as amend-
ed was rejected by a large majority, and
adjourned until Tuesday.

President's Teto or'?An Act to ProhibitMilitary Interference at Elections."
On Monday of last week the Presi-

dent sent to Congress his veto of the
bill to "prohibitmilitary interference at
elections."

We publish below someof the expres-
sions of the press in reference to this
second veto of the President ofbills tor-
bidding the use of troops at the pells.

The Lynchburg Virginian of last
Tuesday says :?

"The President has vetoed the bill
passed by the two houses of Congress,
to prevent federal military interference
in State elections. He was at first dis-posed to sign the bill, seeing nothing
improper in it. But the Stalwarts haveinduced him to reconsider?have stif-
fened his backbone; hence the veto.
We see nothing therefore for Congress
to do but vote him six months' supplies,
to last till the 31st of December, and
then refer the question to the people.Public sentiment can be invoked, andand we shall know whether we are as
true to popular liberty as our English
ancestors were, or are worthy of beingdescended from the men of 1776."

The Alexandria Gazette of the 12th
says :?

"The Piesident has vetoed the bill
prohibiting the presence of soldiers at
the polls, though heand the leaders of
his party in Congress had previously
said that they would not oppose such a
bill if detached fr»m the army appropri-
ation bill. The general impression
among both parties is that Mr. Hayes
has been thoroughly and completely
bulldozed by the "stalwart" radicals,
and that he will now further their aims
with all the means at his disposal."

The Richmond Dispatch of tbe 14th
says:?

"It is hardly necessary to comment
upon the acts of a man who in the grip
of tbe enemies of himself and his coun-
try is as clay in the hands of the potter.
Mr. Hayes has become an object of con-tempt, we doubt not, te Conkling,
Chandler. Blame, and the whole cabal
of conspirators against the peaceof the
country. He vetoed a bill which he had
repeatedly declared he would sign, and
which was framed for the avowed pur-
pose of obviatinghis objections to thearmybill.

It would not be a hard task to show
that Mr. Hayes bas misunderstood and
misrepresented the acts of Congress to
which he refers. But, as we have said,
what's the use ? The bill proposed to
tie his bands for only one day out of
every two years; yet he speaks of it as
if it would have tied them never to beunloosed. Such inexcusable misrepre-sentations can deceive nobody in the
South We leave it to the northern pa-
pers to enlighten the northern people."

The Winchester Times of tbe 14th
says:?

"The reasons he assigns are too flimsy
to conceal the real purpose he cherishes,
as the representative of the Radical
party, iv regard to the employment of
troops at the polls. While professing tobe opposed to such use of the military,
his vetoes indicate that he can be relied
on to have the army in readiness for
political emergencies, such as will prob-
ably occur at the nextPresidential Elec-
tion.

It is rather rough on the country that
a man who has noright to be President
should practically usurp the legislative
power of the Government. We hope
tbe democrats will maintain their stand
and allow the army to dissolve rather
than permit its use as the Radicals de-
mand."

The Rockingham Register of tbe loth
says:?

"The want of sincerity in tbe Presi-
dent is clearly manifest from the fact
that in bis first veto message he states
that he did not favor tbe law allowing
troops to be used at elections, but when
tbe bill proposing its repeal was passed
he vetoed it. Thus all his pretensions
of being » President of the people and
not of a party have been swept away,
and he stands to-day tbe representative
of a sectional party, insisting on a right
which is not only inconsistent with the
lettter of tbe Constitution, but in oppo-
sition to the spirit of free institutions."

Speech of Hon. Allen G. Thur-
man.?This able Senator from Ohio,
who is a prominent candidate for the
Presidency, made an able speech in the
Senate last Thursday. The Washing-
ton correspondentof ihe State says :?

'-He had occasion to refer often to au-
thorities and oftener to the Constitution
in the course of his remarks, and Conk-
ling and Windom smiled faintly when
he begged to be allowed to refer to the
Constitution as an authority, "if it was
admissible" to mention it without a
sneer from his friends on the other side.
He devoted an hour to proving that the
jurors' test oath ii unconstitutional,
then tried the election laws by the same
standard, and came to the conclusion
that they "won't do"?which is his pet
expression The deputy-marshals' law
he proved had its origin in the Union
League club of New York, and was
pushed through Congress under the plea
that it was necessary for the"protection
of the poor freodmen's" right to vote.?
How the poor freedmen had been pro-
tected, he illustrated by showing that
about five sixths of the amount of
money paid as bribes in the form of sala-
ries to deputy-marshals was expended
in four States of the North, and the re-
sult was a Republican gain of fourteen
congressmen. He expounded on this
branch of the subject at considerable
length, and finally came to the Presi-
dent's veto messages, which he handled
as severely as he could to keep within
the bounds of parliamentary language.
They were mere partisan subterfuges,
and unworthy of the Chief Magistrate
of the nation. He deplorablesectional-
ism, did not defend threats,regretted the
bitterness of speechesou theRepublican
side, and acquitted Southern men of all
responsibility for inaugurating tbe pres-
ent controversy. Not a line in the bill
?was written or dictated by a Southern
man. Northern men had made the is-
sue, and Southern men had supported
them for the sake ofparty unity."

They arehoused on deck,and have borne the voy-
age well. They will be taken to Phila-

Child's stables until Gen. Grant's re-
turn.

He was arrest-
ed by the police, who broke in upon the
strange conventicle, while praying over
the dead body, and when borne away
invoked the wrathofheaven upon these
minions of tbe cruel law. The result of
this extreme act of fanaticism was that
thy main actor was sent to an asylum,
while his dupes, startled by the horrible
scene they had witnessed, were gradual-
ly restored to their senses,and no other
exhibition ofthe kind has been made,
although the Adventists still keep up
their organization, until this sacrifice,
under similar circumstances, of his
daughter by Freeman."
