1 Resolved, Thatthe charges sent up, during
the current synodlcalyear to the treasurer of
Synod the amount of synodlcal fund appor-
tioned'tothem, inquarterly installments;

2 Resolved, That there is a highmoral obliga-
tion on thepart ofevery member of this Synod
to faithfully endeavor to carry into effect its
recommendations for arising the funds needed
for our benevolent operations.

3 Resolved, That it Is not consistent with the
uprightness and honesty that should charac-
terize embassadors ofourLord Jwui Christ, for
any ofour ministers to ignore or Indolently
neglect such recommendations.

\u25a04. Resolved, That delinquency ln tbis respect
hereafter will constrain us to deliberately con-
sider the question concerning any such delin-
quent,as to his moral fitness tobe continued tn
thework of the ministry.

In the altemoon of the second day tbe ques-
tion:?"What is the best method of educating
thechildren of the Church from their baptism
'to their confirmation," was taken up and dis-
cussed duringthe remaining sessions of Con-
ference, and was listened to with evident Inter-
est and profit by the large congregations -sres-
ent.
