JUDGE ARCHIBALD STUART, OF
STAUNTON.

Mr. Jefferson writes a long letter
about public affairs, and winds up en

PHILADELPHIA, Feb. 13, '99.

Dear Sir :—I ‘avoid writing to my
friends because the fidelity of the post-
office is very much deubted. I willgive
you briefly a statement of what we have
done aud are doing. The following is a
view of our finances in round numbers.
The import brings in the last year 7%
millions of dollars, the Excise, carriages,
auctions and licenses } million, the re-
siduary small articles { of a million. It
is expected that the stamp act may pay
the expense of the direct tax, so that the
two may be counted at 2 millions, mak-
king in the whole 10§ millions. Our
expenses are for the civil list { of a mil-
lion, foreign-intercourse 3 million, (this
includes 1ndian and Algerine expenses,
the Spanish and British treaties,) inter-
est of the publie debt 4 millions, the ex-
isting navy 2} millions, the existing ar-
my (5,000 men,) 1} millions, making 9}
millions, so that we have a surplus of
near a million. But the additional ar-
my (9000) now raising will add 2} mil-
lions annually; the additional mavy
proposed 3 millions, and the interest of
‘the new loans } a millien, making 6 mil-
lions more, so that as seon as the army
and navy shall be ready our whole ex-
penses will be 15 millions; eonsequent-
ly there will be 5 millions annually more
to be raised by taxes. Our present taxes
of 10 m. are 2 dollars a head on our pres-
ent population, and the future 5 m. will
make it 3 D.—our whole exports (native)
this year are 28 m., so that our taxes are
now % and will soon be 3 of our whole
exports, and when you add the expenses
of the State governments we shall bg
found to have got to the plenum of tax-
ation in 10 short years of peace. Great
Britain after centuries of wars and rev-
olutions, had at the commencement of
the present war taxed onlzv to the
amount of 3 of her exports. e have
opened a loan for 5 m. at 8 per cent. in-
terest, and another is proposed of 2 m.
These are to build 6.74 and 6.18, 1n part
of the additional navy, for which a bill
passed the House of Representatives 2
days ago by 54 against 42. Besides the
existing army of 5000, and additional
army ef 9000, an eventual army-of 30,000
is proposed to be raised by the ﬁresidont
in case of invasion by any Kuropean
power, or danger of invasion in his opin-

of which we know not, is to be immedi
ately ealled out and exercised at the pub-
lic expense. For these purposes a bill
has been twice read and committed in
the Senate. You have seen by Gerry's
communications that France is sincere-
ly anzious for recomciliation, willing to
give us a liberal treaty, and does not
wish to break the British treaty, but on-
ly to put her en an equal footing. A
further proof of her sincerity turned up
yesterday. We had taken an armed
vessel from her, had refitted and sent
her to cruise against them, under the
name of the Retaliation, and they re-
captured and sent her into Gaudaloupe.
The new commissioners arriving there
from France, sent Victor Hughes off in
irons; said to our captain that they
found him bearing a regular commis-
sion as an officer of the U. 8. with his
vessel in their port, and his crew ; they
would enquire into no faect respecting
the vessel preceding their arrival, but
that he, his vessel, and crew were free
to depart. They arrived here yesterday.
The federal papers call her a cartel. It
is whispered that the Executive mean
to return an equal number of the French
prisoners, and this mmay give a color to
call her a cartel, but she was liberated’
freely and without condition. The com-
missioners further said to the captain
that as to differences with the U.. S,

new commissioners were coming oud:
from France to settle them, and in the
meantime they should do us no injury.
The President has ‘appointed Rufus
King to make a commercial treaty with
the Russians in London, and Wm

Smith (of S. C.) to go to Constantinople
to make one with the Turks. Both
appointments are confirmed by the Sen-
ate. A little dissatisfaction was ex-
pressed by some that we should never
have treated with them till the moment
when they had formed a coalition with
the English against the French. You
have seen that the Directory had pub-
lished an arret declaring they would
treatag privatesany neutrals theyshould
take in the ships of their enemies. The
President communicated this to Con-
gress as soon as he received it. A bill
was brought into Benate reciting’ that
arret, and authorizing retaliation. Tho’
the President received information al-
most in the sameinstant that the Direc-
tory had suspended the arret (which
fact was grivately declared by the Sec-
retary of State to twoof the Senate,)and
tho' it was known we were passing an
act feunded on that arret, yet the Presi-
dent has never communicated the sus-

pension. However the Senate, informed
indirectly of the fact, still passed the act
yesterday, an hour after we had heard
of the return of ouy vessel gnd crew be-
fore-mentioned. Itis acknowledged on
all hands, and declared by the insuranee
companies that the British depredations
during the last 6 months have greatly
exceeded the French. Yef not a word
is said about 1t officially. However, all
these things are working on the publie
mind. They are getting back to the
point where they were when the X. Y. Z.
story was played off on them. A won-
derful and rapid change-ie‘taking place
in Penpsylvania, Jersey, and N. York.

knowledge of facts can only be dissemi-

lets written by George Nicholas on the
acts of the last session. These I would

wish you to distribute, not to sound men

Many who admire the beautifal star
which now adorns the western sky un-
til more than three hours after the com-
mencement of twilight may not beaware
that its splendor is derived from the sun;
that in it, like on the earth, night cur-
tains the landscape, morning dawns, and
seasons in quick succession come and go
Lofty mountains show that forces simi-
lar to those which upheaved the Alps
and lifted the summits of the Andes a-
bove the regions of eternal snow have
ridged its surface and covered it with
hills and vales. Variable spots prove
that clouds float in its atmosphere, and
gleams of light, which dart across its
sky, afford evideuce that in it lightning
seams the sky and the thunder’s roll re-
verberates through the valleys.

But three hundred miles less in diame-
ter than the earth and revolving on its
axis in nearly the same time, Venus
makes thirteen revolutions around the
sun while the former makes eight. As
the inclination of the planet to the plane
of its orbit is at least fifty-four degrees,
its torrid zone is double that extent, or
one hundred and eight degrees, and its
polar circles 54 degrees from the poles.
It therefore has two frigid and a torrid,
but no temperate zone. Since the sun
must arrive at the equator and depart
from it to the distance of 54 degrees twice
in each of its years, there must be two
summers and two winters annually in
the torrid zone and a winter and a sum-
mer in each of the frigid.

Venus hecomes the morning star after
its superior conjunction, when it ap-
pears, through the telescope, crescent
shaped like the new moon. The orbits
of this planet and of Mercury are within
the orbit of the earth and consequently
they are never seen in opposition to the
sun, that is in the east when the sun is
in the west, or in the west and the sun
in the east. At itsinferior conjunction
Venus is nearer to the earth than any
other planet except the moon, and some-
times when approaching the greatest
distance, which it seems to recede from
the sun, casts a shadow and is visible in
the full light of day.

Governor Simpson learned of the exis-
tence and probable whereabouts of the
relic, and made application to the Secre-
tary of War, through Congressman
Evins, for its return. The application
was promptly and courteously granted,
and Congressman Evins forwarded the
precious memento to Charleston.

The Jackson memorial, as received
from Washington, is com of shell-
work upon a wooden foundation. It is
altogether about ten feet high—the .base
being three and a half feet square. Up-
on the base are four squares, decreasing
in size, the uppermost block supporting
the four columns eof an open dome.
These columns are elaborately made, be-
ing bordered on the interior with white
shells and on the exterior with black
shells, arranged in double rows. The
exterior of the dome is of broken pieces
of mother-of-pearl. The open space un-
der the dome was doubtless intended to
be occupied by a statuette, or similar
ornament. This dome supports a series
of squares. On the top one is set a block
containing inscriptions and devices in
shell-work of variegated colors. Onone
face the Confederate flag and the Con-
federate battle-flag cross each other, a
large star being just above their point of
contact. Underneath are inscribed in
white letters, General Jackson's words:
*DO YOUR DUTY AND LEAVE THE BEST
TO PROVIDENCE. IT IS ALL RIGHT.”’—
This inscription, like the others, is in a
frame of blue, bordered by black shells,
the ground-work of the faces being
broken mother-of-pearl. On another
face is inscribed : ‘‘MANAsSsAs, FALL-
ING WATERS, 'WINCHESTER, CROSS -
KEYS, PorRT REPUBLIC, CEDAR RUN,
FREDERICKSBURG, RICHMOND,” each
word befng formed of different colored
shells. On another face, beneath a row
of stars, each formed of four tiny shells,
ii ;fscribod in letters of small white
shells :

“BULWARK OF THE FIELD,

A HOST HIS PRESENCE AND HIS ARM
A SHIELD.

AS HE LIVED HE DIED--GLORIOUSLY."

The fourth faee is inseribed in white
letters: *“To THE MEMORY OF GENERAL
‘STONEWALL’ JACKSON, WHO FELL AT
CHANCELLORSVILLE, May 2, 1863."
The block just described supports a
set of squares similar to these on which
it rests, only somewhat smaller, which
in their turn support a tapering shaft,
which is just one-half the height of the
entire work. This shaft is bordered at
each of its four corners with a double
row of shells, and is divided, on all its
faces to its summit, into a series of ob~
long squares, each separated from the
other by a broad line ef white shells,
and decreasing in size to the last. Each
of these contains an elongated St. An-
drew’s cross of white shells. The four
triangles so formed are filled in with
colored work, those above and beneath
the point of intersection being yellow,
and thoseat the sides blue.

The memorial has been somewhat de-
faced, the shell-work being broken at
the angles. There will be no difficulty,
however, in repairing the damages,—
From its character the memorial could
not be safely placed in any exposed posi-
tion or in the open air, and Governor
Simpson, at the request of those instru-
mental in recovering the memorial, has
entrusted it to the keeping of the ladies
of the Confederate Home in this city,
