Sudden Death of Gen. James Shields.
OTTUMWA, IowA, June 2.—Gen. Jas.
Shields, late United States Senator from
Missouri, died suddenly in this city at
10:30 o’clock last night. He hadappear-
ed in his usual health on the Sabbath
day, and ate a hearty supper at 6 o’clock,
after which he wrote several letters, but
Jjust before retiring he complained of a
pain in the chest, and shortly afterwards
said to his niece that he was dying, and
in thirty minutes expired sitting in his
chair, remaining conscious to the last.
He lectured in this city on Wednesday
evening last, and had remained here
visiting relatives. His remains will
leave here at 5 o’clock this evening for
is home in Carrollton, Mo.

[Genersl Shields was born in 1810, at
Dungannon,. county Tyrone, Ireland,
and emigrated to the United States in
1826. He studied law and embarked in
the practice of his profession at Kaskas-
kia, Illinois, in 1832, speedily attaining
popularity and position. He was elect-
ed member of the Illinois Legislature in
1836, State auditor in 1839, judge of the
Supreme Court (of the State) in 1843, and
commissioner of the general land office
in 1845. Upon the breaking out of the
Mexican war Shields volunteered at
once, was commissioned brigadier Gen-
eral and assigned to Scott’s column of
nvasion, in which he speedily distin-
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guished himself by his bravery on the
field. He was dangerously wounded in
action at Cerro Gordo, securing his
brevet as major general; still more sev-
erely wounded at Chapultepec, where he
got an escopetto copper ball in the stom-
ach, which, as the surgeons said at the
time, would have killed ‘‘any one but
an Irishman.” After the war General

Shields was elected United States Sena-

tor from Illinois, and served until the
expiration of his term, in 1855. Hethen

went to Minnesota, from which State he
was elected Senator in 1858. In 1860
General S8hields migrated to California.

In 1861, August 19, he was commission-

ed brigadier general of volunteers, and
joined the right"wing of the army of the
Potomac, where be had the satisfaction

of coming nearer defeating Stonewall
Jackson in the battles of Kernstown

and Port Republic* than any other Fed-

eral general ever attained. General

Shields resigned his commission in 1863,

and settled in Wisconsin, but soon after
removed to Missouri, where he resumed
the practice of his profession and served
also as railroad commissioner. "It will

be recollected how, in thesecond session
of the Forty-fifth Congress, he was
pressed-for the position of sergeant-at-

arms of the House of Representatives by
Gen. Batler, after Mr. Polk was forced
out of that position, and how also he
was elected by the Legislature of Mis-
souri to fill out the end of the term in
the United States Senate made vacant
by the death of Senator Louis V. Bogy.
General Shields was prominent as a
member of the Association of Mexican
Volunteers, in which connection he was
well known in this city. His last ap-

pearance hiere was at a meeting of this

association, held at the Maryland Insti-
tute on the 4th of last March, when he
spoke with all his natural elogquence.—
Ebs.]—Balt. Sun.

*Gen. Shields was not personally pre-
sent in the battle of Port Republie, in
which his forces were defeated by Gen.
Jackson. He remained, we believe, at

Grasp the teat with the thumb partly

upwards, aud the fingers in their natu-~

ral position when closed, next the ud-

der, and clasping the fingers in succes-

sion, force the milk downward, with

a gentle pull on the udder. So proceed

alternately with each hand, going far-

ther and farther up into the udder as -
the flow ceases, until you have all th_e

milk drawn. Thus you may milk easi-

ly for yourself and the cow ; in fact, the

cow soon comes to like the manipula-

tion. If a few simple rules founded up-

on common sense were observed in

milking, instead of kicking cows and

holding up of the milk, we should soon

find our cows genile to handle, and

much vexation would be spared to

milkers. It should, however, be re-

membered that in milking cows gentle-
ness is a cardinal virtue.
