Noonan was awakened by his
wife, who stated that robbers were in
the house, and getting up seized a revol-
ver and went to a front room, his wife
following. Arriving there his wife
thought she saw a robber, and uttering
an exclamation grabbed her husband
about the neck. He became frightened
and thinking in his excitement that he
had hold of a robber, fired, and his wife
dropped dead at his feet. Mr. and Mrs.
Noonan came to Kansas City from-Mil-
waukee several years since, Mr. Noonan
being the son of a well-known resident
of that and a graduate of the Yalescien-
tific school in the class of 1868.

HORRIBLE CRIME IN LouisA.—The

SENATE.—Monday, June 23rd.—Mr.
Wallace, from the committee on appro-
priations, reported a resolution fixing
Wednesday, June 25, at 5 P. M., for the
final adjournment of the extra session,
but on objection to its consideration by
Mr. Windom it went over until next
day. No business of interest was trans-
acted, and the Senate at an early hour
went into executive session.

House.—In the House, the reading of
a bill introduced by Mr. Martin, of West
Virginia, to reorganize the United States
army eonsumed the morning hour, af-
ter which the President’s message voto-
ing the supplementary judicial bill was
read. "A motion to pass the bill over
the veto was lost—yeas 104, nays 78—not
the necessary two-thirds. The House
then adjourned.

SENATE.—Tuesday, June 24th.—The
resolution providing for the final ad-
journment of Congress Wednesday was
recommitted to the appropriation com-
mittee without action on it. Senate
resolution in relation to additional pay
for certain employes being called up, an
amendment was submitted from the re-
publican side to add a section embrac-
ing the bill making appropriations for
certain judicial expenses, lately vetoed,
except the jury provisions and the clause
relating to deputy marshals. This reso-
lution was amended by the democrats
by a vote of 27 to 15, by adding the de-
puty marshals clause. Pending an
amendment to add the jury clause the
HBenate adjourned.

Housge.—The House, by a vote of yeas
81, nays 103, refused to fix Wednesday
afternoon at 5 o’clock for the final ad-
journment of Congress, twenty demo-
crats and greenbackers voting with the
republicans in the negative, Mr. Sin-
gleton, of Mississippi, made a personal
explanation, severely ecriticising Mr.
Glever, late member of Congress, and
author of a report on the conduet of the
congressional vBrlntf,ing office.

SENATE.—Wednesday, June 25th.—
Mr. Burnside introduced a joint resolu-
tion declaring that the people ot the
United States would regard the con-
struction of the proposed canal across
the Isthmus of Darien as a manifesta-
tion of an unfriendly disposition to-
wards this country. The joint resolu-
tion providing extra pay for clerks and
other employes of Congress' was called
up and led to a political debate, partici-
pated in principally by Messrs. Windom
and Saulsbury.

House.—In the House a resolution
was adopted authorizing the committee
on rules tosit during the recess at Wash-
ington or elsewhere for the purpose of
revising, codifying and simiplifying the
rules of the House. No other business
of interest was transacted.

SENATE.—Thursday June 26(h.—The
conference report on the letter-carriers’
deficiency bill was concurred in. A
joint resolution was passed for the ap-
pointment of a committee to investigate
the best means of collecting the public
revenue, &c.

House.—The House also concurred
in the conference report on the letter-
carriers’ bill, The House then took up
the bill making appropriation for cer-
tain judicial expenses, as agreed upon
in the democratic cagcus, and after vot-
ing down a number of amendments of-
fered from the republican side, passed
the bill by a voteot 29 to 67. The House
then took up the bill agreed upon in the

ADDRESS TO SUNDAY-SCHOOL CHILDREN,—
Inthe M. E.Church So., on last Sunday evening
the Pastor, Rev. Dr. Hough, delivered an m:_
teresting address te the Sunday-school chil-
dren of that congregation.
