consisted of various accounts of the reverses
with which the army of Marshal Suwarrow
had met in Switzerland and the capture of Zu-
rich by the French in the latter part of Septem-
ber or first of October, three months before the
Gazetie was published.
BUONAPARTE'S RETURN.

Its Paris news under ‘date of Oct. 14th, 1779,
announces the arrival in France of Buonaparte
and Berthier from Egypt, accompanied by
Gen’ls Lascelles, Mormons, Murat, Andicoffe,
and citizens Mons and Bertholet. Itis farther
stated that on reaching the shore.at Frejus
Buonaparte, and all those who accompanied
him, fell down and kissed the land of liberty.

and the resolutions cffered by him are pub-
lished in full, as are also the addresses of the
House and Senate on the same subject, and the
President’s replies thereto.

We give below the Gazette’s account of the
burial of Washington :

: WASHINGTON ENTOMBED,

*  George Town, Dec. 20.
On Wednesday last, the  mortal part of
WASHINGTON the Great—the Father of his
Country and the Friend of man, was consigned
to the tomb, with solemn honors and funeral
cmp. ‘
= A maultitude of persons assembled, from
many riles round, at Mount Vernony the
choice abode and last residence of the illustri-
ous chief. There were the groves—the spacious
avenues, the beautiful and sublime scenes, the
noble mansion—but, alas! the angust inhabi-
tant was now mo more. That great soul was
gone. His mortal part was there indeed; but
ah! how affécting? how awful the spectacle of
such worth and greatness, thus, to mortal eyes,
fallen!—Yes ! falten! fallen!

In the long and lofty Portico, where oft the
Hero walked in all his glory, now lay the
shrouded corpse. The countenance still com-
posed and serene, seemed todepress the dignity
of the spirit, which lately dwelt in that lifeless
form! There those who pald the last sad hbn-
ours to the benefactor of his country, took an
impressive—a farewell view.

On the ornament at the head of the coffin,
was inseribed SURGE AD JUDpiciuM—about tue
middle of the coffin, GLORIA DEQ—and on the
silver plate.

GENERAL
GEORGE WASHINGTON,
Departed this life, on the 14th December,
1799, A5t 68. :

Between threeand four o’clock, the sound of
artillery from a vessel in the river, firing mi-
nute guns, awoke afresh our solemin sorrow—
the corpse was removed—a band of music with
mourntul melody melted the soul into all the
tenderness of woe.

When the procession had arrived at the bot-
tom of the elevated lawn, on the bank of the
Potomae, where the family vault ia placed, the
cavalry halted, the infantry marched towards
the Mount and formed their lines—the Clergy,
the Masonic Brothers, and the Citizens, de-
scended to the Vault, and the funeral service of
the Church was performed.—The firing was re-
peated from the vessel in the river, and the
sounds echoed from the woodsand hillsaround.

Three general discharges by the infantry—
the cavalry, and 11 pieces of artillery, which
lined the banks of the Potomac back of the
Vault, paid the last tribute to’ the entombed
Commander in Chiefof the Armies of the Uni-
ted States and to the departed Hero.

The sun was now setting Alas! the SON OF
GLORY was set forever.- No—the name of
WASHINGTON—the American President and
General—will triumph over DEATH! The un-
clouded brightness of his Glary will illuminate
the future ages!
