Senator Thomas F. Bayard Interviewed.

HIS VIEW OF THE NEEDS OF THE
SOUTH.

Senator Thomas F. Bayard was in-
terviewed at his home, in Wilmington,
Del., Monday of last week, by a repre-
gentative of the Philadelphia Times, and
expressed himself,with great frankness
on a variety ofinteresting topics, though
he showed some embarrassment at be-
ing ‘‘reported,” declaring that there
“js so much self-seeking among men
nowadays, and so much selfsought pub-
licity,” that he shrank- from anything
that even looked like it. However, Mr.
Bayard said he had no opinions which
he wished to conceal about public affairs
though he would prefer to give them
from his seat in the United States Sen-
ate. %

Mr. Bayard closed his very interest-
ing talk with the following references
to the needs of the South: *‘The South
does not need legislation; the South:
needs sympathy and respect. In my
judgment what they need 1s a realizing
sense that they are safely and securely
within the Union, bound up in its des-
tinies, in which they are to share the
blessing as well as the burdens; but
that they are not to be in the Union ex-
cept upon terms thoroughly consistent
with their self-respect. Everything is
gained by appealing to all that is
higher ond better among them, and to
cease this spirit of domination and con-
stant expressions of selfsconscious su-
periority, sending men down there to
see that the trials are conducted as they
think they ought to be, telling them
they are on trial, and all that sort of
thing. No such spirit ought to exist,
and I would not treat this Union as an
experiment. I would treat it as a fixed
fact that they are in the Union and are
going to stay there; that they are going
to be part of our people and part of the
" government, and not only expect them

to sustain and help it, but make that
part of the country a source of strength
to the whole. I want the people of the
South to feel that they are a respected
and essential pertion of this Union, and
they cannot be anything else. Now,
in order to do that we must make their
position in the Union one of honor in
the first place, and then if they fall
away from that it must be their own
disgrace ; but the honorable recognition
must precede thé other, and that they
have not had yet at the hands of the re-
publican party. The people of the
Nortkern States, whose representatives
want to makea solid North, if they are
wise must sce that the South must be te
them one of two things—a source of
weakness or a source of strength; but
their present course and their present
feeling is calculated to make the South
a second Ireland.”

ANOTHER HOMICIDE IN WEST VIR-
GINIA.—In Randolph county, West
Virginia, a few weeks ago, J. B. Sim-
mons and Moses Arbagast, who had
previeusly had a difficulty, met in the
publle road, when Simmons told Arba-
gast he was going to whip him.

county, N. C., March 24, 1785, and was
consequently in his 95th year at the
time of his death. His parents removed
to Barnwell county, S. C., when he was
quite young, and he there obtained all
the slight education he ever received.
In 1804 he entered the Methodist minis-
try, and from that time forward was
more or less constantly connected with
the work of that church. This labor
was intermitted at one time for the prac-
tice of medicine, he having studied for
that purpose in Philadelphia. He sub-
sequently gave up medical practice,
however, and returned to the pulpit. It
will serve to indicate the length of his
career of usefulness to state that Dr.
Pierce was chaplain in the war of 1812.
He was delegate to the general confer-
ence of 1836-40-44, and since the organ-
ization of the Southern Church, in 1846,
has sat regularly in its highest court.
He took part in the proceedings of the
Louisville Conference of May, 1874,
where he had a son and a grandson,
three generations being thus repre-
gented in the same. body. The son re-
ferred to, George Foster Pierce, had
then been a Bishop twenty years. Dr.
Pierce, notwithstanding his advanced
age, continued to do occasional service
in the pulpit up to within a few months
of his death. It was only in the pre-
vious year that he published a series of
theological essays in one of the Metho-
dist periodicals, showing that his §ntel-
lectual vigor and his interest in the
Church were undiminished. On the
occasion of his ninety-third birthday,
in 1877, he held a family reunion, when
it was made known that he had seventy-
two descendants. He also at that time
issued an address to his denomination
which was puhlished in the Christian
Advocate ; in this he counseled a union
between the Northern and Southern
Methodist Churches in foreign mission
work, saying: ‘“We are becoming es-
sentially one at home in fraternal peace
and love, but we must become abso-
lutely one abroad. Actual fraterniza-
tion in all foreign mission wark will in-
sure fraternal union and peace and good
will at home.” Dr. Pierce had for
many years been considered one of the
foremoost men among Southern Metho-
dists. c

A SINGULAR STORY.—Wm. Freeman
rented a small farm at Wellsville, Alle-
ghany county, New York, in 1876. He
| had worked for farmers in that section
for several years, and was known as
Handsome Billy, on account of his fine
form and face. He employed an elderly
widow to keep the house, and her ne-
phew to help in the farm work. In 1877
several burglaries occurred in Wellsville
and, to the surprise of all, the stolen
property was found in Freeman’s house.
He was arrested, but protested inno-
cence, and was generally believed. A
grand jury, however, found an indict-
ment for burglary and larceny. He
pleaded guilty, and was sentenced to
eighteen months in the Erie county pen-
itentiary. In March lastthe people of
Wellsville applied to Gov. Robinson for
a parden, and the Governor, as a pre-
liminary action, directed tae peniten-
tiary authorities to report on the prison-
er's physical condition. The prison
physician then learned that the prison~"
ner wasa woman. She said that her
name was Mary Ana Shafer, her age
twenty-three, and, that she was the
daughter of German emigrants. Her
father died soon afterjthey landed, and
her mother married again. They mov-
ed to Alleghany county when she was
11 years old, and her stepfather refused
%o support her. She disguised herself
as a boy, started out to seek her fortune,
worked one season on the Erie canal,
and for ten years preserved her disguise
without arousing suspicion. She be-
.came a member of the Methodist Church
and endeavored to lead a pious life. In
regard .to the crimes charged against
her, she said they were really commit-
ted by her housekeeper’g nephew, who
visited 'her before she pleaded guilty,
and declared that unless she did so plead
he would killjher, and she believed he
would carry out his threats. Soon af-
ter he sex was discovered, Miss Shafer

Florida.

JACKSONVILLE, FLA., Nov. 10, ’79.
It may surprise some of your readers,
but it is nevertheless true, that the State
of Florida is filling up more_ rapidly
than almost any State in the Union, if
we except a few of the Western States.
The tide of immigration has never been
so full as within the past few years.
After the war, quite a number of inva-
lids from the Northern States spent the
winter in Jacksonville for their health.
The interior was seldom visited, and
but littleknown. The delightful winter
climate, with reports of itsinfluence up-
on those affected with lung and throat
diseases, had the effect of increasing the
number of annual visitors, many of
whom became permanent settlers. As
a result, this city, which a few years
ago consisted of but a small collection
of rude dwellings, has grown to be a
city of 10,000 inhabitants, with blocks
of business houses which would do
credit to New York, and a large number
of beautiful residences, many of which
are splendid in all their proportions.
Jacksonville is now a considerable ship-
ping port, as from this point thousands
of boxes of oranges, lemons, grapes,
fruits, shaddocks, pine-apples, and oth-
er products of the State are shipped to
New York, Boston, Philadelphia; and
other points north.

Jacksonville is situated on the west
bank of the St. John’s River, twentiy
miles from its mouth. This river,
which has its rise in the lakes of South-
ern Florida, runs north to this point,
when it takes an easterly direction to
the Atlantic. From this place, for one
hundred miles up the river, the banks
are almost literally lined with villages
and residences filled with citizens from
the Northern States.

The climate of Florida is unquestion-
ably delightful and bealthy in the win-
ter. The summer, though much longer
than in the Northern States, is not any
warmer. This is attested by the fact
that at St.*Augustine, fifty miles south
of this, the temperature, as shown b
offizial observation, has not varied over
twenty-three degrees in twenty years.
I have observed that at this point morn-
ing fogs are quite frequent. It may be
that the rainy season, which has just
ended, and which was unnsually pro-
tracted and severe, is the cause of the
damp and foggy mornings.

The soil of Florida is varied. North-
ern Florida and all tbe peninsula south
of this place is sandy, while in middle
Florida there is a good deal of clay land.
The pine lands, which embrace the
higher portions, are generally the poor-
est, although they preduce very good
cotton, corn, and oats. The hammocks
are the most fertiie, and yield abundant
crops of cotton, corn, and sugar. I do
not think that Florida will ever excel
as a fayming region; but will, in my
judgment, in a few years be the great
fruit and vegetable producing country
of this nation. Oranges, lemons, grape
fryit, shaddocks, pine—apples, bananas,
limes, pomegranites, figs, peaches, and
other semi-tropical fruits, all grow to
perfeetion here, and are of fine flavor.

Vegetables of every variety are raised
in every section, and may be had at al-
most any season of the year.

Peas, beans, tomatoes, cucumbers,
strawberries, &c., can easily be thrown
into the Northern markets in Fehruary
and March.

In view of these facts, I repeat, that
fruit andvegetable growing, I believe,
will be the great business of Florida.

I am not able, as yet, to furnish sta-
tistics of the amount of fruit raised in
this State; but, with the comparatively
little attention given to it, it is enor-
mous. There'are many orange groves,
which, although but a few years old,
will yield from one to three million or-
anges, while others, less pretentious,
will send to market their thousands and
tens of thousands. Of the fine flavor
and quality of the fruit, there cannot be
a doubt. While conversing witha gen-
tleman in his office the other day, a
man stepped in with a bunch of half a
dozen oranges, just taken from one of
his trees, which weighed near six

ounds. Lemoans reach two pounds in
weight, so I am informed. In walking
along the streets of Jacksonville, T have
seen lemons on the trees, which I am
satisfied will weigh a pound each.

The cultivation of these fruits, how-
ever, requires a great deal of patience,
and the grower must be able to wait
ht or ten years before he can realize
crop of fruit. On this subject,

As before stated, it is a rapidly
growing city. In every direction, all
over the city, new buildings are going

He man-
ufactures orange marmalade, guava jel-
ly and marmalade, preserved figs, and
other tropical fruits. Thisconcern puts
up a large amount of fruits, and it is
only those who have tried the orange
marmalade and guava jelly and mar.
malade can have any idea of their rich-
ness and delicacy. . Although his busi-
ness is comparatively newy, he is ship-
g}ng extensively throughogt the entire

orthern States and the Capadgs. Mr.
. is an old Virginian, a nativeoi Rich-
mond, and speaks of our grand old State
with pride and pleasure.

UNITED STATES SENATOR.—There
are some features in the law of the Uni-
ted States providing for the election of
United States senators which, under
present circumstances, may interest our
readers.

First, the Legislature must begin to
vote on the election of a United States
senator'on the second Tuesday after its
meeting and organization,

Secondly, a senator cannot be elected
the first day unless he receives a majo-
rity of the votes in each house. We
have never known this feature of the
law to be mentioned anywhere; yet it
is in theact of Congress. The language
is:

“If the same person has received a
majority of all the votes in each honse,
he s}l,mll be declared duly elected sena-
tor.
On any day after the first, ‘‘the per-
son who receives a majority of all the
votes of the joint assembly’” will be
elected.
_Thirdly, the vote must always be
viva voce. This is a good provision. It
is some security against the use of mon-
ey. i !
Fourthly, the Legislature is not re-
quired to take more than one vote each
aay. Nor does the law require its sess
sion to be extended beyond ninety days
for the purpose of electing a senator.
On the contrary, it provides that a vote
shall be taken ‘‘each succeeding day
during the session of the Legislature.”
Fifthly, Governor Holliday will not
have the right to appoint- a senator un-
til Colonel Wither’s term explres, as it
will March 4, 1881. But as there will
be before then no other session of the
Legislature than the one soon to com-
mence, it follows that if the General
Assembly fails to elect a senator this
winter, the appointment of one will de-
volve upon Governor Holliday, and the
election of one will fall upon the Legis-
lature to be chosen in 1881.—Richmond
Dispatch. -
