
A Negro Lynched and Hung.

A few weeksago, anegroman, Arthur ,
Jordan, who is married and bas two
children, and who hadbeen in the em- ,
ploy of Mr. Nathan Corder, of Upper ,
Fauquier, near Markham Station, ran
off with a good-looking, half-witted
daughterof Mr. Corder, aged about 17
years, whom he had before ruined, and
went witb her to Maryland.

On Wednesday week, a party of half
a dozen men from the neighborhood
where tbe parents lived went in search
of tbe parties, and found them near Wil-
liamsport in Maryland. The girl was
taken to Taylor's Hotel in that place,
and placed under the care of the pro-
prietoruntil ber family could be noti-
fied, and tbe negro man was brought
back to be confined in tbe Fauquier jail.

The party with tbe negro in charge
passed through Winchester on Thurs
day week. The Winchester News says:

"The party of five persons and the ne-
gro, all on horseback, were proceeding
through Loudoun street, when in front
ofRobinson's hardware store the negro
refused to goany farther, and stated that
be desired to see a lawyer. His captors
tried to urge him in vain, whenConsta
ble Smith and Policeman Brown, at-
tracted by tbe affair, arrested tne whole
party, negro and all, and carried them
before Justice Crebs. Here a warrant
was sworn out in form, aud one ofthe
party being a constable, the negro was
delivered into his custody tobe returned
toFauquier."

He was taken to Warrenton and con-
fined in the jail of Fauquier county, on
Friday night a week, but a large body
of disguised men forced their way into
the jailabout 2 o'clock on the morning
of Monday of last week, and took the
prisoner, Arthur Jordan, and hung him
on a tree near tbe cemetery about half a
mile from Warrenton. The verdict of

Hawk's Nest Trouble.
WHAT GOV. MATHEWS TOLD A HER-

ALD REPORTER.
Gov. H. M. Mathews, of West Vir-

ginia, said to aBerald reporter: "The
Kanawha Valley is a large coal mining
district and the miners there areprinci-
pally from Pennsylvania and Wales.
Several hundred of them Ore employed
at aplace named Cannelton and tbey
becamedissatisfied at tbe lower rates
which werepaid to miners in the neigh-
borhood, at a mine at Hawk's Nest.
The coal at this place was much more
easily mined, and the lower rates were
quite justifiable on that account. That
explanation did not, however, satisfy
tbe Cannelton men. They went in a
body to the Hawk's Nest mine and
threatened to use force if the men did
not strike. There was some apprehen-
sion on the part of the civil authorities,
and an application was made to me for
troops. I ordered a small military force
there, though it is only fair to the min-
ers to say that they only threatened;
