
The Capitation Tax.?The Win-
chester 7~/«iesconcludes an article on the '
question of the repeal of the capitation
tax as follows:?

"Here in the Valley, and in the Pied- .
mont country aud Southwest, where tbe
thrifty, industrious white element is
largely in the majority, tbe effect of the
repeal would be to render them still far-
ther tributary to the Tidewater and
Soutbside sections in whicb the negroes
aud uon-taxpayers predominate. Our
people are now paying thousands of dol-
lars yearly for'thesupport of the public
schools iu the black districts, and should
this head tax, designed for the schools,
be abolished, we will be saddled with an
additional burden.

From some of the articles we have
read in the Mozart organs, it would be
supposed that Virginia, in imposing
this tax, was clinging to a relic of
barbarism and not keeping step with
the advanced ideas of the age, which
prevail in other States of the country.
This is not true. In Massacbuset ts no
one is allowed to vote who has not paid
a head tax and who cannot read and
write

In Georgia, the most prosperous of
the Southern States, the voter must
have paia all his taxesfor the year next
before the election.

In Pennsylvania the voter must have
paid a State and couuty tax at least one
month before the election.

Rhode Island has a property qualifi
cation of $134.

Delaware and New Hampshire also
require the prepayment of a'tax and in
Connecticut the "land of steady habits"
no citizen is allowed to vote who is not
of good moral character and aoleto read
and write."

Bepufolieaii State Convention.
The Virginia State Republican Com-

mittee held a meeting in Richmond last
Thursday, at which Staunton was fixed
upon as the place, and 21st of April as
the time, for holding the Republican
State Convention to elect delegates to
the National Republican Convention to
be held at Chicago on June 3d.

The delegates to represent counties in
the State convention to be held here,
will be elected on the 10th of April, and
those to represent cities will be elected
on the 14th of April.

The representation in this convention
will be based upon the representation
iv the House of Delegates of Virginia
uuder the Constitution of the State
adopted in 1869; provided that each
county shall bave at least one delegate,
aud that the city of Richmond shall be
eutitled to six delegates, one from each
ward iv the city.

Death of Geo. W. Henderlite,
Treasurer of Smyth County.?On
Friday morning a week, Geo. W. Hen-
derlite was killed by falling a distance
of thirty feet from the third story win-
dow of the Metripolitan Hotel in Wash-
ington City. He was taken immedi-
ately to Providence Hospital and died
directly after reaching there. One of
his legs was found to be broken in two
places, several ribs fractured, an eye
knocked out of socket and his skull
mashed.

As soon as the affairwas learned of by
those gentlemen, Hous. John W. John
stou aud J. B. Richmond went to the
Hospital and saw to the preparations'
necessary for the removal of the re-
mains of the uufortnuate gentleman to
his home in Marion.

Mr. Henderlite was the treasurer of
Smyth county of this State ac the time
of his death and had been for a number
of years. It is an evidence of his great
popularity to state that Mr. Henderlite
was a Republican in politics in a strong-
ly Democratic county, and yet he was
elected and re-elected by large majori-
ties to fill the important office be held.

The deceased was conspicuous in poli-
tics, having run against Gen. Terry for
Congress several years since, and his
business in Washington at the time of
his death was partly in connection with
the National Greenback party of whicb
he was a member.

Mr. Henderlite was a member in high
standing of the I. O. O. F., and his bu-
rial Sunday of last week was conducted
by that body, a number of the members
of the Wytheville Lodge attending.

Deceased leaves a wife aud five or six
children, the oldest son being about 21
years of age.

Samuel Meredith G rland, iv the
seventy-ninth yearof his age,

Mr. Garland was born at New Glas-
gow, and had lived all his life' in the
couuty, and uear the place of his birth.
Mr. Garland had rilled many offices of
"houor, profit, and trust," in bis couu-
ty. He represeuted it in the Legisla
ture that sat with the Convention of
18_°-,.0. He was a member of tbeState
Convention of 1850 51, representing
Amherst, Nelson and Albemarlejointly,
with V. W Soutliali, Alexander Rives
and L. N. Ligou. He represented
Amherst in the Secession Convention
of 1861. and voted for the ordinance of
secession. He was a StatesRight Whig
in politics, aud always tools; a distinct
and active part in all the public affairs
of bis couuty. He was Clerk of the
County Court of Amherst from 1835 to
ISO., when he resiguetJ; he was never
defeated iv au election. He received all
but tnree votes, in the county of
Amherst, for the Convention of 1850,
and led all the ticket for the three
counties. * * His mother was Jane
Henry Meredith, a niece of Patrick
Henry, and daughter of Col. Mereditu,
of New Glasgow, and through his
mother he was connected with the ol l-
est and be3t families of Colonial Virgin-
ia.?Lynchburg News.

A Portrait or a lovely Character.

. BY REV. CONRAD SPEECE, D. D.

From the years ISI3 to ISIG, Rev.
Conrad Speece, D. D., who was well
known as an _ble and distinguished
Presbyterian minister of this county,
contributed, under the signature ofthe
"Mountaineer," a number of articles to
the Republican Farmer of Staunton,
then published by Mr. Isaac Collett, the
name of which was changed to that of
the Staunton Spectator in 1823, when
Gen. Keutou Harper became its editor
and proprietor.

Among these contributions was the
following, which appeared iv the Re
publican Farmerof June 30th, 1814, and
which we now republish, feeling sure
that it will be read with interest, not
only because of its merits as a composi-
tion, portraying a truly lovely character
but because of the pleasant associations
which it will revive in the memories of
the older people of this county who
knew personally and esteemed highly
the distinguished author. Tbe first ar-
ticle in refereuce to this character ap
peared ou the 10th of May, 1814, giviog
the circumstances of her death, and was
entitled, "Tbe Death ofEmily." These
articles purport to be written by her
husband. They were really written by
Dr. Speece. The following entitled,
"The character of Emily," as before re-
marked, was published June 30th, 1814:

The Character of Emily.
to the .mountaineer.

My Dear Friend :

Iv this letter I wish to give you a lit-
tle picture of wbat my Emily was. If
yon think me tolerably successful iv
drawing tbe likeness, I know you will
value it; for the original bad much of
your friendly regard, as you also hail ot
hers. Tbe bright image of her whom I
aim to describe is so constantly present
to my imagination, whether I am
awake or asleep, that I can scarcely say
I am undertaking a work of memory.
How is it to be accounted for, that these
melancholy musings upon my lost trea-
sure have au attraction for me beyoud
all the cheerful scenes of life which iu-
vite my participation?

My Emily possessed a very uueom-
mou share of thai, kind of beauty wbicb
arrests tbe eyes of the most superficial,
aud induces them to gaze witb delight,
and gaze again. I was never oue ol
those who affect to think personal
beauty a thing of no estimation. No;
I could not contemplate without em o
tiou the perfect symmetry of Emily's
form; ber vivid, dark-brown eye; her
complexion, in which the iily aud the
rose sweetly contended for the mastery ;
her features, where the nicest critic
could detect no fault iv any oue singly,
or in the whole together. Iweli knew,
however, that it was the miud within
whicb gaveto these visiblecharms much
the greater part of their power. Fre*
queutly, anil with little concern, I had
seen merely external,uuanimated beau-
ty as exquisitely finished as bers. But
in the first hour that I beheld Emily
Wilson, my heart began to feel impres-
sion of admiration aud tenderness to

You may perhaps remember your tell-
ing me, on tli _ day which made Emily
mine, tbat, excepting your lamented
Julia, you had never seeu so lovely a
woman. When Imentioned this to her,
she called you a kind aud generous
frienu for saying it ; and in tbe next
breath, with as much sincerity as pos-
sible, disclaimed all title to so high a
compliment.

Emily was nut brought up in the fash-
ionable way of the world ; for no danc-
ing master every had anything to do
lv the forming of her deportment. She
was early and often introduced into pi -

lished society, but never joined in the
giddy amusements of a ball ro*>m. Her
education, which wa3 principally con-
ducted, from its commencement to its
end, by her excellent mother, was far
more solid than showy. She managed
her domestic affairs with consummate
skill aud dexterity. Her miud was
stored with various kinds of useful and
ornamental knowledge, suitable to ncr
sex ; and siie loved tne reading of good
authors dearly, though she never suffer-
ed it to inierltre with her incumbent
duties. In Iter I found not only au af-
fectionate and precious mistress ot my
heart, but also a rational, well informed
friend aud counsellor. Wlio can com-
pute tbe amount of such a treasure ?

From her personal attractions, the
strength and cultivation of her mind,
the natural ge.illenessof her di.position
aud the elegancy ol her manners, my
Emily must have been wbat tbe world
cabs a very line woman. Hut for sever
al years before my first acquaintance
with her, religion liad become tiie deci-
ded basis of her character, the pure and
sublime religion of ttie gospel. It in-
fused its owu sacred sp lit into all her
tuougnts, feelings, words, aud actions.
Her piety was enlightened, fervent,
constant ; uol a matter of vain ostenta-
tion, not an occasional ebullition of pas-
sion ; but a steady, comprehensive priu
ciple of devotion to God, accompanied
with a firm, unlimited reliauce upou
his mercy. Hence tbat radiautj cheer-
fulness which delightedall her frieuds,
and which hardly ever suffered a mo-
ment's interruption. And as she deep-
ly felt her expressibleooligatious to tbe
love of a crucified Savior, sbe was, be-
yond all o'.iier persons whom I everknew, lowly iv mind, clothed with the
Christian gaib ofgsuoins humility.

Her piety of God to course invigorat-
ed j» well a» sanctified her native be-
nevolence. Her waicbfuicare to pleaseme and to make me happy, a care
whicb, I trust, was in some good mea-
sure reciprocated on my part, will dwell
iv my remembrance forever But her
active kindness was not bounded by her
little domest c circle. Always aud iv
every place she was tenderly cautious
not to give ollei.ee by look, word, or
deed, aud desirous to spread innocentpleasure around her. "In her tongue
was the law of _;n__esr.." Like her
heavenly Master, she "went about do*.
ing good; rejoicing with them that re-
joiced, and weeping witb tbem that
wept " She made it her business to eni tor the bumble dwellingsof the poor, to
cheer the drooping spirits of tbe sick, to
aminfoterliberally to the v/aut,j cf tue
needy, and to wipe from th. eye cf the
yfii'Cted tiie tear of sorrow. Ofteii "the
blessing oftbem that were ready to per
iaii eatiie upon bet:" often she ' caused
tiie widow's heaif to sing for joy."

On the subject of dress, in which her
sex generally take so lively an interest,
and ours not much less, my dear Emily
carried plainness to the utmost allowable
extent. She did not object to dressing
richly, according to her station in life ;
was always neat, and always clean ; but
would wear nothing gaudy nor super-
fluous. She despised the little, childish,
ever-changing flourishes of fashion ; and
abhorred every mode of dress injurious
to health, or incompatible with delis
cacy. Of gold she worenothing, except
the plain ring which you saw me put
upon her finger on our happy day.
She could never be persuaded to under-
go the absurd tortureof having her ears
perforated Her appearance, harmo-
nious in every part, made upon the be-
holder a strong imprssion of dignity an d
of elegance. No article of her attire
was calculated to attract particular at-
tention ; and when she left a comoany,
scarcely any one remembered what she
had on.
The whole of her manners correspond-

ed most engagingly with fthe tempers
which Ibave described. Her affability,
ber kindness, her respectful but not
burdensome complaisance, rendered
every one easy and cheerful in her
society who deserved tbe privilege of
being there. None but tbe wicked
could feel embarrassed iv her presence

Such was my Emi'y. Assuredly I
have not exaggerated her excellence
She is taken from me,and in tbis world
I shall see her no more ; but she lives
in heaven, and awaits my arrival iv
that glorious region. Oto be there, far
from this vale of death, audsorrow, and
weeping ! Let wretched atheists talk, of
everlasting sleep, and the extinction of
souls. We kuow better; we know
whose word we have believed, and can
trust Him for its accomplishment
Emily aud Julia, the beloved of our
hearts, shall meet us at tbe entrance of
tbe celestial paradise, aud welcome us
Ml its unutterable and immortal felicity
Under all my distress, I find consola-
tion, great consolation in repeating my
Emily's own words ; "Godseparates us ;
but blessed be his name, weare not tv
be separated forever."
