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Twenty-seven Cadets Dismissed.?
The Richmond Dispatch of yesterday

says that a letter from Lexington receiv-
ed in Richmond on Saturday last, states
that twenty-seven cadets of Class No. 3
of the Virginia Military Institute have
been dismissedfor insubordination.

The letter states that they requested
of General Smith a longer suspension
from duty than he allowed, to enable
them to prepare for examination on
descriptive , geography. He refused
their request, being then Just on the
eve of leaving for Staunton. While he
was absent the aforementionedstudents,
or most of them, refused;to obey Colonel
Ship, the commandant, and were, it is
alleged, guilty of grave breaches of dis-
cipline. A few of the class refused to
joh} in "tbe rebellion," and three or
four who wept m backed out before
"Old Specs" returned from Staunton.
The others were dismissed by him, and
a general order was issued stating the
facts and justifying the course of the
supenntendeuf.

Increased ]__._________ and Di-
minished REvenues.?lt cannot have
escaped the attention of any observer,
says the Lynchburg Virginian, that the
present Legislature seems intent upon
two things, viz : A large expenditureof
money, and diminutionof the revenue.
What the result of such a policy as this
must be, everybody can see. It will, of
course, augment the difference between
receipts and expenditures, and leave
but a trifling margin for interest on the
public debt. Such an exhibit as that,
would seem to justify the declaration
that the Readjusters have been making
all along?that the revenue of the State
is not sufficient to pay interest on the
debt, __ stipulated in the McCulloch set-
tlement. No sanepetson pould imagine
it would be if tiie revenue ig to be
frittered away upon every conceivable
thing, while the basis of taxation is tc
be narroweddown to the smallestpossi-
ble point.

The real debt-payers of the State,
have favored and re-
form?the reduction of the expenses
of the goverment to the smallest min-
imum consistent with the wants ol
government: to the end that there
might be a sufficient surplus ofrevenue
left after meeting the ordinary expen-
ses of the government, to pay the
amount of interest determined in the
McCulloch bill, without any
the rate of taxation. Every officer of
the State, as organized prior to the Ist
of January last, believed,and so declar-
ed, that this result could be attained
under the last settlementmade with the
creditors. But the Readjusters want to
show that these calculations werenot t*
be relied upon ; and so they have gone
to workto increase expenses and dimin-
ish revenue, hoping to fulflill their own
predictions, and justify tbeir ill-judge.4

already brought financial andpolitical
chaos to the State, as well as covered us
with disgrace.

On Friday the special order?the debt
question-waspassed by in the House, :
as thesubstitute offered by RossHamil- ,
ton for the Riddleberger bill, which
passed the Senate, was not printed.

Though the bill offered by Ross
Hamilton is a much better one, being
more honest, than theRiddlebergerbill,
yet we are Dot much gratified at its in-
troduction, as we would prefer to have
the issue between theparties tobe made
squarely between the Riddleberger bill
with "all its imperfections on its head"
and with the gangreneof repudiationin
in its stomach, and the honest law as it
now stands, familiarly known as the
McCullochbill.
Ifthis bill, offered by Roes Hamilton

as a substitute, had not been introduced,
the Riddleberger bill would have pass-
ed, and then it would have been vetoed
by the Governor, and that would have
been the end of it so far as enacting it
into a law is concerned.

Then the question would have gone
before the people in the next election
for the Legislature, and the issue would
have been plain, clear; and distinct be-
tween honest payment and repudiation
of the public debt.

In the evening session, in the midst
of much disorder and confusion, grow-
ing out of wrongful, discourteous and
partizanrulings of Bailey in the chair,
the resolution to repeal the constitution-
al provision making tbe payment of the
poll-tax a prerequisite to voting was a-
dopted by the following vote:

Moffett, ofRockingham, voted against
the repeal, and said his constituents had
always been, and were still, in favor of
tbat constitutionalrequirement. In the
Senate, Paul, whose constituents are the
same as those of Moffett, voted for the
repeal, and Riddleberger did likewise,
though he admitted tbat his constituents
were in favor of the payment ofthepoll-
tax as a prerequisite to voting.

Dandridge, ofFrederick, made a vig-
orous speech against the resolution to
repeal, in which he asserted that it was
a mortifying bid for th ? riffraff vote of
Virginia, and expressec tits opinio_t that
every respectable man in'the Valley?
both white and black?is opposed to
it, and warned the other side that for
every vote they would gain by it, they
would lose two.

The arguments .used by those favor-
ing the repeal cut the throats of each
other. They argue-,, that the require-
iia.iit to pay the poll-tax does not add
to tho revenues, and at the same time
argue against it on the ground that men
secure votes by paying the poll-tax for
tbe voters.

_ To assert that the requirement to pay
the poll-tax does not inercase the reve-
nue is absurd. And all this tax goes to
support the public schools.

In the House on Saturday when the
Riddleberger bill came up, it was, on
motion of Mr. Hanger, postponed to
Monday?yesterday?by a vote of 52 to
45.
It is understood that the bill offered

by Ross Hamilton (colored) aa a substi-
tute for the Riddleberger bill ia the re-
sult of a conference of leading Repub-
licans whose chief motive ia to relieve
the Republican party of the odium of
being responsible in part for passing a
bill of repudiation, as it wotrW be, if the
Riddleberger bill should bo passed by
the aid ofRepublican votes.

They wish to relieve tbe Republican
party of the embarrassment ln the next
election to which the Republicans in the
Legislature, under the lead of the Ma-
hone party, threaten to subject it by
voting for a bill of repudiation. It is a
move to gain for the Republican party
the credit of saving the State from the
disgrace.ofrepudiation.

The basis of the Ross Hamilton bill is
about the position taken by Mahone
and Barbour a year ago.

"I would use my best endeavor, to
sanction a settlement at 3 per cent, for

ture and courts, whose powers I believe
to be fully adequate thereto. I would
do ao becauseIbelieve it to be right."

In one ofour editorials on Thursday
last, we introduced a view of the debt
discusston thathad not before that time
been brought into it that we know of,
which is one ofsuch great consequence
that wo feel called upon to state and en-
force it again. It is this : The Biddle-
berger bill prohibits tax-collectors from
receiving coupons in payment of taxes.
Now, this very same prohibition was
enacted into a statute in 1872, and the
Court of Appeals in Antoni vs. Wright
decided that it was unconstitutionaland
veid. It will, therefore, be no more a
law when passed now than it was when
passed then, and any tax-collector who
has coupons tendered to him in pay-
ment of taxes, and refuses to receive
them, will be a wroug doer, and will
have upon his shoulders all the subse-
quent responsibilities that may grow out
of his act.

Now let us see thepractical operation
of the thing. It is to be noted, that it is
no sort of consequence to the tax-payer
whether his taxesare paid or not. All
that he i 3concerned about is, that he
shall make what is a proper aud f _lid
tender of payment of and if pay-
ment it refused, h's concern with the
matte- '_ ended.' Therefore, when Mr.Biddleberger deprives him of the writs
by which he can force the collectors to
take coupons (supposing that he oould
do so,) he has not done a con-cerns the tax-payer; h? haa do«e that
which giYe3 him joy, because that w-'l
have depressed tli. market .a'*_ eof cou-pons whim he gome to buy them. If

Coupons in payment of his
taxes is the cheapest way by which he
can tender payment of them, the tax-payer wjll.he certain to tender it in cou-,
pons, -now, after he has made his ten-
der, if the oolleotor dare levy on his pro-
perty, that collector will be a trespasser,
and the tax-payer has every right to
treat him as such. He may sue him for
his trespass, or he may defend his pro-
perty from his levy, with arms, if neces-
sary. We will that good citi-
zens ;enisr»lly will decline to take this
course, relying upon the previous deci-
sion of Antoni vs. Wright, but will waituntil there shall be s\ ;'e,)iaion upon the
new act itself.

Sp,ms citizen will tender coupons, the
treasurer will refuse to receive, and will
levy for tho taxes. The citizenwill sue
him for his trespass He must defend
himself by showing thathe acted under
the mandate of the law. This brings
the question of whether the act ia a law
or not a law directly before tho court.?
Tnder .4 .;'_*'\u25a0.«- w* Wright the court is
bound to declare that the act is no law.
That is notice to a.'l the world that the
treasurer who attempts to act under it
is a trespasser,and that the citizen has
the right to defend himselfand his pro-
perty aijaipst his;- How many treas-
urers _.iil refuse coupons after that? or
if th -y refuse them, how many will take
the hazard of levying after a tender of
them ??_?__. ComrnonwealUi,

How it WQULQ Operate;-.-?Now, let
us aeo one of the practical operations of
Mr. Riddleberger'- bill. Suppose it
passes, the Governorapproves of it, and
it become-; *ili_\y so taras the Legislature
_aa make it one. A. will tender to the
treasurer coupons in payment of his
taxes, which he will have the rignt to
do, notwithstanding the Legislature has
deprived him of all writs by which he

force the treasurer to take the cou-
pons from him. Having tendered the
coupons, A. will have done his duty?
all that the law requires of him?and it
will be a matter of 110 consequence to
him from that time forward' whether
his taxes are p_;d or not. If all tax-
payers da the same thing, collection of
taxes must cease, aud all will be certain
to do it, provided Mr. Riddleberger's
bill has the eireot he hopes it to have, of
depressing the market value of coupons,
unless the treasurers choose to under-
take the dangerous experiment of levy-
ing for taxes upon tlty property of citi-
zens w-Uq have made a valid tender to
them. In which case A. will sue the
treasurer for a trespass. If the law is a
void law, then the treasurer will have
been a trespasser;if a valid law, he will
not have heon a trespasser. This ques-
tion will go in that suit, to the Court of
Appeals, which, under the decision in
Antoni vs. Wright, will be bound to hold
that the law prohibitingthe treasurer to
receive coupons is void ; that A. did his
entire duty wben he offered coupons;
and that the treasurer, when he levied
on A.'_ property, committed a trespass.
How many treasurers will there be in
the State, after that decision, that will
dare touch a man's property ? The de-
cisiou wiil be notice to all the world
that a treasurer who refuses coupons and
then levies on property is a trespasser,
who can be mulcted in damages for his
trespass, and against whose trespass the
citizen lias the right to defend himself
aud his property with arms, if neces-
sary. After a few treasurers have been
sued and a few more shot we expect Mr.
Riddleberger will begin to sea that his
"Bill toße-Establish thePublio Credit"
is a failure for all purposes exceptto get
treasurers Into bad fixes ; and we rather
think that the prohibition to receive cou-
pons will be about equivalentto suspen-
sion ofthe collection of revenue.?Rich.
